KUALA LUMPUR - Pemerintahan be-
raja di Malaysia adalah antara yang paling
unik berbanding negara-negara lain yang
mengamalkan sistem pemerintahan beraja.

Ini kerana di negara-negara lain, takhta
raja terus kekal dikuasai pewaris raja tetapi
di Malaysia, raja yang memegang jawatan
sebagai ketua negara atau dikenali sebagai
Yang di-Pertuan Agong bertukar setiap
lima tahun mengikut sistem giliran dalam
kalangan sembilan sultan atau raja yang
memerintah negeri.

Sungguhpun negara ini mengamalkan
sistem pemerintahan Raja Berperlem-
bagaan dan Demokrasi Berparlimen, pe-
milihan Yang di-Pertuan Agong yang mula
dilaksanakan ketika negara mencapai ke-
merdekaan pada tahun 1957 adalah cukup
bermakna kerana ia melambangkan keya-
kinan rakyat terhadap sistem pemerinta-
han demokrasi.

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Gettobottom
of water
sabotage

THE Selangor government recently
sprang a surprise, revealing that
the water disruption was due to
sabotage. The state-owned Pengu-
rusan Air Selangor Sdn Bhd (PAAB)
suspended a personnel on Sept 6
on suspicion of mischief.

It’s odd that the public was told
of the suspected sabotage only at
the end of September. Why the
delay, we don't know. Was action
taken against the culprit?

Around 350,000 consumers
had to endure water cuts for more
than a month when the Semenyih
treatment plant was shut down due
to pollution. It's bad for business
as Selangor is the most industri-
alised and richest state. How does
it expect to continue attracting
investors if there are frequent water
cuts?

The state government has only
itself to blame for the mess. It
should have invested in an auto-
mated river quality monitoring and
control system after experiencing
frequent disruptions over the years.
As a state executive councillor
admitted, much more needs to be

done to ensure water security for
the people. Shockingly, the state
doesn’t even have an effective
water conservation programme.

It must also come clean why
the takeover of Syarikat Pengeluar
Air Selangor Holdings Sdn Bhd
(Splash) has been delayed for
several years now. Going by the
number of missed deadlines, it is
going to be one long wait.

There's disagreement over the
takeover price. The state govern-
ment wants to pay RM250.6 mil for
listed Gamuda Bhd’s 40% stake in
Splash while Gamuda is demand-
ing RM3 bil.

The federal government had
threatened to invoke section 114
of the Water Services Industry Act
to take over Splash if the deadlines
were not met but these turned out
to be empty threats.

Splash operates the Sungai
Selangor dam which supplies
65% of the Klang Valley’s water
needs. It is, therefore, vital that
the impasse between the state and
Splash be resolved soonest. It is
businesses and consumers who
will suffer if the water shortage
continues.

Gamuda and the state gov-
ernment must make public their
discussions and what the conten-
tious issues are. They must both find
ways to resolve the deadlock. We are
sure Gamuda’s minorities will want
to see a resolution.
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The state of investment

Invest Selangor expands its activities into sectors targeted for growth

HAILED as the golden state of Malaysia,
Selangor accounted for 22.4% of the
nation’s gross domestic product (GDP)
in 2014 — ahead of the country’s capital
Kuala Lumpur as well as its largest state
by geographic size, Sarawak. According to
the Department of Statistics Malaysia, the
country’s recorded GDP growth of 6% in
2014 was spearheaded by the services and
manufacturing sectors, both of which were
also significant contributors to Selangor’s
GDP at 59% and 29.5% respectively.

The state is expected to repeat its
performance as the primary contributor
to Malaysia’s GDP in 2015, with data from
the Malaysian Investment Development
Authority (Mida) showing that Selangor
achieved RM7.96 bil out of the targeted
RMS8 bil in investments for its manufactur-
ing sector alone last year.

Despite the current economic situation
leading to a reduced target of RMG6 bil for
investments in Selangor’s manufacturing
sector for 2016, Invest Selangor Bhd CEO
Hasan Azhari Idris has expressed confi-
dence in achieving that target. Numbers
released by Mida show that the state is
very much on track, having already se-
cured RM3.04 bil in investments for the
sector as of June 2016.

