“Penggunaan parkir adalah untuk
kemudahan pemilik kenderaan me-
letakkan kenderaan jadi tidak wajar
ia digunakan peniaga untuk mele-
takkan meja dan kerusi. Tambahan
pula keadaan ini boleh memberikan
kesan kepada pengunjung premis
berkenaan. )

“Kita kena faham ada sesetengah
tempat, laluannya sempit dan tem-
pat parkir terhad dan perhatian per-
lu diberikan oleh PBT untuk me-
mastikan keselamatan orang ramai.

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Sekinchan
fishermen
call for aid

SUNGAI BESAR: A fisherman for al-
most 30 years, Chia Tian Hee, 46,
has grown accustomed to the eco-
nomic uncertainty associated with
fishing.

But these days, he said, not only
are fishermen hard pressed by the
rising cost of living, operating costs
will further increase following a
move by the Selangor Water Man-
agement Board (Luas) to impose an
annual RM600 tax on fishing jet-
ties.

Chia, who is also Sekinchan fish-
ermen and traders’ welfare associ-
ation chairman, said 89 traditional
jetties here, including the jetty he
owns, would be affected.

“I have asked Luas to do away with
the tax or decrease the rate. But they
have yet to respond,” Chia said.

When asked if the state govern-
ment had given them assistance,
Chia said the fishermen had only
received minimal aid to fund small
repair works at their jetties.

“It was much easier to get help
from Tan Sri Noriah Kasnon (the late
Sungai Besar member of parlia-
ment), who had contributed im-
mensely to the fishermen here. But,
now that she’s gone, I worry about
our welfare.”

Chia expressed hope that Barisan
Nasional by-election candidate
Budiman Mohd Zohdi would con-
tinue Noriah's legacy, especially in
addressing woes faced by the fish-
ermen.

“Fishing is a risky profession, as
we have to face so much uncertainty
and danger every time we go out to
sea,” he said.

There are 500 fishermen operat-
ing 200 boats here in Sekinchan.
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Second phase of Kajang Move?
FRICTION: \ill Azmin suffer the fate

of former MB Khalid and be replaced
by Rafizi?

S history repeating itself in Selan-
gor? Are we witnessing the begin-
ning of the second phase of Langkah
Kajang (Kajang Move)?

In 2014, a political manoeuvre
known as Langkah Kajang was used
with the aim of toppling the 14th
mentetri besar, Tan Sri Abdul Khalid
Ibrahim.

The objective was to install op-
position leader Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim as the 15th MB.

Lee Chin Cheh, a PKR state as-
semblyman, had resigned on Jan 27,
paving the way for a by-election in
which Anwar was intended to be the
beneficiary. The strategy was the
brainchild of PKR strategy director,
then vice-president-cum-secretary-
general of the party, Rafizi Ramli.

Unfortunately, Anwar was con-
victed in his second sodomy case by
the Court of Appeal, so his spouse,
Datuk Seri Dr Wan Azizah Wan Is-
mail, had to take his place as the PKR
candidate.

She won the by-election with a ma-
jority of 5,379 votes, but the plan to
install Anwar came to a dead end,
and Selangor was embroiled in a po-
litical crisis for nine months. In July,
that same year, Dr Wan Azizah re-
ceived the official endorsement of
party leaders to become the next MB.

However, on Aug 11, Khalid
claimed that the Sultan of Selangor
had given his consent for him to

continue serving as MB and that he
enjoyed the support of most of the
assemblymen. Three days later, Dr
Wan Azizah claimed she was the one
enjoying the majority support. On
Aug 26, Khalid resigned as MB.

The crisis ended when PKR
deputy president Datuk Seri Azmin
Ali was sworn in as the 15th MB on
Sept 23, while Anwar was (and still

is) in Sungai Buloh prison.

In the end, Dr Wan Azizah told the
media that she accepted Azmin’s ap-
pointment “with an open heart”.
Some quarters, however, doubted
the sincerity of that statement.

Many political analysts viewed
Langkah Kajang as a failure. A
columnist of a popular news portal
said the political rift in Pakatan
Rakyat brought about by the ma-
noeuvre “will remain until the next
general election”.

