IT HAS been almost two years since
a monsoon drain upgrading and
slope stabilisation project started in
Ukay Heights, Ampang, and resi-

dents are now questioning the delay

in completing it.

Residents are concerned that the
open work site on a steep hill at a
private property along Jalan
Teberau could trigger a mudflood
or other similar incidents if left
unattended.

The stabilisation work is being
carried out by a private contractor
through the method of re-profiling
the slope.

Jalan Ukay 2 resident Marguerite
Brodie, 76, said the community was
in the dark about the status of
the project which had not been
completed.

“My house is located at the bot-
tom of the hill and we are worried
because if anything were to happen,
we would be directly affected.

“The project must also be done
according to guidelines that are
already in place with proper super-
vision by the Ampang Jaya
Municipal Council (MPA]),” she
pointed out.

On Nov 11, 2018, the area was hit
by a mudflood that caused a reten-
tion wall at one of the houses to col-
lapse.

A week before the incident, on
Nov 2, a stop-work order was issued
by MPAJ following concerns high-
lighted by nearby residents.

They were alarmed upon discov-
ering the land clearing and earth
filling activities carried out at the
site, especially since a notice board
at the site’s entrance stated that the
project was only for monsoon drain
repairs and slope stabilisation
work.

The 14-day MPAJ notice included
several conditions that had to be
met, including building a silt trap
and managing traffic flow.

However, mudfloods occurred on
Nov 11 - before the end of the
notice - leading residents to specu-
late that the open work site was
responsible.

The contractor then started miti-
gation work to build the silt trap
and upgrade the monsoon drain,
but all other work on the site was
put on hold.

No progress seen
in slope stabilisation

Ukay Heights residents in the dark about status
of project that began two years ago
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fearful that it could trigger a mudflood or other incidents if the worksite is left unattended.

Another resident Tony Goh, 72,
said residents needed closure as the
local authorities had not been
updating the residents.

“We have tried getting informa-
tion from MPAJ and even
approached the Selangor Drainage
and Irrigation Department (DID),
but were given unsatisfactory
responses,” he said.

It is understood that the monsoon
drain that runs between two lots
privately-owned by the developer is
under the purview of the Selangor
DID.

Goh added that if the project was
stalled, the area should be made
good again, either by replanting or
other appropriate measures.

When contacted, MPA]J press rela-
tions officer Norhayati Ahmad said
the stop-work order had been
issued to the developer for failing to
meet the required specifications.

“The contractors had completed
the upgrading of the monsoon

drain, but did not adhere to the
Public Works Institute of Malaysia’s
(Ikram) requirements.

“They will have to remedy this
before the order can be lifted.

“Only then they can continue
with the slope work and this too
must follow Ikram’s specifications,”
she said.

She added that a compound had
also been issued as they had not
undertaken preventative measures
against land erosion by covering the
exposed site with grass or geotex-
tile.

Norhayati said MPA] would con-
tinue to monitor the project as well
as liaise with the Selangor DID to
resolve the matter.

KUALA LUMPUR: Prestariang Bhd will
implement the “Selangor Kerjaya” pro-
gramme to provide skills training and job

The company said state-owned corporation

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2021 state budget must cater to current times, says S'gor MCA

SELANGOR MCA wants the state
government to formulate the 2021
budget based on forecasts of wors-
ening economic conditions next
year.

The Selangor MCA liaison com-
mittee secretary Datuk Leong Kok
Wee said priority should be given
to public health and stimulus
packages for small and medium
enterprises (SME) as well as busi-
nesses in the state.

“There seems to be more money
allocated for sports and football
compared to healthcare based on
the state’s proposed budget for
2021,” said Leong.

He said RM82.8mil of the pro-
posed budget was allocated for
sports and youth while only
RM56.2mil for healthcare.

“A sum of RM34.9mil is allocat-
ed for youth and sports, RM20mil
for football and RM27.9mil has
been allotted for overall sports
development programme. This
totals RM82.8mil for sports.

“There was even a point in the
proposed budget stating there are
plans to ensure that the Selangor
sports contingent excels at the
Malaysian Games (Sukma) in
March 2021.

“We can be almost certain that

2021 state budget must cater to
current times, says S'gor MCA

Sukma may not even take place
anytime early next year.

