21 Malaysian and overseas tribes take part
in two-day festival at Shah Alam park

THE recent Selangor
International Indigenous Arts
Festival 2016 saw a large group
of tourists, Malaysian and indige-
nous activists streaming to the
Shah Alam National Botanical
Gardens over the two days it was
held.

Organised for the second time
after its successful inaugural run
last year, the cultural festival
was packed with different exhi-
bitions, booths, dance perfor-
mances and a new indigenous,
traditional house.

This year saw the participation
of 21 indigenous groups com-
pared with 10 in 2015. They
included eight overseas groups.

Selangor Menteri Besar Datuk
Seri Mohamed Azmin Ali
launched the event with a simple
torch-lighting ceremony, to the
traditional tunes played by orang
asli musicians.

After erecting a traditional
Temuan house last year, this
year saw a Mah Meri house
opened to show how the smaller

of Selangor’s two orang asli
tribes lived.
An open space between the

two houses was devoted to show-
casing the traditional traps used
by the Mah Meri people to hunt
for animals. .

Nearby, a temporary shed was
husy with organisers and partici-
pants cooking up various dishes
from orang asli, Sabahan and
Sarawakian cuisine to put on dis-
play for visitors to try out.

These ranged from bam-
boo-cooked chicken and fish, tap-
ioca and wild vegetables,
steamed pulut cakes and fer-
raented tapai, and raw fish dish

These groups were also partic-
ipants of the World Indigenous
People’s Day celebrations, and
had joined the arts festival to
showcase their culture to the
Malaysian public.

“It’s my first time in Malaysia,
but it’s really nice to see other
people’s culture and how
Malaysia’s indigenous groups are
trying to preserve their culture,”
said Naga youth Kim Chishi.

She added that meeting other
indigenous groups also showed
that everyone faced similar
issues, such as preserving their
culture and land in the face of
modernisation and development.

During the opening event,
Azmin handed out awards of
recognition to nine indigenous
activists, who had been nominat-
ed through the indigenous rights
advocacy group Jaringan Orang
Asal SeMalaysia (Joas).

> Two«hour raid was led by
Putrajaya Immigration dept

SUBANG JAYA: A total of 72 foreigners
were detained during a two-hour operation
led by the Putrajaya Immigration
Department at the Suria Kinrara
Apartments in Puchong near here at 1.30am
yesterday.

Department director-general Datuk Seri
Mustafar Ali, when met after the operation,
said those detained during the raid which
began at 11pm included 53 men and 19
women from a total 153 people who were
inspected.

He said 19 of those detained were from
Nigeria and 16 from India, while the rest
were from other countries. They did not
possess valid travel documents or had
committed other offences under the
Immigration Act.

“The operation was conducted
following surveillance for three days and
public tip-offs,” he said.

He added investigations would be

conducted under the Anti-Trafficking Act
and the Anti-Trafficking in Persons and
Anti-Smuggling of Migrants Act.

“We will also investigate them under the
Passport Act 1966 and other immigration-
related regulations,” added Mustafar.

A total of 259 personnel from the Subang
Jaya Municipal Council, National
Registration Department, Rela and
Department of Civil Defence took part in
the operation.

Since taking over the post of director-
general, Mustafar has participated in
numerous raids and operations conducted
by the department.

“Such operations are to prevent illegal
immigrants, or those without valid
documents engaging in immoral
activities.”

“We will continue to conduct such
operations.
