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NGOs say no to reopening of battery factory

Serdang: Sepuluh lot niaga di
dalam Pasar Borong Selangor di
sini, yang dipercayai dikendali-
kan warga asing, dikesan diting-
galkan tanpa penjaga selepas me-
nyedari kehadiran pihak berkua-
sa, semalam.

Mereka yang mengendalikan
perniagaan menjual sayuran,
ikan dan daging dipercayai me-
larikan diri sebaik menyedari pa-
sar borong berkenaan diperiksa
sepasukan anggota dari Ibu Pe-
jabat Polis Daerah (IPD) Serdang
bersama penguat kuasa Majlis
Bandaraya Subang Jaya (MBSJ).

Ketua Polis Daerah Serdang,
Asisten Komisioner Razali Abu
Samah, berkata pemeriksaan po-
lis semalam dilakukan susulan
aduan orang awam mengenai ke-
banjiran warga asing di pasar
borong itu.

“Sejak akhbar BH melaporkan
kegiatan perniagaan didalangi
warga asing di Pasar Borong Se-
langor baru-baru ini, kita banyak
mendapat aduan daripada ma-
syarakat setempat mengenai per-
kara ini.

“Justeru Kita buat pemeriksaan
hari ini (semalam) untuk meman-
tau keadaan itu, selain menja-
lankan operasi pemantauan pe-
matuhan prosedur operasi stan-
dard (SOP) Perintah Kawalan Per-
gerakan (PKP) di pasar borong
ini,” katanya di sini, semalam.

Menerusi operasi bermula jam
2.30 petang, polis menahan enam
lelaki warga Myanmar berusia
antara 32 tahun hingga 47 tahun
yang didapati tidak mempunyai
dokumen perjalanan sah, dengan
tiga daripadanya bekerja di pasar

borong itu.

Selain itu, polis turut menyita
sebuah kereta dan tiga motosikal
milik warga asing yang diperiksa
oleh pasukan trafik dalam ope-
rasi berkenaan.

Satu saman turut dikeluarkan
oleh MBSJ terhadap seorang pe-
niaga wanita berusia 26 tahun
kerana berniaga tanpa lesen.

“Kebanyakan peniaga tempa-
tan yang ditemui hari ini (se-
malam) mendakwa banyak lot
niaga di sini dikendalikan warga
asing yang menyewa lesen da-
ripada pemilik tempatan.

“Kita dapati ada lot-lot niaga
yang ditinggalkan tanpa penjaga.
Kita percaya warga asing yang
mengendalikan perniagaan atau
bekerja di situ melarikan diri se-
baik mengetahui kehadiran polis.

“Kita akan memantau keadaan
itu dan akan bekerjasama dengan
agensi lain seperti MBSJ, Jaba-
tan Imigresen dan Kementerian
Perdagangan Dalam Negeri Dan
Hal Ehwal Pengguna (KPD-
NHEP) bagi menangani perkara
berkenaan,” katanya.

Razali berkata, pihaknya akan
terus mengadakan pemantauan

secara berkala, selain mengada-
kan operasi khas secara berse-
padu dengan agensi penguatkua-
saan lain bagi menangani isu ke-
banjiran warga asing di pasar

borong itu dalam masa terdekat.

Mengulas lanjut mengenai pe-
meriksaan dan operasi pematu-
han SOP PKP, Razali berkata, se-

Seramai 66 anggota dan 16 pe-
gawai polis dari IPD Serdang ber-
sama 19 anggota dan tiga pegawai
penguat kuasa MBSJ terbabit da-
lam operasi itu yang berakhir
pada jam 3.45 petang.

Enam lelaki warga asing yang
ditahan dibawa ke Balai Polis
Serdang untuk pemeriksaan lan-
jut sebelum diserahkan kepada
Jabatan Imigresen.

Sementara itu, Penolong Pe-
ngurus Kanan Pasar Borong Se-
langor, Mazlan Sahran, berkata
isu kebanjiran warga asing di Pa-
sar Borong Selangor semakin se-
rius sejak Kkerajaan melaksana-
kan PKP pada Mac tahun lalu dan
operasi pemutihan di Pasar Bo-
rong Kuala Lumpur di Selayang.

“Lot-lot niaga yang ditinggal-
kan susulan pemeriksaan polis
hari ini (semalam) dikendalikan
warga asing terdiri daripada war-
ga Myanmar, Acheh dan Bang-
ladesh. Mereka pada asalnya di-
gajikan penyewa sedia ada seba-
gai pekerja sebelum mereka ambil
alih perniagaan itu,” katanya.

