Yang Dipertua Majlis Perwa-
kilan Pelajar UiTM, Muhamamd
Nursyahmi Shaare, berkata keti-
ka ini terdapat lebih 500 pelajar
di dalam kampus yang rata-ra-
tanya tidak dapat pulang selepas
UiTM melarang pergerakan ke-
lnar masuk sejak kelmarin.

“Pelajar di dalam kampus ti-
dak boleh keluar dari kawasan
UiTM, sama ada untuk pulang
ke kampung atau tujuan lain.
Orang luar juga tidak diben-
arkan masuk, termasuk juga
pelajar yang sudah keluar dari
kawasan kampus.

“Segala keperluan mereka
seperti makanan dan minuman
disediakan sepenuhnya oleh
UiTM.

Dalam perkembangan berkai-
tan, Pengetua Pusat Khidmat
Pelajar UiTM Shah Alam, His-
yam Che Mat, berkata pihaknya
menyvediakan makanan untuk
kira-kira 500 pelajar yang men-
daftar dengan unit itu, namun
jumlah sebenar yang tidak pu-
lang ke kampung lebih tinggi
daripada itu atau sekurang-ku-
rangnya 1,000 orang.

China telah meluluskan percubaan
klinikal terhadap vaksin pertama diba-
ngunkan sekumpulan tentera saintis
daripada China’s Academy of Military
Medical Sciences berpangkalan di Wu-
han Institute of Virology diketuai Mejar
Jeneral, Chen Wei bagi memerangi ko-
ronavirus baharu. Di Rusia, saintis [Inaz
Imatdinov daripada Vector Institute
Siberia Rusia, yang berjaya mencipta
antivirus Ebola, telah memulakan peng-
ujian vaksin pertama Covid-19 yang
dijangka siap Jun tahun ini.

Syarikat Jepun, Takeda Pharmaceu-
tical berpangkalan di Zurich, Switzer-
land diketuai Julie Kim pula sedang

membangunkan sistem proses terapi
diperoleh daripada teknologi plasma
terhadap Covid-19 yang kini sedang
berkembang dan berpotensi untuk
menjadi antara rawatan pertama dilu-
luskan sebagai patogen pembunuh
virus berkenaan. Proses pembuatan
terapi ini dikatakan menggunakan an-
tibodi daripada pesakit yang telah pu-
lih daripada serangan virus tersebut.
Laporan itu menyebut penyebaran
virus boleh berlaku melalui semburan
titisan batuk dan bersin pesakit Covid-19
kepada orang lain yang berada sehingga
jarak sejauh 1.8 meter (6 kaki) dengan
kelajuan sehingga 80 kilometer sejam.
Batuk dan bersin sebenarnya terjadi
daripada tenaga keupayaan dalaman
paru-paru pesakit yang kemudian ber-
tukar menjadi tenaga kinetik dalaman
koronavirus yang terkandung dalam
lendir, kahak, kerengsaan dan cecair
pembawa jangkitan tersebut.
Mengikut ilmu fizik, Hukum Keaba-
dian Tenaga atau Conservation of Ener-
gy Law menyatakan jumlah tenaga di
dalam sesuatu sistem akan tetap constant
dan diabadikan daripada masa ke masa.
Ini bermaksud sesuatu tenaga tidak boleh
dicipta atau dimusnahkan. Sebaliknya,

Traders get
immediate
closure notices

DBKL enforcement officers reprimand
errant operators for violating order

KUALA Lumpur City Hall (DBKL) will not
issue summonses to traders selling food
along sidewalks. Instead, enforcement
officers will send them packing right after
handing them immediate closure notices.

The closure notices are a directive for
them to cease business at once.

Traders are also reprimanded in a polite
but firm manner for violating the movement
control order (MCO), before being asked to
£o home,

Kuala Lumpur mayor Datuk Nor Hisham
Ahmad Dahlan said it was not easy for
enforcement officers to carry out their duties
during this period.

“Having to tell people who have lost their
jobs, elderly folk or single parents... anyone
who is simply trying to earn a decent living
out there not to do business, is not an easy
task. But it must be done,” he said.

“This is now a security and safety issue,
and it not only involves Kuala Lumpur and
Malaysia, but the whole world.

“Everything we do now will have an
impact sometime, somewhere down the line,
so we have to do things riFhl.