Transformations in time

The services and manufacturing sectors
in Selangor are experiencing the highest
rates of growth, shares Hasan, though he
also points out that there is a gradual shift
in emphasis between the two within the
state due to evolving needs. “In general,
Malaysia is no longer competitive when it
comes to labour-intensive projects com-
pared to emerging economies like Vietnam
and Myanmar, hence there is more of a
focus on knowledge-based and high-tech
industries,” he says.

This explains why Invest Selangor
is focusing more on five core clusters,
namely electrical and electronics, food
and beverages manufacturing, life scienc-
es, machinery and equipment as well as
transport equipment. “Of course, we will
still facilitate investment in areas other
than these five, the only difference being
that promotional activities will be more
focused on these clusters,” Hasan clarifies.

Set up in 1999 as an investment
promotion agency for the Selangor state
government, Invest Selangor was known

as Selangor State Investment Centre
(SSIC Bhd) before adopting its current
name and logo in a rebranding exercise in
2015 to better reflect its role and function
in drawing investors, both local and for-
eign, into the state.

“Our activities involve conducting
investment promotions overseas and en-
gaging with local investors and existing
businesses in Selangor. We also organise
workshops and seminars as well as
monthly coordination meetings to mon-
itor and assist with project implemen-
tations by investors. Occasionally, we
also bring related government technical
departments together to give advice on
projects,” explains Hasan.

Possibilities and potentials
Hasan reveals that Invest Selangor is
paying particular attention to certain
areas within the five clusters, particularly
aerospace, biotech, e-commerce and the
halal sector. For this purpose, the Selan-
gor Information Technology and E-Com-
merce Council (Sitec), along with the Se-
langor Bio Council, Selangor Aerospace
Council and Halal International Council,
was set up to provide advice in terms of
the direction to take in boosting these
industries. Their responsibilities include
identifying the appropriate ecosystems
and supply chains while brainstorming

blueprints and roadmaps.

In line with its new focus, the
upcoming Selangor International
Expo 2016 organised by Invest Sel-
angor will only involve players from
the halal products and services,
e-commerce and life science sec-
tors. An estimated 700 companies

are expected to participate in the

event, which will be held from Oct 20 to
22 at the Mines International Exhibition
& Convention Centre (MIECC).

In conjunction with the expo, a series
of conferences will be organised, namely
a discussion on cross-border e-commerce
activities within South-East Asia, a sem-
inar on the halal industry organised by
Dewan Perdagangan Islam Malaysia as
well as a biotech session targeted at the
younger generation.

“The biotech conference is themed Bio
for Youth. Rather than targeting industry
players, it is designed to raise awareness
among the younger generation, namely

secondary school and university students,”
says Hasan.

Four primary players

Approximately 62% of the aerospace
industry in Malaysia is centred in Selan-
gor, making it an emerging sector with
much potential still to be explored. This
activity is concentrated in three primary
areas, dubbed 3S for Serendah, Sepang
and Subang — much like the 3M of the
global aerospace industry which stands for
Malaysia, Mexico and Morocco.

Citing Mexico as an example, Hasan
says that Invest Selangor hopes to emulate
the country’s methods in building up its
aerospace sector. “The industry there only
started about 10 to 15 years ago, but has
already recorded double-digit growth.
They managed to convince several of their
automotive companies to move into the

aerospace industry. We are studying how
they are developing these industries, as
well as the roles their government plays in
advancing these sectors,” he says.

Another sector that is getting a boost
is biotech, with the Selangor state gov-
ernment announcing a proposed Selan-
gor Bio Bay in Pulau Indah that will take
about 15 to 20 years to complete. The
project, on a 970-acre site, will consist of
a biotech centre with shared research and
development {(R&D) facilities, enterprise
or industrial areas as well as residential
and lifestyle developments.

Hasan reveals that they are currently in
the midst of finalising the project’s concept
plan, and estimates that construction
works will begin in the middle of next
year, though he admits that they have their
work cut out for them.

“The Asian culture lacks innovation
and a willingness to share ideas and
facilities. Hence, the challenge we face
is in changing the local mindset, which
we hope to achieve through educational
initiatives,” he says.