Rafizi, however, maintained that
it was not a failure although it had
led to nine months of political up-
heaval, cost taxpayers RM1.6 million
to hold the by-election and resulted
in PKR not getting the MB of its
choice.

Over the last two years since
Azmin took over the administration
of the state, many thought this old
rift between Dr Wan Azizah and
Rafizi (on one side) and Azmin (on
the other) would not resurface. But it
did recently.

On May 19 this year, Rafizi
dropped a bombshell when he said
in a WhatsApp message that he had
received complaints about “money
and women” being requested during
negotiations with unnamed persons
working with the state government.

Talking to reporters two days later,
Rafizi said he had written a What-
SApp message about corrupt activ-
ities in the PKR-led Selangor gov-
ernment. He also admitted urging
his comrades in the party to uphold
the same standards that they expect-
ed from Barisan Nasional leaders.

“I prefer to err on the side of cau-
tion as I have always maintained
that as a reform party, we must be
whiter than white.” He said he would
compile a report of the information
that he had gathered and submiit it
to Dr Wan Azizah.

As expected, Azmin quickly de-
nied the allegations, saying that
there was no proof.

“These accusations are part of a
systematic smear campaign against
the state government.”

He said if there was even a shred of
evidence to support these allega-

tions, it was incumbent on those
making them to report the matter to
the authorities.

On May 30, Rafizi walked into the
Malaysian Anti-Corruption Com-
mission (MACC) headquarters to
submit his report. Having received
the information from Rafizi previ-
ously, Dr Wan Azizah had instructed
him to submit “any evidence of al-
leged corruption” to MACC.

Declining to give details about his
report, Rafizi said although it was
“rare” for a senior party leader to
lodge a report against his own mem-
bers, he emphasised that “it should
be the way”. Hopefully, MACC
would carry out a thorough inves-
tigation, he added.

The Selangor State Assembly has
56 seats — Pakatan Harapan (29),

Pas (13), BN (12) and Independent
(2). The Pakatan Harapan seats are
shared by DAP (14 seats), PKR (13)
and Parti Amanah Negara (PAN) (2).

Although PKR does not have the
largest number of seats in the house,
it has traditionally held the menteri
besar’s post.

The June 18 by-election in Sungai
Besar sees a three-cornered fight for
a parliamentary seat between BN,
Pas and PAN, clearly showing that
Pas is no longer in sync with its
former allies, DAP and PKR. Some
quarters said PAN is the “new Pas” in
Selangor.

Political analysts have been ask-
ing whether this friction between
Rafizi and Azmin will ultimately
bring about the latter’s downfall. Is
this phase two of Langkah Kajang?

Will Azmin suffer the same fate as
Khalid, and if Azmin is unseated,
will Rafizi become the next MB?

Rafizi is member of parliament for
Pandan and PKR’s secretary-gener-
al, but not a member of the state
assembly.

A lot of groundwork needs to be
done by the party, and a second Lee
Chin Cheh must vacate his state seat
so that a by-election has to be called
and Rafizi can then stand as a can-
didate, while retaining his MP’s
seat.

Bitter lessons yet to sink in

SARAWAK POLLS:
Infighting among
opposition parties
threatening to do
them in again

THE by-election campaigns for the
Sungai Besar and Kuala Kangsar
parliamentary constituencies,
which were lacklustre because of the
start of fasting on Monday, picked
up in earnest as the campaign en-
tered its fifth day.

It is obvious that Parti Amanah
Negara (PAN) and its sponsor, DAP,
are coming under severe attack as
PKR tries to give support, but is
handicapped by internal divisions.

PAN is on the receiving end of
both BN and more so Pas, from
which progressive elements had
splintered to form the party last
September.

“Both Pas and PAN have realised
that winning the two seats is near
impossible. They realised that the
realities on the ground favour BN.
Our own split is to be blamed,” said a
DAP leader in Selangor.

“Even Kit Siang (DAP supremo
Lim Kit Siang) said it is a very tough
fight for PAN,” he said, adding that
PAN was really fighting Pas and not
BN.