“We need to focus on details,
better planning and good forecasts
in preparing the budget unlike
what is being presented at the
moment,” said Leong.

Meanwhile MCA master coordi-

nator for government monitoring
committee Dr Wong Kok Fye said
more money was allocated for
management instead of develop-
ment.

“RM1.22bil has been allocated

for the management purposes
(perbelanjaan mengurus) while
RM1.103bil is for the development
purposes.

“We also see a decrease of 2%
under next year’s budget com-
pared to this year for develop-
ment.

“Some RM1.13bil was allocated
for development funds in the 2020
budget compared to RM1.103bil in
Selangor’s Budget 2021,” he said.

The amount budgeted for revi-
talising the economy also sees a
decrease by RM93.15mil com-
pared to this year.

“This year, RM574.2mil was
allocated for revitalisation of
the economy compared to
RM481.05mil under the 2021
budget,” he said.

Selangor MCA Technical Bureau
head Soon Mon Huay said the
budget’s focus must not be centred
around the B40 low-income group
but should include M40 middle-in-
come families as well.

“We forecast that many SMEs
will shut down after Chinese New

Year next year.

“They need help and it is best if
the state government consults
these business groups on ways it
can help.

“We see that there are efforts to
instal 5,000 closed-circuit televi-
sion cameras but the state should
focus on securing the economy
and livelihood of residents.

“We hope there will be efforts to
reduce the fees charged for quick
rent, assessment and business
licences next year,” said Soon.

The trio hoped that the state
government would take into con-
sideration the opposition’s opinion
and feedback.

“We can work together and we
would like our opinion heard too.

“Please consult the business
community and professional bod-
ies on forecast for next year
before tabling the budget.

“It is hard to restart a business
once it closes down. We need to
help them to stay afloat.

“The budget must be peo-
ple-centric and focus on growing
the economy.

“Spend wisely and do not just
focus on addressing the water
pollution in the 2021 budget.

“A lot of money was allocated
to address this in the 2020 budget
but we still had many water
cuts,” said Leong.
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Annual allocation for
non-Islamic places of

worship raised by RM1mil

EXTRA funds will be given to
non-Islamic places of worship
as the Selangor government
increased the annual allocation
from RM6mil to RM7mil in its
Budget 2021.

Selangor Standing Committee
on non-Islamic Affairs co-chair-
man V. Ganabatirau said the
increase of RM1mil was much
welcomed and would help
non-Islamic houses of worship
during these difficult times.

“Most of the places of wor-
ship will get an extra allocation
and this will allow them to
reach out to families in various
neighbourhoods who are
going through trying times
where the sole bread winner
has been retrenched or the fam-
ily is facing other financial
problems.

“We are grateful that Mentri
Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin
Shari approved the increase in

allocation to RM7mil as this will
allow places of worship to reach
more people in need of help,”
he said.

Ganabatirau added that the
allocation would be divided into
three groups — Christians,
Hindus and Sikhs as well as
Buddhist and Chinese temples.

He told reporters outside
the State Legislative Assembly
that Buddhist and Chinese
temples were expected to get
RM3.5mil while RM1.7mil
would be allocated to Hindus
and Sikhs. The Christian com-
munity would receive around
RM600,000.

“The amount to be appor-
tioned will be discussed further.

“The amount is divided based
on the composition of followers
as per figures from the Statistics
Department,” said Ganabatirau,
who is also the state socioeco-
nomic development, social wel-

fare and workers empower-
ment committee chairman.

He added that the allocation
could be used for repairs and
reconstruction of dilapidated
houses of worship and religious
education classes.

Other lawmakers in the
Selangor Standing Committee
on non-Islamic Affairs are state
tourism, environment and
green technology and orang
asal affairs committee chairman
Hee Loy Sian, who oversees
Christians affairs, and state
investment, industry and trade,
small and medium industries,
invest Selangor chairman Datuk
Teng Chang Khim, who manag-
es provisions for Buddhist and
Chinese temples.

Ganabatirau, who handles
Hindu and Sikh affairs, said
places of worship were expect-
ed to receive the allocation next
year.
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Deadline for factories to get legalised now Dec 31
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UNLICENSED factories in
Selangor have been given yet
another extension, this time until
Dec 31, to legalise their opera-
tions.