Beliau mengulas luahan du-
kacita Sultan Selangor, Sultan
Sharafuddin Idris Shah dan
Tengku Permaisuri Selangor,
Tengku Permaisuri Norashikin
mengenai kes pengabaian kuc-
ing ketika ini.

Istana Alam Shah dalam
hantaran melalui laman sosial
rasmi Facebook Selangor Royal
Office semalam menyatakan,
baginda berdua juga terkilan
ada yang berlaku kejam ke atas
haiwan itu.

Menjelas lanjut, Khalid
berkata, beliau sendiri su-
dah bercakap dengan Tengku
Permaisuri Norashikin untuk
dilancarkan kempen kembiri
bagi menangani isu lambakan
kucing jalanan.

“Baginda setuju secara
peribadi  berhasrat mahu
pihak berkuasa tempatan
(PBT) di Selangor contohi cara
Turki yang tangkap dan dikasi
sebelum dilepaskan balik di
taman,” katanya.

Khalid menambabh, isu pen-
ingkatan kucing terbiar ber-
laku apabila ramai tidak dapat
membela setelah hilang kerja
atau dipotong gaji susulan
pelaksanaan Perintah Kawa-
lan Pergerakan.

Mereka juga katanya, ter-
paksa berbuat demikian kerana
tidak mampu membayar caj
pemandulan agak tinggi dan
terpaksa membuang di jalanan
kerana bimbang kucing itu kelak
akan membiak banyak anak.

KLANG - Seorang suami yang
sebelum ini tular selepas mahu
menjual kereta Proton Persona
miliknya bagi membiayai pembe-
dahan isterinya memohon orang
ramai agar mendoakan kesihatan
wanita itu yang kini menderita
penyakit kanser payu dara.
Menurut Mohd. Faizal Wahid,
40, yang juga Presiden Kelab Pe-
nyokong Anak Selangor (ASFC),
dia melahirkan rasa terharu
apabila kesusahannya menda-
pat perhatian ramai pihak ter-
masuk daripada Raja Muda Se-
langor, Tengku Amir Shah Sultan
Sharafuddin dan Menteri di
Jabatan Perdana Menteri (Hal
Ehwal Agama) Datuk Seri Dr.
Zulkifli Mohamad Al-Bakri.
Katanya, sebelum ini dia me-
mang merancang menjual kereta

kesayangannya itu bagi mem-
biayai kos pembedahan Siti
Hawa Alias, 39, yang dijadualkan
berlangsung hari ini.

Bagaimanapun, rancangan itu
terpaksa dilupakan apabila dia
menerima sumbangan terkum-
pul sebanyak RM22,000.

“Alhamdulillah, wang bagi kos
pembedahan telah mencukupi
dan saya menzahirkan penghar-
gaan kepada semua pihaknya
yang sudi menghulurkan sum-
bangan.

“Saya memohon orang ramai
mendoakan Siti Hawa agar kem-
bali sembuh,” katanya ketika di-
hubungi Kosmo! di sini semalam.

“Saya ‘terduduk’ mendengar
nilai kos itu dan memohon me-
nangguhkan sesi pembedahan
bagi mengumpul wang termasuk
dengan menjual kereta Proton
Persona milik saya itu,” jelasnya.

Mengulas mengenai kedata-
ngan Zulkifli kelmarin, Mohd.
Faizal memberitahu dia telah
dinasihatkan agar tidak menjual
kereta tersebut demi kegunaan
harian selain menerima sumba-
ngan peribadi bagi menanggung
kos pembedahan berkenaan.

Malah, senario ini menye-
babkan penduduk yang ditemui
Sinar Harian enggan mende-
dahkan identiti mereka kerana
bimbang nyawa diancam.

alir secara terus ke dalam kawasan
kampus dengan membawa lumpur
dan kekotoran.

“Disebabkan aktiviti projek ber-
kenaan, UIAM menjadi mangsa dan
terpaksa menanggung kesan dan aki-
batnya.

“Aliran sungai kini dipenuhi de-
ngan lumpur dan akan menjadi ber-
tambah teruk apabila berlaku hujan
lebat sehingga boleh mengundang
kejadian banjir kilat,” menurut ke-
nyataan itu.

Katanya, sebagai langkah pemu-
lihan dan proaktif, UIAM telah ber-
tindak melantik kontraktor untuk
membersihkan dan mengawal pen-
cemaran sungai daripada terus ber-
laku di dalam kampus.

Justeru, beliau berharap kerajaan
dapat memantau pembangunan de-
ngan memastikan ia selari dengan
konsep pembangunan mapan.

katanya kepada Sinar Ha-
rian di sini.