“My job is to keep people safe and in order
to do that, my men have to get people off the
streets and into their homes,"” he added.

Nor Hisham said he went to the streets on

the first day of the restriction order and saw
many traders still operating on the roadside.

*“I'was at the Penchala area and an old
makcik approached me, pleading to be
allowed to continue selling food.

“I told her she must go home, that it is
only a temporary measure, It is hard but it
must be done,” he acknowledged.

‘The mayor said DBKL enforcement
officers had been instructed to speak to trad
ers politely but firmly.

Reports of the public still going about their
day-to-day affairs, such as visiting shops and
patronising roadside stalls, are still happen
ing all over Kuala Lumpur.

Over 2,000 DBKL officers will be working
on shifts during these 14 days to monitor
businesses in light of the MCO which came
into effect on Wednesday.

Yesterday, StarMetro reported that road
side stalls were still operating in various
parts of the city despite not being allowed to

do so.

All commercial activities in Kuala Lumpur,

including malls, entertainment outlets, road-
side stalls, food trucks, night markets and
bazaars, are not allowed to operate for the
duration of the MCO.

The exceptions are hypermarkets, super-
markets, wet markets housed in buildings,
clinics, pharmacies and sundry suppliers.

However, StarMetro spotted roadside
hawkers in Bandar Tasik Selatan near the
South Integrated Terminal on day two of the
MCO yesterday, with several customers queu-
ing up.

Similar scenes were observed in Sungai
Besi, Cheras and Medan Pasar.

Food trucks were also seen at some of
these places.

Nor Hisham said DBKL officers would be
making their rounds on motorcycles, vans
with megaphones and on foot.

“The public are urged to cooperate with
our officers and not cause problems,” he
advised.

DBKL officers, who spoke to StarMetro on
condition of anonymity, said most traders
were cooperative with the exception of a few
stubborn cases.

“They say they need to feed their family,
they need to pay rent, insurance and car
instalments, all sorts of reasons.

“But we tell them that their family’s health
and safety must come first,” said an officer in
Bandar Tun Razak.

In Ampang, Ampang Jaya Municipal
Council’s (MPA]) Enforcement Department is
working around the clock to monitor busi-
nesses to ensure all abide by the MCO.

MPA] press relations officer Norhayati
Ahmad said similar to the police, the council
had officers patrolling the streets.

“We also address complaints from resi-

dents who alert us about other people not fol-
lowing the order,” she said.

She explained that the council would not
issue summonses yet to errant businesses
who violated the order.

“We will only advise and reprimand busi-
ness owners as well as tell the public to go
home.

“We need to have the cooperation of every-
one during this period,” she said.

In Subang Jaya, police have set up road-
blocks to ensure the public abide by the MCO.
Speaking to StarMetro, Subang Jaya OCPD

Asst Comm Risikin Satiman said roadblocks
were set up at five locations in Subang Jaya
with the objective to advise the public about
MCO, create more awareness of Covid-19 and
advise them to stay at home and postpone all

activitdes that involved crowds.

“Roadblocks are set up at the borders of
Subang Jaya.

“We control the movement between inter-
state, inter-district and -city to prevent the
spread of Covid-19,” he said.

According to ACP Risikin, there are around
300 policemen out in the field, working on
shifts in duties that include crime prevention
patrol, motorcycle patrol unit and the mobile
patrol vehicle unit.

He is also on site to monitor the situation
at roadblocks.

“A team of 50 personnel will carry out
monitoring duties in shifts, including the
officer in charge of police station (OCS) at all
five stations in the Subang Jaya district.

“So far, no notices have been issued. We
just advise the public on the dangers of
Covid-19,” he added.

ALL eyes are on eateries and open-
air markets in Selangor as enforce-
ment officers and the police make
their rounds to ensure that all abide
by the movement control order
(MCO).

On the first day the order came
into effect, many were seen flouting
it by going about their daily busi
ness as usual.

Only hypermarkets, supermar-
kets, convenience stores and wet
markets housed in buildings (pasar
awam) are allowed to operate, as
outlined by the MCO announced by
Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyiddin
Yassin on Monday.

Some morning markets in resi-
dential areas were seen open for
business at various locations
statewide while several eateries still
accepted dine-in customers.

The morning markets that
opened for business as usual on
Wednesday were packed with shop-
pers who were busy buying the
necessities, such as fish, meat, fruits
and vegetables.