Invest Selangor is also tapping into the
younger generation via its e-commerce
initiatives, including the setting up of the
Selangor Digital Creative Centre (SDCC)
in Shah Alam. The 11,000-sq ft centre was
opened last year and serves as a platform
for start-up companies registered in the
state to market their products online by
providing co-working spaces, incubators,
meeting rooms and the like.
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In the span of approximately a year,
SDCC has exceeded its initial target of
helping 100 merchants go online each year
by more than 100%. As of July 2016, the
total sales achieved by the businesses has
reached RM1.3 mil.

According to Hasan, this highlights
the potential of the e-commerce sector,
especially among youths. “E-commerce
is consistent with the trends and interests
of the younger generation, and Invest Sel-
angor is helping by providing free training
in doing business online. We are pleased
with the initiative’s performance thus far

and hope to expand its reach,” he says.

With regard to the rapidly expanding
halal sector, Malaysia is known as a lead-
ing hub for the industry around the globe,
with the country having one of the most
respected halal certifications worldwide.
With about half of the country’s halal-cer-
tified industries based in Selangor, which
is also home to the Selangor Halal Hub in
Pulau Indah, it comes as no surprise that
the halal industry is another emerging
focus for the state.

“Sultan of Perak, Sultan Nazrin Muiz-
zuddin Shah was chosen as Deputy Yang
di-Pertuan Agong for the same period.

The special conference attended by all the
Malay rulers was chaired by Raja of Perlis,
Tuanku Syed Sirajuddin Putra Jamalullail.

This is the second appointment as Yang
di-Pertuan Agong for a ruler from Kelantan.
Sultan Muhammad V's late father, Al-
marhum Sultan Yahya Petra Ibni Almarhum
Sultan Ibrahim was the sixth YDP Agong
who served from Sept 21, 1975 till March 29,
1979.

Sultan Muhammad V, 47, who was the
Deputy Yang di-Pertuan Agong before this
selection would replace Tuanku Abdul Hal-
im Mu'adzam Shah whose term as the 14th
Yang di-Pertuan Agong expires on Dec 12.

He was born Tengku Muhammad Faris
Petra on Oct 6, 1969, and received early
education at Sekolah Sultan Ismail I, Kota
Bharu before continuing studies at Alice
Smith International School in Kuala
Lumpur.

He then studied at Oakham School Rut-
land, England until 1989, before pursuing

higher education in Diplomatic studies at St.
Cross College, Oxford and Oxford Centre
for Islamic Studies until 1991.

The eldest son of Sultan Ismail Petra and
Tengku Anis Tengku Abdul Hamid, he

chose the title, Muhammad V on his en-
thronement as the 29th Sultan of Kelantan
on Sept 13, 2010.

He has three siblings, Tengku Mahkota
Kelantan Tengku Dr Muhammad Faiz Petra,

42, Tengku Muhammad Fakhry Petra, 38,
and Tengku Amalin A'ishah Putri, 32.

The first YDP Agong was Yang Dipertuan
Besar Negeri Sembilan, Almarhum Tuanku

Abdul Rahman Ibni Almarhum Tuanku
Muhammad (Aug 31, 1957 till April 1,

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States prepare for high tides

SHAH ALAM: Members of the public
and tourists are once again remind-
ed to avoid any activities along Se-
langor’s coastal areas due to the high
tide phenomenon, which is expect-
ed to hit these areas from tomorrow
until Wednesday.

Selangor Tourism, Environment,
Green Technology and Consumer
Affairs Committee chairman Eliza-
beth Wong said among the areas ex-
pected to be affected were Klang,
Kuala Langat, Sepang, Kuala Selan-
gor and Sabak Bernam, with sea lev-
els projected to rise up to 5.7m.

Kuala Langat District Council
president Mohd Azhar Mohamed Ali
said Skuad Pantas, with 18 personnel
and several assets, were ready to be
deployed. He said yesterday the
highest sea level in the district was
expected to be on Monday at 6.35am
and cautioned the people in Pantai
Kelanang and Pantai Tanjung Sepat.