“They are vying against each oth-
er. They see each other as political

enemies that must be defeated at all
costs,” he said.

“Instead of joining forces with
PKR and DAP to defeat BN, PAN is
racing to upend Pas and Pas is racing
to defeat PAN. They fight for the
runners-up prize,” he said, adding
that both PAN and Pas had other
strategies in mind than winning by-
elections.

“They have their eyes on the big-
ger game, the 14th General Elec-

tion,” he said.

“They want to show their support-
ers that they can outdo each other.”

He admitted that DAP had been
hasty in supporting and funding
PAN.

Pas aims to show its conservative
constituents that the upstart PAN is
just a mosquito party compared
with it, which has a large number of
grassroots members built over six
decades.

PAN wants to show its small band
of supporters, most of whom are for-
mer Pas members, that it is the fu-
ture of Islamic politics in Malaysia —
moderate, liberal and secular but Is-
lamic, nevertheless.

Pas leaders have been attacking
PAN as a DAP proxy, with Pas pres-

ident Datuk Seri Abdul Hadi Awang
leading the campaign with a ce-
ramah in Sabak Bernam, where he
capitalised on his private member’s
bill initiative in Parliament and
charged that DAP and its proxy PAN
were against the bill.

The bill is a big pull for Pas con-
stituents. Other Pas leaders have
been saying as much, connecting
DAP with PAN and their mutual op-
position to the measure.

PAN’sstand is that they support it,
but that now was not the time to
implement it in Malaysia, while DAP
opposes it outright.

But such niceties are lost on vot-
ers, especially the Chinese, who see
PAN as having the same “DNA” as
Pas.

MCA is helping to drive this mes-
sage home with its active campaign-
ing against the bill, labelling PAN as
similar to Pas.

“Choosing Pas or PAN is the same.
There is no difference,” an MCA
leader told his Chinese audience in
Sekinchan during a walkabout on
Tuesday.

- “Their DNA is the same. They
want to impose Islamic law on non-

Muslims,” he said.

It’s like a “by-election within a by-
election”, said one political observ-
er, who wanted to be identified only
as Madam Ng, who helps out at a fish

- shop at a Sekinchan wet market.

“DAP told us to support Pas in
2008 and 2013, but now, they want
us to support PAN, which broke
away from Pas. They say Pas is no

good but PAN is good,” she said.

“I am not so sure. I might not vote
this time because it is a Pas-PAN
fight and because I am so con-
fused.”

The MCA’s campaign urging Chi-
nese voters that “a vote for PAN is a
vote for Pas” is making headway.

While DAP has a tough time con-
vincing Chinese voters, PKR has an
even tougher time convincing Malay
voters to back PAN.

Infighting in PKR between fac-
tions loyal to deputy president
Datuk Seri Azmin Ali and that of
president Datuk Seri Dr Wan Azizah
Wan Ismail ensures that Azmin’s
supporters are absent on the ground
in Sungai Besar.

“Only Wan Azizah’s people are
campaigning,” said a PKR grassroots
leader.

“It looks like we have two PKRs
here.

“While Azmin did put in an ap-
pearance on nomination day, his
heart is not in the campaign after
Pas refused a deal brokered by him
to leave Sungai Besar to PKR and
contest only in Kuala Kangsar.”

As a result, Azmin, with all his star
power as menteri besar, is absent in
Sungai Besar.

The fight for the loyalty of Pas
supporters has virtually given Umno
a free hand.

In short, the opposition has not
learned the bitter lessons of the re-
cently concluded Sarawak state elec-
tion, where they did poorly because
of infighting.

At the same time, I
am also refining my campaign pro-
grammes in Sekinchan and engag-
ing with Chinese voters in the area.

“I have also been active on social
media since 2008. This also helps
me better approach voters,” said
Budiman.

OLICE vyesterday brought
Pdown six billboards that al-

legedly contain seditious
statements erected in Sekinchan
town, here.

The billboards, with messages
targeting Barisan Nasional and Pas
leaders, were taken down after po-
lice received a report from the pub-
lic about 4pm.

Police media liaison officer for
the Sungai Besar by-election As-
sistant Commissioner Khalil Ar-
iffin said police were identifying
those responsible for erecting the
billboards.