The state’s initiative to license
factories and regulate their oper-
ations, which kicked off on Oct 1
last year, was supposed to end in
September.

However, the state government
extended the deadline following
the movement control order
implemented in March due to
Covid-19.

“I urge all factory owners to
take this opportunity to legalise
their operations because from
next year, the state government
will not hesitate to take action
against unlicensed factories,” said
Selangor local government, public
transport and new village devel-
opment committee chairman Ng
Sze Han.

He said this during the state
assembly in response to a ques-

tion posed by Adhif Syan
Abdullah (PH-Dengkil).

Adhif Syan asked if proactive
measures had been taken in
ensuring the activities of illegal
factories were halted before they
caused more harm.

Ng explained that there was a
difference between illegal facto-
ries and unlicensed factories and
not to confuse the two.

“Please do not be confused

because it does not mean

that operators are carrying out
illegal operations in unlicensed
factories.

“It just means that the unli-
censed factories are operating on
a temporary licence due to factors
such as land status, zoning and
planning permits that have not
been approved yet.

“Illegal factories, however,
refer to those that can cause

harm to people and the environ-
ment,” he said.

Ng added that the state was
giving unlicensed factories one
last chance to legalise their opera-
tions by the year end.

Based on data collected from
the programme, there are 5,589
unlicensed factories in Selangor
with the highest number located
under the jurisdiction of the Shah
Alam City Council (MBSA) with

2,275 premises.

This is followed by the Klang
Municipal Council (MPK) with
1,339 unlicensed factories.

Out of the 5,589 unlicensed
factories, 869 are located nearby
rivers or the state’s main water
source.

“From the 869 factories, two-
thirds are located downstream
nearby the intake point of water
treatment plants,” he said.
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‘Measures for stable water
supply under study’

LONG-TERM and short-term meas-
ures to ensure stable water supply in
households in Selangor are currently
being studied.

“The state government has identi-
fied a few ponds nearby the
Semenyih water treatment plant
known as Pond A, B and C.

“Water from these ponds can pro-
vide supply for up to four or five days
in the event of a disruption,” said
state infrastructure and public amen-
ities, agriculture and agro-industry
committee chairman Izham Hashim.

He said the state executive council
had approved RM40mil for the pro-
ject to connect pumps and pipes to
the ponds and water treatment
plants.

“It is not an easy project. These
ponds can also help supply water in
the event of a drought,” he said, add-
ing that the state was still carrying
out water testing at other bigger
ponds downstream to see if the water
was suitable for use should there be
an emergency.

He said this in response to a
question from Michelle Ng
(PH-Subang Jaya), who asked if Tasik

Putrajaya would be used as an emer-
gency water source to connect to the
Semenyih water treatment plant in
the event of pollution.

In reply, Izham explained that
the lake was located outside the
Selangor Water Management Board’s
(Luas) jurisdiction and that a propos-
al had been forwarded to the
Federal Government but there was
no reply yet.

“However, there is no urgent need
to use the lake because we can rely
on other ponds near treatment
plants,” he said.

It is estimated that water from the
Putrajaya lake can supply water for
17 days in the event the Semenyih
water treatment plant is shut down.

He said the Semenyih plant had the
capacity to process 695 million litres
of water per day.

Meanwhile, 106 compounds
amounting to RM212,000 were issued
by the Selangor Department of
Environment between January and
September to those responsible for
polluting rivers in Selangor.

Izham said 91 cases were taken to
court with fines totalling RM915,000.
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Father and
son plead
not guilty to
polluting
Sungai Gong

SELAYANG: A father and son have
been charged at the Sessions Court
here with the water contamination
at Sungai Gong in Rawang.

Company directors Chai Kin Siang,
62, and Chai Wern Teik, 31, were
accused of committing mischief by
discharging effluents that disrupted
pipe water supply to 1.2 million peo-
ple near Sungai Gong.

The offence was allegedly com-
mitted at Lot 16273 Jalan Sungai
Bakau, Batu Arang Rawang, between
Oct 17 and 19 this year.

They pleaded not guilty after the
charge was read out to them before
Sessions Court judge Maziah Joary
Mohd Tajuddin here yesterday.