“Di DUN Sungai Tua, kita tambah
ikan dan sayuran. Seramai 1,000 ke-
luarga menerima sumbangan bakul
makanan yang akan diagihkan oleh
ketua komuniti,” katanya ketika me-
ninjau pusat agihan bakul makanan di
padang awam Batu Caves di sini pada
Ahad.

Beliau yang juga Ahli Dewan Un-

KLANG Municipal Council (MPK)
has closed its headquarters in Jalan
Perbandaran and its branch office
in Jalan Tengku Kelana until Feb 4.

MPK Corporate Communications
Department director Norfiza
Mahfiz said the offices were closed
in accordance with the movement
control order and based on risk
assessment as daily Covid-19 cases
were still on the rise.

“Our council staff have been told
to work from home,” she said.

It is learnt that 75% of MPK’s
1,600 full-time and contract staff
are working from home.

“Employees who work from
home are considered to be on
standby and are not allowed to
travel to neighbouring districts,”
said Norfiza.

She said that crucial council
departments would continue oper-
ations but with a skeletal crew.

“The staff in the office are from
our Enforcement, Health and
Environment, Licensing and
Hawkers, Finance, Environmental
Services, Information Technology,
Human Resources, Engineering
and Corporate Communications
departments as well as the wet
market unit to respond to enquir-
ies,” she elaborated.

She advised ratepayers to use the
ATM or MPK’s online services to
pay assessment bills.

Others can call the council’s hot-
line at 1-800-88-23826 between
8am and 5pm.

“We will remain operational

with a small number of employees.

“There will be strict precaution-
ary measures taken for the safety
of ratepayers and employees,” said
Norfiza.

“The 24-hour operations room
will be open for emergency pur-
poses such as natural disasters or
repairs to damaged infrastructure.”

She said that all MPK-owned
public facilities such as halls, sports
venues, kiosks, swimming pool and
public toilets would be closed until
further advice from the Selangor
Health Department.

“Gatherings at recreational parks
and publie gardens in neighbour-
hoods for various types of activi-
ties, including sports, religious,
social, cultural and business, are
not allowed.

Ratepayers
are advised to
use the ATM
or MPK's
online
services to
pay their
assessment
bills.

“We have cancelled all bookings
for such activities with immediate
effect,” she said.

She further said that open-air
markets — morning, night and
farmers’ — had been ordered to
close as well.

“Eateries in the municipality
have been reminded to adhere to
the restriction order.

“Standard operating procedures
still apply, where dine-in is not
allowed, while takeaway, delivery
and drive-through are permitted
until 10pm,” she added.

Norfiza warned traders that
MPK health inspectors and
enforcement officers would con-
duct spot checks.

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NGOs say no to reopening
of battery factory

NON-GOVERNMENTAL organisa-
tions in Selangor have called on
the authorities to intervene in the
reopening of a battery factory in
Kampung Jenjarom, Kuala Langat
in Selangor.

Sahabat Alam Malaysia (SAM)
honorary secretary Mageswari
Sangaralingam said an objection
letter had been sent to Mentri
Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin Shari.

The letter urges the state govern-

ment not to compromise on the
issue and to give serious consider-
ation to the complaints of
Kampung Jenjarom residents.

“This matter needs to be
reviewed thoroughly as the activi-
ty planned here is almost identical
to that complained about in 2019,”
it said, adding that battery facto-
ries were categorised as heavy
industry.

The factory, said SAM, caused
villagers’ concerns of environmen-
tal pollution in the area.

A StarMetro report on Jan 5
about the factory’s plan attracted
the attention of Environment and
Water Minister Datuk Seri Tuan
Ibrahim Tuan Man, who visited
the village on Jan 7.

He said the factory had not yet
obtained approval to reopen, add-
ing that it was subject to a thor-
ough review by the Environment

| Department after it received a for-

mal application.

I hope the Perak Department of
Veterinary Services charges the
person and we pray the court sen-
tence will be severe so that it will
deter others from committing such
a heinous crime against helpless
and voiceless animals.

We are grateful to our Ruler for

speaking out and highlighting the
issue of strays.

We want the agencies involved,
especially local councils, to allocate
funding for neutering cats and
dogs as this is the only way to
reduce the stray population. To
collect enough revenue for this
purpose, the local councils only
need to impose heavy fines on
owners who do not obtain dog
licences. Do house-to-house checks
for this - it's better than spending
hours trying to catch strays.

Some councils even pay dog

catchers cash rewards. In the long
run, councils can save money on

PETALING JAYA: While residents are
up in arms over a Shah Alam City
Council (MBSA) banner discouraging
people from feeding wildlife and
strays, environmental experts agree
with the move.