Some restaurants were closed
while others that did open for busi-
ness only handled takeaways and
delivery orders.

Customers were seen lining up at
restaurants and stalls to place their
orders.

Asked if action could be taken
against those who defy the MCO,
state Local Government, Public
Transport and New Village
Development Committee chairman
Ng Sze Han said it was under the
jurisdiction of the police.

“We can only assist the police if
there is a request from them or the
Federal Government to step in to
take action,” he said.

Meanwhile, a few local councils
in Selangor conducted checks
at markets, eateries and
council-owned premises on their
own initiative.

Selayang Municipal Council
(MPS) went down to the ground and
reminded business owners to fol
low the rules or risk facing time in
jail for defying the MCO.

“We are monitoring business
premises in Selayang. On the first
day itself, we issued notices to a few
proprietors,” said MPS corporate
communications director Mohamad
Zin Masoad in a statement.

He added that the notices were
issued under Section 24 of the

Local councils conduct checks to ensure hawkers,
non-essential services obey movement control order

Prevention and Control of Infectious
Diseases Act 1988 (Act 342) where
even first-time offenders could face
imprisonument, a fine or both.

Among premises MPS visited that
were still open for business were
carwash centres, street hawkers
and an anchovies wholesale outlet.

“We take this matter very serious-
ly and we urge operators to stop
ignoring the order from the
Government which is aimed at
preventing the further spread of
Covid-19," Zin said.

In Shah Alam, most of the shops
visited by Shah Alam City Council
(MBSA) enforcement officers had
abided by the MCO.

“A majority of the premises we
visited today (Wednesday) obeyed
the order and only a handful of
them still continued operating as
usual.

“For those outlets, we advised

them to shut immediately,” said
MBSA corporate communications
head Shahrin Ahmad.

He said 18 teams were mobilised
throughout the city comprising
officers from the Licensing,
Enforcement, Health and
Environment departments.

Among locations visited were
Section 13, food stalls and other
premises in sections 11, 8, U10, U13,
32,19, U1, 25,27 and 17.

Checks were done not only at eat-
eries but also pet shops, car wash
outlets, factories and various other
non-essential services.

Similarly, Subang Jaya Municipal
Council (MPS]) enforcement officers
also went around advising business
operators who were not supposed
to be open for business, to close.

“Our enforcement officers have
also checked our councilowned
premises that have been instructed

to close for these two weeks,” said

MPS] corporate and strategic man-

agement deputy director Azfarizal
ul Rashid.

Meanwhile, the video of a morn-
ing market in Teluk Bunut, Banting
still open for business, which was
spread via Whatsapp on Wednes-
day, wa visited by the Kuala
Langat Municipal Council (MPKL)
enforcement officers.

This daily morning market,
which consisted of about 30 stalls,
was told to shut down operations
immediately and traders were
made to pack their stuff and leave
after a verbal warning was given.

“If they fail to follow and still con-
tinue operating, a notice of disobe-
dience will be issued by our
Environmental Health officer and
further action will be taken by the
police,” MPKL said in a statement.

The statement also reminded peo-

ple that they could do their grocery
shopping at the public markets
(pasar awam) in Banting, Jenjarom
and Tanjung Sepat which will
remain open, along with supermar-
kets and convenience stores.

In the Sepang and Ampang Jaya
municipalities, notices were issued
to all business premises to adhere to
the restriction order.

Both local councils said regular
checks would be carried out by
their enforcement teams.

Kajang Municipal Council (MPKj)
and the police held a joint operation
comprising officers from the coun-
cil's Enforcement and Licensing
departments.

“During our inspection rounds,
we issued notices to business own
ers in the Kajang municipality and
notified them on the do's and don'ts
for the duration of the order, until
March 31, said MPKj Enforcement
director Shariman Mohd Nor.

Meanwhile, the police were also
carrying out patrols around the
Klang Valley to ensure business
owners adhered to the MCO.

Police patrol cars were spotted in
Brickfields in Kuala Lumpur and
Phileo Damansara in Petaling Jaya
on Wednesday where officers were
seen carrying out checks on several
restaurants.

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Authorities intensify
MCO enforcement

KUALA LUMPUR: Authorities are
ramping up operations, which in-
clude imposing curfews on sev-
eral Pahang districts, to enforce
the Movement Control Order
(MCO).