State Disaster Management Com-
mittee secretary Colonel Ahmad
Afandi Mohamad said 40 flood relief
centres in the coastal areas would be
opened from 2pm today.

In Perlis, seven relief centres are
set up, namely SK Seberang Ramai,
SJK (C) Khay Beng, Kuala Perlis In-
stitut Kemahiran Belia Negara,
Kuala Perlis Kemas office, SK Sungai
Baru, SK Datuk Ahmad Musa and SK
Padang Keria.

Perlis Malaysian Civil Defence De-
partment (APM) director Lieu-
tenant-Colonel Ishak Mohd Radzi
said 300 personnel from the agency
were ready to be deployed, adding
that the sea level was expected to
rise up to 3.6m at 1.38am on Tues-
day, and 3.5m at 1.02am on Monday
and at 2.15am Wednesday.

KOTA BARU: Sultan of Kelantan Sul-
tan Muhammad V, who was elected
the 15th Yang di-Pertuan Agong at
the 243rd Special Meeting of the
Conference of Rulers at Istana Ne-
gara yesterday, is a King of the peo-
ple in the state.

The eldest son of Sultan Ismail
Petra and Tengku Anis Tengku Ab-
dul Hamid, he was previously
known as Tengku Muhammad Faris
Petra. He used the name Sultan
Muhammad V after being pro-
claimed the 29th Sultan of Kelantan
on Sept 13, 2010.

Born on Oct 6, 1969, Sultan
Muhammad V received his early ed-
ucation at Sekolah Sultan Ismail I
here before continuing his studies at
the Alice Smith International School
in Kuala Lumpur.

He then attended the Oakham
School in Rutland, England, until
1989 before pursuing diplomatic
studies at the St Cross College in
Oxford and the Oxford Centre for
Islamic Studies until 1991.

Sultan Muhammad V, who is Uni-
versiti Malaysia Kelantan (UMK)
Chancellor, fills his free time by
reading. He is interested in extreme
sports, such as four-wheel drive ex-
peditions and endurance chal-
lenges, and shooting.

He has three younger siblings —
Tengku Mahkota of Kelantan
Tengku Dr Muhammad Faiz Petra,

42, Tengku Muhammad Fakhry Pe-
tra, 38, and Tengku Amalin A’ishah
Putri, 32.

Sultan Muhammad V, who often
refers to himself as “kita” when
meeting the people of Kelantan,
loves going down to the ground, in-
cluding the interior and Orang Asli
settlements in Gua Musang and
Jeli.

Sultan Muhammad V, who was in-
stalled as the Tengku Mahkota of
Kelantan on Oct 6, 1985, prefers to
wear a jubah (robe) or baju melayu

Sultan Muhammad V will succeed
the current Yang di-Pertuan Agong,
Tuanku Abdul Halim Mu’adzam
Shah, who is the Sultan of Kedah,
whose five-year term as king runs
from Dec 13, 2011 to Dec 12.

Sultan of Perak Sultan Nazrin
Muizzuddin Shah was chosen as the
Deputy Yang di-Pertuan Agong for
the same tenure.

The special meeting was chaired
by Raja of Perlis Tuanku Syed Sir-
ajuddin Tuanku Syed Putra Ja-
malullail.

Present were Tuanku Abdul Hal-
im, Sultan Muhammad V, Sultan
Nazrin, Yang di-Pertuan Besar Negri

The can-
didate must also get the support of at
least five rulers and had not held the
position of Yang di-Pertuan Agong
for two terms in a row.

According to tradition, before the
selection is held, the Keeper of the
Rulers’ Seal will ask the rulers on the
rotation list of his willingness to be
chosen as the Yang di-Pertuan Agong.

The nine rulers will then cast a

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T-Team out to chart
their own legacy

KUALA Terengganu T-Team have
long lived in the shadows of the
Terengganu state team in the dis-
trict club’s nascent history but that
is about to change.

Formed just 10 years ago, T-Team
are now just one win away from the
Malaysia Cup final as they seek to
overturn a 2-1 first leg deficit against
holders Selangor at the Sultan Ismail
Nasiruddin Shah Stadium today.