“As the campaign period enters
its fourth day, police have received
several reports, including trespass-

ing, theft, arson, sabotage of po-
litical party flags and conducting
ceramah without permit.

“We have sent officers to take
down the billboards,” he said at the
Sabak Bernam police headquarters
here yesterday.

Khalil said all parties involved in
the by-election were urged not to
resort to provocative actions, and
those who found anyone doing so
should contact the authorities.

He also confirmed that police
had stopped a political ceramah on
Tuesday evening as its organiser
did not apply for a permit.

The billboards were noticed by

members of the public about 3pm,

believed to be shortly after they
were put up.

The messages include allega-
tions against 1Malaysia Develop-
ment Bhd and pictures of a Sungai
Besar Umno division leader which
allegedly contained racist quotes.

Umno Youth chief Khairy Ja-
maluddin lambasted those respon-
sible for erecting the billboards.

“The banners were put up to
provoke racial hatred. This is not
only irresponsible behaviour, but
may also cause public disorder.

“We want those who installed
those racist banners to not repeat
the mistake. The Election Com-
mission should take action.”

At a press conference later, op-
position pact Pakatan Harapan de-
nied being behind the billboards.

“We do not (even) have the mon-
ey for our own billboards. We are
also falling behind in terms of par-
ty flags compared with BN and
Pas,” said Parti Amanah Negara
communications director Khalid
Samad.

DAP national vice-chairman
Teresa Kok, who was at the press
conference, dismissed allegations
that her party was behind the bill-

boards and said that she was not in
charge of publicity.

Under Section 4A of the Election
Offences Act 1954, it is an offence
for any party before, during or after
an election to do any act or make
any statement with a view or ten-
dency to promote feelings of ill-
will, discontent or hostility.

Anyone found guilty shall be
punished with a maximum five-
year imprisonment or a maximum
RM10,000 fine, or both.

SLEEPY Sekinchan has stirred to life
the last few days.

There is a Chinese opera group in
town and, no, we are not referring
to the politicians who have flocked
into town for the Sungai Besar
by-election.

The opera is in honour of one of
the local temple deities’ birthday.
The air around the temple is filled
with the smell of incense from giant
joss-sticks lining the road and the
hawker centre nearby has been
doing a roaring business.

Sekinchan town is as Chinese as it
gets and there seems to be a temple
at every turn.

The other feature one sees all
over town is Sekinchan assembly-
man Ng Suee Lim. This DAP politi-
cian obviously understands adver-
tising because his face is plastered
on the welcome arches erected at
all the strategic spots in this coastal
town.

A giant billboard bearing his

face has also gone up at

the town’s busiest intersection with
the slogan “618 - Jom Balik Undi”.

Chinese life and work here

revolve around rice cultivation,
fishing and the restaurant busi-
ness. Every other eatery offers a
seafood menu but it looks like the
food stuff is exported overseas

the mediocre stuff to be
snld at home.

The older restaurants have tradi-
tional names like Seng Guan or Hai
Kang (river mouth) but the newer
ones go by more optimistic names
like Oceanlicious, Summer Resort
and Restoran Wins,

But honestly, has the Chinese vote
really softened or are the Chinese
simply tired of the endless politick-

There are four main Chinese
enclaves in Sekinchan known as A
chun (chun means village in
Chinese), B chun, C chun and Hai Ka
(by the sea).

There are some 9,000 votes there,
A chun and C chun are reputed to be
hardcore DAP areas. B chun and Hai
Ka are said to harbour more mixed
sentiments.

It has been a slow start for the
DAP ceramah circuit in Sekinchan,
Despite the presence of bright
young MPs like Nurul Izzah Anwar
(Lembah Pantai) and Liew Chin
Tong (Kluang), the crowd has been
desultory in terms of nmnhers and
mood.

On a balmy Wednesday evening,
a battery of Pakatan Harapan
speakers managed to attract a
crowd of barely 300, half of whom
occupied the seats in the covered
basketball court while the rest pre-
ferred to listen from outside, sitting
atop their motorcycles.