The charge, under Section 430 of
the Penal Code, carries a maximum
of 30 years’ imprisonment or a fine
or both, upon conviction.

The two also faced a second
charge of releasing untreated efflu-
ents into the same river at the same
place and time.

The offence falls under Section
25(1) of the Environmental Quality
Act 1974 read together with Section
34 of the Penal Code.

They face imprisonment of up to
five years or a fine up to RM100,000
or both, if convicted.

On Oct 21, police arrested eight
people to facilitate investigations
into the raw water source contami-
nation in Sungai Selangor.

Initial investigations found that
the odour detected in Sungai Gong,
Rawang, was suspected to have
started from the company which
dealt with repairing and selling con-
struction machinery.

Deputy public prosecutor Muha-
mad Iskandar told the court that the
prosecution did not intend to offer
bail for the accused.

He said similar offences had been
committed since September, causing
water cuts in the Klang Valley with
millions affected.

“This company never learned the
lesson from what had happened.
The people have to face this ‘new
normal’ of water cuts when they
already have to face the new normal
of Covid-19 ... when will this end?

“Only two will be charged in court
today while the rest will be prosecu-
tion witnesses. Imagine the impact if
the accused persons are out on bail
as they know the witnesses and
there is probability of the witnesses
being harassed,” Muhamad said.

He, however, told the court that if
the court allowed bail, the prosecu-
tion would propose a RM2mil bail in
one surety for each of the accused.

Lawyer Muhammad Nor Izzat
Nordin asked the court to grant bail
at RM200,000 in one surety for each
of the accused.

The court fixed bail at RM400,000
in one surety each. The case is set for
mention on Dec 16.
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01 premises
charged over
water pollution
from January
to Sept 30

THE authorities have charged 61
premises for offences related to
water pollution and scheduled
waste management from January
to Sept 30.

Environment and Water Min-
ister Datuk Seri Tuan Ibrahim Tu-
an Man said the premise owners
were fined RM1.49 million each.

He said the Department of En-
vironment (DoE) had conducted
17,445 inspections on various
premises between Jan 1 and Sept
30, under the Environmental
Quality Act 1974.

“A total of 1,159 cases were filed
against 636 premises, which were
found violating laws on water
pollution.

“Out of these, 751 cases ended
with compounds being issued
while 380 notices were issued
and seven premises had their li-
cences suspended,” Tuan
Ibrahim said.

He was responding to ques-
tions raised by 15 members of
parliament from both sides of the
political divide on the ministry’s
plans to address unscheduled

Sungai Gong in Rawang which was polluted on Oct 20 rit

water cuts and companies which
caused river pollution.

The questions were raised in
the Dewan Rakyat here following
public outcry over water disrup-
tions in the last two months
caused by river pollution.

The Kubang Kerian MP said the
ministry also received 7,872 com-
plaints on pollution.

He said from the total, 1,280
were premises regulated under
the environment pollution pro-
visions, while 7,398 complaints
were about premises that pro-
duced scheduled waste, which
falls under the Environmental
Quality (Scheduled Wastes) Reg-
ulations 2005.

Tuan Ibrahim said the National
Water Services Commission had
conducted 560 investigations
and 17 site investigations be-
tween January and Sept 17 on po-
tential pollution cases that had
caused water disruptions.

“There were 24 investigation
papers opened under Sections
60, 61 and 121 of the Water Ser-
vices Industry Act 2006,” he said,
adding that the DoE had taken
action based on the Environmen-
tal Quality Act 1974 against 7,402
premises.

He said action had also been
taken against 636 companies

The accused, whe are directors of a com-
pany repairing and selling construction
machinery, were charged under Section
430 of the Penal Code. They face a max-
imum of 30 years’ imprisonment or a fine
or both upon conviction.

The offence was allegedly committed
at Lot 16273 Jalan Sungai Bakau, Batu
Arang Rawang between Oct 17 and 19 this
year.

Both of them were also slapped with one
charge of releasing untreated effluents in-
to the same river at the same place and
time.

Deputy public prosecutor Muhamad
Iskandar Ahmad urged the judge not to
allow bail for the accused after arguing

that the court should consider the fre-
quent incidents of water pollution since
September which had inconvenienced al-
most six million people.