Some residents called MBSA’s
decision irrational. Soon after, the
council released a statement on its
official Facebook page stating that the
banner was merely to educate the
public to refrain from feeding strays
as this had inadvertently increased
the stray population in the area.

“MBSA has received a total of
1,840 complaints regarding stray dogs
in 2020. These complaints were of
strays causing disturbance to the
public, and if this is not curbed, there
will be a further increase in the
number of stray dogs,” MBSA said.

council could be due to several
reasons, including health concerns,
safety and wildlife loss.

“Close contact with wild animals
or strays multiplies the likelihood of
human-wild animal disease
transmissions, either through food or
direct contact.

“Being ‘nice’ to animals in the
wrong way could increase
human-wildlife conflicts. Animals
become less fearful of humans and
thus more aggressive, leading to
property damage, road and airport
accidents, human injuries, and even
fatalities,” he told theSun. EcoKnights
is a non-governmental organisation
that promotes sustainable living.

Amlir added the habit of feeding
strays and wildlife could also lead to
wildlife loss.

“Animals,

even many

humans.

“Food for humans can be
detrimental or even fatal for them,”
he said.

He noted that to a certain extent,
this habit could also cause an
imbalance in the ecosystem.

“When an  animal dies
unnecessarily, especially at a critical
stage of its life, such as at its infancy
or breeding stage, this loss will
definitely disrupt not only the
balance of local species population,
but the entire ecosystem which also
includes humans. A diseased wild
animal could easily spread its
sickness to others resulting in a
disastrous ecological imbalance,” he
said.

Malaysian ~ National  Animal
Welfare Foundation secretary Shrilan
Sivagurunathan said there is no

thought. However, whatever we do
has to be done responsibly.

“It should be understood that
when we feed these animals, we are
creating a safe haven for them
without understanding animal
behaviour as a whole,” Shrilan said,
adding that there is no right stand to
the issue as the local council’s job is to
look into the safety of the community
too.

“All animals deserve the right to
shelter, food, water and care.
However, some of the concerns the
council may have is the spread of
diseases that these strays may carry,
or unnecessary animal attacks where
children are victims. We can't call this
move irrational as well since it is the
local council which is dealing with
the issue of overpopulation of strays
to maintain the safety of the people”
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Light at the end of
the political tunnel

N an earlier take I had

proposed a national

unity government as

an interim political
solution to the crisis that
Malaysia is currently
facing.

I was optimistic that a <
majority of our public - if
polled on the subject - would
be in favour of a unity government
and the political stability which it
can bring.

The reality is that further political
infighting continuing into the next
general election will provide fertile
ground for the spiralling of the
country’s politics, economy and
society into a disaster zone.

I had also noted that the
challenge to put together a national
unity government will require a level
of statesmanship missing in the past
but that this is not beyond our
leaders if they have the nation’s
interest at heart.

We can learn from other
countries with unity governments on
how to transit into and benefit from
this temporary political solution as
well as rely on the guidance from our
own constitutional experts and
stakeholders on the considerations
that are necessary to ensure
legitimacy and effectiveness.

To date, despite their incessant
and intense politicking, no one
among our topmost political leaders
has rejected outright the possibility
of establishing an inclusive and
crisis-management-focused unity
government.

They should be encouraged to
put aside their individual quest for
power and to redouble the efforts to
cut through the Gordian knot of
partisan politics.

However, an interim unity
government can only provide a
temporary solution to the crisis of
our national politics dominated
since Merdeka by the rise of ethno-
religious politics and communal
political parties.

Rising above racial and religious
politics

The most divisive and toxic factors in
our political and national

development are deeply
entrenched in the
communal structure of
our political parties and
the communal ideologies
that the parties are
beholden to.

It is this ultimately fatal
flaw in the political system
which needs to be addressed if
the country’s communities are not to
be splintered even more badly than

today.

I had earlier written:

(Our  leaders) should be
encouraged  in  this  (unity

government) endeavour and be
reminded of the inspirational quote
that “opportunity lies in every crisis” If
they succeed in doing so, they will also
have the opportunity to bring about a
reboot of a decaying political system
which has been shackled by the rise of
ethno-religious politics. That reboot
may very well also usher in a period
of better governance, accountability
and transparency to bolster national
resilience.

Can the current political crisis
provide the opportunity to reboot
our political system?

Ronnie Liu Tian Khiew of the
DAP has suggested the following
option for his party’s future
development:

There’s one sure way of removing
such (racial political) ammunition
from racists ... But it calls for huge
sacrifices on the part of party
founders and leaders of DAP and
other PH components.