Under the federal gazette pub-
lished by the Attorney-General's
Chambers, any person found
breaching the MCO could face a
maximum fine of RM1,000, be
jailed for up to six months, or
both.

The punishment is provided for
under the Prevention and Control
of Infectious Diseases (Measures
within the local Infected Areas)
Regulations 2020 based on the
gazette, which barred individuals
from travelling to another place
declared as an infected area.

Up to last night, police had in-
spected more than 6,000 vehi-
cles. Roadblocks were set up in
designated areas.

Police officers questioned
those spotted gathering in the
open before ordering them to dis-
perse.

City police chief Datuk Seri Ma-
zlan Lazim said the roadblocks
were meant to deter unnecessary
travel.

“For now, police will just advise
offenders on the importance of
the MCO.”

In Kuantan, containment mea-
sures were taken up a notch with
a curfew imposed on business
premises, including petrol sta-
tions and 24-hour convenience
stores, in five districts beginning
tomorrow.

Menteri Besar Datuk Seri Wan
Rosdy Wan Ismail said the local
authorities in Kuantan, Pekan,
Jerantut, Temerloh and Bentong
had shortened the opening hours
to between 7am and 7pm.

He said there were 32 Covid-19
cases in Pahang, comprising
Kuantan’s 12 cases, Pekan (11),
Jerantut (4), Bentong (4) and
Temerloh (1).

“Starting March 21, food out-
lets, fast-food premises, includ-
ing drive-throughs, petrol sta-
tions and 24-hour convenience
stores in the five districts will be
closed between 7pm and 7am. In
Cameron Highlands, the restrict-
ed operating hours had been im-
plemented since March 18.

“If the situation at the five dis-
tricts improve, then we will revise
the move. But if there is no im-
provement, more severe mea-
sures will be taken,” he said at
Wisma Sri Pahang here yesterday.

In Kota Kinabalu, district police
chief Assistant Commissioner
Habibi Majinji said police were
ready to arrest those who did not
adhere to the MCO, although the
measure would be used only asa
last resort.

“If they wander about without
any purpose, action will be taken

against them by the police as stip-
ulated under the Prevention and
Control Infectious Diseases Act
1988, he said during an operation
in Jalan Kepayvan here on
Wednesday night.

He said police had launched a
24-hour operation centre to over-
see cases related to Covid-19 and
were working with City Hall en-
forcement officers to check on
non-essential services’ premises
in the city and advised them to
close.

As for those who stayed at
home, Habibi reminded them not
to share unverified news that
could cause panic, or action
could be taken against them un-
der Section 505 of Penal Code for
making, publishing or circulat-
ing any statement, rumour or re-
port which is likely to cause fear
or alarm.

Checks in public areas up to
8am showed that people were ig-
noring the MCO.

In Bukit Kopungit, cars were
seen parked at the hiking starting
point and an elderly couple were
sighted in their hiking gear.

There were also at least 50 pas-
sengers waiting for their turn to
get on express buses at the
Inanam Bus Station Terminal
here. An enforcement officer was
seen conducting thermal screen-
ing on the public at the terminal.

In Shah Alam, state police
Criminal Investigation Depart-
ment chief Datuk Fadzil Ahmat
said police would take further ac-
tion under the provision of the
law if people continued to dis-
obey the MCO.

“From last night's (Wednesday)
operation, we noticed that some
people are still gathered at eater-
ies. Some still went out for fish-
ing. One group was found hold-
ing a meeting at a temple and
another performed Isyak prayers
at a mosque.

“They do not seem to under-
stand why the MCO was im-
posed,” he said at the Selangor
police headquarters yesterday.

In Kota Baru, deputy police
chief Abdullah Mohammad Piah
said face masks and hand sani-
tisers were provided to police
personnel on duty.

“The health of officers on duty
is also being monitored and if any
of them has a fever or a cold, they
will be taken to hospital.”

“We advise the public to be
more responsible and heed the
advice of the government, as we
don’t want Covid-19 to spread
further,” he said.

In George Town, Northeast dis-
trict police chief Assistant Com-
missioner Soffian Santong said
roadblocks were mounted at Batu
Feringgi, Paya Terubong and
Lebuhraya Tun Dr Lim Chong
Eu.
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