It is with great irony that T-Team,
having returned to the Super League
via a playoff win over Armed Forces
in January, have done better than
Terengganu, who were installed as
Super League title contenders in
pre-season. But after three coaching
changes, Terengganu are on the
brink of relegation from the Super
League while T-Team are safely en-
sconced in seventh place and look-
ing to slay another giant.

Should T-Team beat the odds and
make the Malaysia Cup final, it
would easily be the biggest occasion
in the history of a club whose only
silverware is the third-tier FAM Cup
title won in 2008.

While a 1-0 win would be enough
to dethrone Selangor, T-Team’s In-
donesian coach Rahmad Darmawan
warned his players to be alert in de-
fence as well, especially with centre-
back Abdoulaye Maiga absent
through suspension.

“Our focus is not just on scoring a
goal but we must also avoid con-
ceding because that will just make
our job harder,” Rahmad told Astro
Arenayesterday. -~

“We have to find the right balance
during the 90 minutes.

“This is the biggest game in T-
Team’s history and I have often re-

minded the players not to pressure
themselves because our strength is
when the players play the game with
joy. That feeling must be present in
every player.”

Both T-Team and Selangor will be
missing key players today, making
predictions of a result difficult.

In Malian defender Maiga’s ab-
sence, Rahmad must decide who
among Hasbullah Awang, Marzuki
Yusoff and Wan Ahmad Amirzatran
Wan Nadri to choose from for the
central defence positions.

Uzbek midfielder Dilshod Sharo-
fetdinov returns to the side after
missing the first leg through sus-
pension to complement T-Team’s
attackers Makan Konate and Patrick
Dos Santos Cruz.

Dos Santos scored T-Team’s goal
in the first leg in Shah Alam and also
when they lost 2-1 in a Super League
match away while Konate grabbed
the winner when T-Team won 1-0 in
Kuala Terengganu in August.

“We are ready to play without
Maiga having done several simula-
tions in training,” added Rahmad.

“In fact, we have played without
him before and won. I don’t deny we
will feel his absence but in football,
the team is more important than any
individual.”

Selangor coach K. Gunalan must
make do without midfielder Nazmi
Faiz Mansor and forward Mauro
Olivi and indicated Saiful Ridzuan
Selamat could replace Nazmi today.

“From 18 players we are taking to
Kuala Terengganu, all are potential-
ly’s first choice,” said Gunalan be-
fore leaving Shah Alam yesterday.
“They are all fit and ready and my
task is to pick the best X1.”

The main threat to T-Team is Se-
langor’s Liberia international
Patrick Wleh, who has six goals in
the competition but has not scored
in the knockout stage.

Wleh has a good record since com-
ing to Malaysia in 2012, tallying 86
goals in all competitions including
20 in the Malaysia Cup for Sime Dar-
by, PKNS and Selangor.

Kg Sungai Plong residents plan to clean
up illegal dumpsite and bill authorities

VILLAGERS have threatened to
clean up an illegal dumpsite in
Kampung Sungai Plong, Sungai
Buloh and bill the authorities if
the they fail to act soon, as gar-
bage has exceeded the roof of
their houses.

Tired of lodging complaints
about the site, villagers have
now sought the assistance of
non-governmental organisation
Persatuan Perjuangan Masyarakat
Kota (Perkata) to help resolve the
issue,

Its secretary-general Adzly
Abd Manas said under civil law as
provided under the Specific Relief
Act 1950 section 53, the villagers
could take matters into their own
hands.

Adzly, a lawyer, said villagers
were contemplating to enter the
dumpsite and clean up the area.

Speaking to reporters at a press
conference, Adzly said they would
eventually bill the authorities for
cost incurred in the clean up exer-
cise.

Over the last one year, Adzly

said residents approached the Shah
Alam City Council (MBSA) and
Selangor Department of
Environmental (DOE) regarding
the unsightly dumpsite but no
action had been taken so far.

“They have all the necessary
laws at their disposal but they have
done nothing,” he said.

Famous for its tranquil and pris-
tine waters, Sungai Plong was pop-
ular among young children and
anglers for recreation activities
until the illegal dumpsite appeared,
a year ago.