“However, if bail is allowed, I propose
RM2 million with one surety for each of the
accused,” he said.

Counsel Nor Muhammad Izzat Nordin
who represented both of the accused
pleaded for RM200,000 bail with one sure-
ty.

“Both of them are sole breadwinners in
their families,” he said.

The court then set RM400,000 bail for
each of the accused and fixed Dec 16 for
mention.

The duo were arrested on Oct 21 near
Rawang after initial investigations found
that the pollution detected in Sungai Gong
was suspected to have started from the
company.

It was reported that an abnormal odour
was detected at the raw water source in
Sungai Selangor at 12.38am on Oct 19,
causing operations at the Rantau Panjang
Water Treatment Plant to be stopped.

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Clinical waste rises 20% amid Covid-19

CLINICAL waste has increased by
20% since Covid-19 hit the country,
said Environment and Water
(KASA) Minister Datuk Seri Tuan
Ibrahim Tuan Man.

Clinical waste is classified as
scheduled waste which requires
special handling and disposal
procedures as stipulated under
the Environment Quality Act 1974
[Act 127] (EQA 1974) .

Tuan Ibrahim said all of the
waste from health facilities such as
personal protective equipment
(PPE) used in handling Covid-19

patients are categorised under
clinical waste.

“The PPE will be collected and
disposed off at clinical waste dis-
posal facilities that have pollution
control technology,” he said
responding to a question from
Datuk Ahmad Jazlan Yaakub
(Machang-BN) who wanted to
know if KASA has plans to estab-
lish special plants for clinical waste
in each state.

Tuan [brahim said clinical waste
must be disposed of at premises
that have obtained licence from the

environment department.

He also said single-use plastic
used by the public at wet mar-
kets, factories, offices and other
places for protection purposes
are categorised under domestic
waste and their disposal are
managed by the local authorities
under the Ministry of Housing
and Local Government.

Meanwhile, responding to a
question from Saifuddin Nasu-
tion (Kulim Bandar Baru-PH)
who asked if the government
would compensate consumers

who were affected by the water
cuts due to river pollution, Tuan
Ibrahim said the ministry only
has plans to increase the penalty
for offenders.

He said the ministry is proposing
for the current fine of RM100,000 to
be increased to RM10 million, while
the jail time of one year to be
increased to 15 years.

The minister also said the
government is planning to increase
treated water capacity to ensure
consumers have sufficient water
supply if there are disruptions

to the water source.

“We will increase the treated
water capacity so that if there is
pollution at the water source, we
have a reserve margin that can
contain water sufficient for three
days,” he said in the Dewan Rakyat
yesterday.

The authorities will take stern

LOCAL authorities in Selangor
have identified a total of 5,589
unauthorised factories operating
‘in nine districts in the state.

Public Transport and Selangor
New Village Development execu-
tive councillor Ng Sze Han said of
the total, 869 factories are located
near the river which is also the
main source of water in the state.

He said the highest number is
recorded by the Shah Alam City
Council (546), followed by 155 in
Kajang Municipal Council,
Selayang Municipal Council (75)
and Kuala Langat Municipal
Council (27).

A total of 23 unauthorised fac-
tories were reported by Subang
Jaya City Council, while Klang
Municipal Council recorded 20.

Other districts are Kuala Selan-

Most of the factories are located downstream or behind the plant inlet, says Ng

gor District Council (14), Hulu
Selangor District Council (7) and
Sepang Municipal Council (2).

“Most of the factories are located
downstream or behind the plant
inlet,” Ng told the Selangor State
Assembly yesterday.

Ng was responding to a query by
Adhif Syan Abdullah (Bersatu-
Dengkil) on the proactive action
taken by the state government in
eradicating illegal factories.

Ng said there is confusion over
the status of such a factory — which

is always considered as an illegal
outlet. -

He said “unauthorised factories”,
as explained, are factories with a
temporary business licence.

“Factory without permission is
not a factory carrying out illegal
activities, but a factory that has a
temporary business licence and has
not met the technical requirements
such as land status, zoning or plan-
ning permission.

“In contrast, illegal factories are
facilities that do not have tempo-
rary business licences and run
enterprises that could cause distur-
bance, pollution and harm to
humans and the environment.