I'mean, we could dissolve all three
parties at one go ie DAP, Amanah
and PKR to dissolve and form a single
multiracial party, with a pluralistic
and all-Malaysian outlook.

That way, all historical baggages
and negative images and perceptions
will come to an end overnight. All
gone in the wind as the new single
party will have a new name and a
new logo. No more Rocket, Blue Eye
and Triangle.

But of course, this can only
happen with the approvals of all
party leaders and members. And it
certainly calls for huge sacrifices of the
Jfounders and leaders of these parties
in order to make it happen.

It sounds like it's very difficult or
almost impossible to execute. But
nothing is impossible in politics.
Right?

Is it still too early for non-
communal political parties

Other early political leaders, notably
Datuk Panglima Abdul Wahab and
Datuk Onn Jaafar, have tried to set up
non-communal political parties and
advocated for non-communal
politics as the right way forward for
the country. Abdul Wahab even
introduced a motion in the Perak
State Legislative Assembly to ban
communal political parties from
participating in municipal and town
council elections in the state. (my
article A Giant of Political Integrity,
March 1, 2020 refers).

They and others failed. Perhaps
they were too far ahead of their time
in advocating for the establishment
of non-communal political parties.

Naysayers and pessimists today
will point to a myriad of reasons why
the present dominance of
communal parties in Malaysia will
continue for the medium and even
long term.

However, the counter to this
narrative has already taken root and
can only grow.

From East Malaysia, Datuk Seri
Shafie Apdal'’s call - “We Are Here To
Build A Nation, Not A Particular Race
Or Religion” - has resonated and
fired the imagination of the younger
generation of Malaysians looking for
anew beginning.

Old and new social movements
such as Aliran, Gabungan Bertindak
Malaysia and Malaysian Action for
Justice and Unity are rejecting
conventional race-based politics to
change the country’s social and
political landscape.

It is not only the dreamers and
idealists in our society who are
cognisant that now is the time to
push for non-communal political
parties and non-communal politics
before it is too late.

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Covid-19: Malaysia records
highest number of recoveries

Recoveries resulted in the number of
active cases dropping to 41,677,
while 9 more clusters detected,
including 8 linked to workplaces

A TOTAL of 4,427 Covid-19 recoveries were
recorded yesterday, making it the highest
number of recoveries so far. :

Health DG Tan Sri Dr Noor Hisham
Abdullah, however, said the number of new
Covid-19 patients remained equally high at
four digits with 3,346 positive cases.

He said the recoveries resulted in the num-
ber of active cases dropping to 41,677 com-
pared to 42,769 on Saturday, while nine more
clusters were detected yesterday, including
eight linked to workplaces.

“Selangor reported the highest number
of daily cases with 950, followed by Sabah
(431 cases), Kuala Lumpur (390), Johor (378),
Sarawak (255), Terengganu (179), Negri Sem-
bilan (160) and Melaka (152).

“Penang, meanwhile, had 90 cases, Kedah
(85), Kelantan (77); Pahang (63); Labuan (49);
Perak (46); Putrajaya (38) and Perlis (three),”
he said in a statement on Covid-19 develop-
ment yesterday.

From the new cases, there were only
seven imported cases, while the rest were
locally transmitted (3,339 cases). Some
2,602 (77.9%) were locals, while 737 (22.1%)
were foreigners.

The new recovered cases have brought
the total number of Covid-19 recoveries to
141,446.

Dr Noor Hisham said a total of 242 cases
were also related to clusters in prisons, lock-
ups and detention depots.

These clusters include the Jalan Harapan
Prison Cluster (138 cases), Sungai Jelok
Prison Cluster (22), Tembok Mempaga
Cluster (nine), Tembok Taiping Cluster
(six), Tembok Renggam (three), Seberang
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Perai Prison Cluster (three), Tembok Kemus
Cluster (three) and Tembok Sungai Udang
Cluster (one).

Meanwhile, there were only 431 new cases
(12.9%) in Sabah, while 390 cases (12.9%) were
found in Kuala Lumpur.

There have been 11 deaths recorded yester-
day, bringing in the total number of fatalities
to 678.
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“Today’s deaths involve three cases from
Sarawak, two cases each from Sabah, Tereng-
ganu and Johor, while one each from Melaka
and Selangor,” said the DG yesterday.

The 10 fatalities involved Malaysians,
while only one was a foreigner.

Currently, there are 41,677 active Covid- 19
cases where 265 cases are under the intensive
care unit, while 102 are on ventilators.
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