Located on two parcels of land
separated by Sungai Plong, the
dumpsite has more than 20 three-
tonne lorries driving in and out
daily.

The number of lorries increased
after 4pm.

Former village head Alias Karim,
67, said the stench from the open
burning activity was unbearable, at
night, when tyres and other mate-
rial were being burned.

“Thick black smoke can be seen.
This is what we are breathing in
and it is not good for our health.

"We have people from all ages in
the village and it is detrimental 1o

us all,” he added.

Expressing anger, Alias said he
confronted a man believed to be
the landfill operator several times
but operations still continued.

The village head, Azmi Samsuri,
49, said they had also reported the
matter to the DOE.

Adzly said residents had com-
plained of allergies and asthma
since the dumpsite started opera-
tions,

“The height of the garbage has
exceeded the roof of houses, adja-
cent to the dumpsite,” he said add-
ing that it was also common to see
scavengers lpitering in the area.

Adzly said garbage had also
spilled into the river and a possible

Heavy vehicles plying Jalan Kuala Garing to access factories causing parents to worry

HEAVY vehicles are entering Jalan
Kuala Garing, a residential road in
Rawang, to get to factories located
in nearby Desa Kuala Garing.

As there are also four schools
located at the entrance of the
road, residents, including parents
and teachers are concerned for
the safety of students.

“It is also difficult for us to drop
off and pick up children with
heavy vehicles passing by and
school buses parking all along the
roadsides,” she said.

Another parent Juita Abu
Hanipah, 39, from Saujana
Rawang, hoped that the authori-
ties would not take action only
after a child got killed.

“Why can't the authorities just
stop vehicles from entering the
area during school hours,” she
said.

SK Sinaran Budi principal Nor
Azmi Da Nor said the Selayang
Municipal Council (MPS) had put
up signboards at the entrance of
the road prohibiting heavy vehi-
cles from entering the main road
from 12.15pm to 1.30pm and from
5.45pm to 7.15pm but it was not
adhered to.

Star
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Selangor the most
affected by redelineation exercise

SHAH ALAM: Selangor would be
one of the most affected states if the
Election Commission's (EC) pro-
posed redelineation goes through.
Some of the parliamentary and
state constituencies will become
“super-sized” while others will
shrink and have much fewer vot-

ers,

Elected representatives from the
federal opposition are crying foul
with allegations that the EC's move
was done to give the ruling coalition
an edge to reclaim the state.

Several seats held by opposition
MPs have been badly cut with
the removal of a substantial num-
ber of voters in areas that had con-
tributed towards the candidates
winning in the last general election.

Some have been bloated with a
substantial increase in voters and
inclusion of areas, which the feder-
al opposition MPs claim is not
Pakatan Harapan friendly.

The areas are Kapar (G.
Manivanan - PKR), Subang
(Sivarasa Rasiah - PKR), Gombak
(Azmin Ali-PKR), Klang (Charles
Santiago-DAP), Petaling Jaya Utara

Maria Mahmood - Amanah) and
Selayang (William Leong-PKR).

Leong says six housing estates
that are PKR-friendly have been

Many against EC’'s new lines

Controversial proposals draw
more than 100 objections

PETALING JAYA: More than a hun-
dred objections — probably the lar-
gest number ever — have been filed
against the Election Commission’s
controversial redelineation of state
and parliament seats ahead of the
next general election.

State governments, local authori-
ties and groups of 100 or more voters
— including those organised by poli-
tical parties — are allowed to submit
objections. The deadline for doing so
was yesterday.

The ECs proposal to alter the
boundaries in 128 of the 222 Par-
liament seats has drawn flak from
parties and voters who claim the
move strengthens mono ethnic
majority seats while reducing ethni-
cally mixed seats, thus further
sharpening racial polarisation.

It has also been criticised for
widening the size gap between seats
instead of narrowing them.

The numbers of objections was
described by former EC chairman
Tan Sri Abdul Rahid Abdul Rahman
as possibly the biggest in a redeline-
ation exercise, which by law can
only be done once every eight years.

The political parties involved in
the objections include MCA, Gerakan,
DAP, PAS, PKR and Amanah.