“The state government is of the
view that this unauthorised fac-
tory without permission should
be given a chance to be legalised,”
he said. '

Ng said that in October last year,
the state had decided to come out
with a programme to legalise unau-
thorised factories in the state. He
said the government had also earlier
set the deadline for this programme
to end by September this year.

However, due to the Movement
Control Order, the state has decided
to extend this to the end of the year.

Ng said this will be the final
legalisation programme by the
state for the unauthorised factories.

The authorities will take stern
actions to unauthorised factories
that are still running their busi-
nesses next year.

Previously, Ng said unlicensed
factories that posed a high risk of
causing pollution, due to the nature
of their business, must be moved.

The effort is pertinent following
the series of river pollution this
year, which had caused water treat-
ment plants (WTPs) in Selangor to
cease operations, affecting water
supply to millions of households
in the state.

Ng said two-thirds of the total
869 factories are located down-
stream, after the WTP locations.

Prior to this, the Department of
Environment said the authorities
were not able to audit any unreg-
istered and unlicensed factories, ,
making the tracing of pollution
tricky.
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No urgent need to use Putrajaya Lake during water cuts

THERE is no urgent need for the
Selangor government to source its
water from the Putrajaya Lake dur-
ing emergency, said State Infra-
structure and Public Facilities,
Agricultural Modernisation and
Agro-based Industry Committee
chairman Ir Izham Hashim.

Izham said despite recurring
water disruptions, water treatment
plants (WTPs) in Selangor can han-
dle any shortage of water supply to
the state, Putrajaya and Kuala
Lumpur (KL).

“Based on our studies, the
Semenyih WTP can operate to its
maximum level if we source raw
water from Pond C near the treat-
ment plant when pollution occurs
in Sungai Semenyih.

“However, if we can get water
resources from Putrajaya Lake, it
would be a bonus. As of now, we
are still waiting for this approval,”
he said at the Selangor State
Assembly yesterday.

Izham was responding to
Michelle Ng (Pakatan Harapan-
Subang Jaya) who wanted to know
whether the Putrajaya Lake could
be a source of emergency water
when there is pollution in the
Sungai Semenyih intake.

Izham said the proposed use of

Despite recurring water disruptions, WTPs in Selangor can handle any shortage of water supply to the state, Putrajaya and KL,

water from the lake in the event of
an emergency is outside the juris-
diction of the Selangor Water
Management Authority.

“However, Pengurusan Air Se-
langor Sdn Bhd, which manages
the treated water supply for Selan-
gor, Putrajaya and KL has made an
application to the ministry to use
water from the lake.

“The application includes a

grant for the implementation of
sewerage and pumping projects
from the Putrajaya Lake to the
Semenyih WTP,” Izham said.

He said based on the latest calcu-
lation, Putrajaya Lake can source
water supply to Semenyih WTP for
up to 17 days during an emergency.

However, Izham said Air Selan-
gor has yet to receive feedback on
the application.

Last month, Mentri Besar Datuk
Seri Amirudin Shari said the state
administration is looking for a
long-term solution with the Envi-
ronment and Water Ministry to
mitigate water cuts in Selangor.

Unscheduled water disrup-
tion has been recurring in the
past months mainly due to pol-
lution at the upstream level of
Sungai Selangor, causing opera-

tions at the WTP to cease.

To improve resilience on pollu-
tion issues, Air Selangor had
earlier developed and upgraded
several ponds near the river and
WTP as alternative resources.

They will also be used during
the dry season when there is not
enough water intake at the plants.

Izham said the state is looking
to build and upgrade more
ponds as part of the government’s
medium-term solution to curb
unscheduled water disruption
due to pollution.

In his Budget 2021 speech last
week, Amirudin announced that
the state government has allocated
RM200 million solely to solve
water pollution issues.

Among others, Amirudin said
the government will implement
raw water pumping project from
Hybrid Off River Augmentation
System reservoir in Sungai Selan-
gor and Sungai Semenyih to ensure
that Phases 1, 2, and 3 of the WTP,
Rantau Panjang WTP and Semenyih
WTP will not stop operations when
water pollution occurs.

He said these four projects
will commence this year and are
expected to complete within 18
months. — by AFIQ AZIZ