Umno officials were tight-lipped
about the number of objections filed,
although Datuk Seri Tengku Adnan
Tengku Mansor, who is party and
Barisan Nasional secretary-general,
had said the ruling coalition was not
happy with 30% of the EC’s proposed
redelineation.

MCA president Datuk Seri Liow
Tiong Lai said his party alone had
filed more than 30 objections against
the EC’s plan.

He said Tengku Adnan had agreed
with MCA’s submissions against the

EC redelineation proposal.

Gerakan secretary-general Datuk
Liang Tack Meng declined to state
the number of objections filed by his
party but said they were done in the
respective states.

“Our objections are made hased
on certain principles that need to be
followed under the 13th Schedule of
the Federal Constitution,” he said,
referring to provisions in the Consti-
tution regarding the procedures in
the delimitation of constituencies.

No new parliament or state seats
have been proposed except for
Sahah, where the EC aims to form 13
new state seats.

Under the EC proposal, the top
three states that will see many
changes are Johor (21 parliament
seats will be affected), followed by

Selangor (18) and Perak (17).

With the deadline to file objec-
tions over, the EC will hold a local
inquiry to hear all objections which
meet the conditions.

The dates for the inquiry have yet
to be announced.

If the commission agrees with any
of the objections filed, it will amend
its proposal and put it up for public
display, during which further objec-
tions, if any, can be submitted.

The commission will then hold a
second local inquiry, after which it
will submit its final recommenda-
tions to the Prime Minister.

The proposal can then be tabled in
the Dewan Rakyat, with approval
requiring a simple majority.

PKR election director Nurul Izzah
Anwar said 19 objections were filed
in Kedah, Perak, Negri Sembilan,
Malacca and Johor.

PAS election director Datuk Mus-
tafa Ali said his party submitted

objections for the proposed redeline-
ation in every state with the excep-
tion of Perlis, Penang, Negri
Sembilan and Malacca.

In Johor, political parties from
Barisan Nasional and opposition
have sent in more than a dozen
objections to the EC.

Two MCA divisions, namely
Kluang and Bakri, have sent in
objections for the state seats of
Mengkibol and Bentayan.

Johor PKR deputy chief Jimmy
Puah Wee Tse said PKR delivered at
least four objections to the EC.

Selangor MCA submitted objec-
tions on several parliament seats
including Puchong, Petaling Jaya
Utara, Serdang, Hulu Langat, Klang
and Kuala Langat.

The state DAP submitted more
than 50 objections for three parlia-
ment seats (Serdang, Petaling Jaya
Utara and Petaling Jaya Selatan) and
seven state seats (Subang Jaya,
Dusun Tua, Sungai Pinang, Teratai,
Kuala Kubu Baharu, Damansara
Utama and Kampung Tunku).

In Perak, Pakatan Harapan sub-
mitted over 30 objections to the EC
including for the Ipoh Timur and
Ipoh Barat parliamentary consttu-
encies as well as all of the 18 state
seats held by DAP.

It is learnt that Perak MCA and
Umno have also submitted objec-
tions to the EC.

In Penang, DAP MP Zairil Khir
Johari submitted an objection
involving his Bukit Bendera seat, in
which Chief Minister Lim Guan
Eng's Air Putih state assembly con-
stituency is located.

Terengganu PAS election director
Ariffin Deraman said the state PAS
submitted 18 objections.
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Pahang DAP secretary Lee Chin
Chen said his party filed an objection
for the Sabai state seat in the Bentong
parliamentary constituency.

In Negri Sembilan, partes from
both sides filed objections on 11 state
seats located in the parliamentary
seats of Seremban, Rembau, Teluk
Kemang, Rasah and Tampin.

Assoc Prof Dr Sivamurugan Pan-
dian of Universiti Sains Malaysia’s

School of Social Sciences said the
current re-delineation exercise pat-

tern contradicted the exercise that
was carried out in 2003 where many
racially mixed constituencies were
created.

He said the EC should convince
the public of its rationale for deter-
mining the borders in order to not
jeopardise its integrity.

“This is not something which is
done every year and the borders are
going to remain for the next 10 years
or so,” he said.
