Shah Alam: Majlis Agama Is-
lam Selangor (MAIS) akan
memfailkan permohonan di
Mahkamah Rayuan untuk men-
jadi pihak pencelah dalam kes
rayuan Kerajaan Persekutuan
terhadap keputusan Mahkamah
Tinggi Kuala Lumpur berhu-
bung isu penggunaan kalimah
Allah.

Pengerusinya, Tan Sri Abdul
Aziz Mohd Yusof, berkata MAIS
menjunjung kasih titah Sultan
Selangor, Sultan Sharafuddin
Idris Shah pada Selasa lalu
yang melarang penggunaan ka-
limah Allah dalam kitab Bible
(terjemahan Bahasa Melayu)
atau percetakan segala buku
dan penulisan bagi agama Kris-
tian di Selangor.

Katanya, MAIS berpegang
teguh dengan pendirian Kkali-
mah Allah adalah kalimah suci
yang merujuk hanya kepada Al-
lah iaitu Tuhan Yang Maha Esa,
menjadi asas keimanan orang
Islam.

“Justeru, kalimah berkena-
an tidak boleh digunakan atau
disamakan dengan tuhan bagi
agama lain selain Islam.

“MAIS Dbertanggungjawab
sebagai pihak berkuasa utama
berhubung pentadbiran agama
Islam di negeri ini selepas Sul-
tan untuk memelihara dan men-
jaga kesucian agama Islam.

perkataan lain dalam penerbi-
tan penganut agama Kristian
bagi tujuan pendidikan.

Selasa lalu, Sultan Selangor
menegaskan kalimah Allah di-
larang digunakan dalam Bible
(terjemahan bahasa Melayu)
atau percetakan buku dan tuli-
san agama Kristian dalam apa

bentuk di Selangor.

Baginda mengulangi pendi-
rian kalimah Allah ialah kali-
mah suci umat Islam dan hanya
boleh digunakan merujuk kepa-
da Tuhan Yang Maha Esa yang
mempunyai sifat kesempurna-

Abdul Aziz berkata, MAIS
juga menegaskan Seksyen 9
Enakmen Ugama Bukan Islam
(Pengawalan Pengembangan Di
Kalangan Orang Islam, 1988),

Sementara itu, BERNAMA
melaporkan, Jabatan Agama
Islam Negeri Johor (JAINJ) ber-
kemungkinan besar akan men-
jadi pemerhati dalam kes rayu-
an berkenaan.

Pengerusi Jawatankuasa Hal
Ehwal Agama Islam negeri,
Tosrin Jarvanthi, berkata tin-
dakan itu dilakukan sebagai
menyokong usaha Kerajaan
Persekutuan yang memfailkan
rayuan berhubung isu itu.

“Isu ini dibawa dalam Jaba-
tan Fatwa Negeri Johor dan kita
sedang menunggu proses rayu-
an berhubung isu itu daripada
kerajaan Persekutuan.

“Kemungkinan besar JAINJ

akan menjadi pemerhati dalam
prosiding, yang akan diketu-
ai Mufti Johor, Datuk Yahya
Ahmad,” katanya dalam sidang
media selepas Program Ban-
tuan Amal Jariah Perbadanan
Islam Johor (P1J) di Felda Taib
Andak, semalam.
Tosrin pada masa sama ber-
kata, Majlis Agama Islam
Negeri Johor bersedia
membantu mana-mana
pihak dalam mencari
formula dan keputusan
terbaik berhubung isu
penggunaan kalimah
Allah.

Menteri Sains, Teknologi
dan Inovasi, Khairy Jamalu-
ddin, berkata, percaturan itu
dibuat selepas kadar pendaf-
taran vaksin di seluruh negara
ketika ini masih rendah.

Sehubungan itu, katanya,
senarai penerima tambahan
termasuk petugas barisan ha-
dapan ekonomi akan dima-
sukkan dalam Pick fasa ke-
dua.

“Memandangkan pendafta-
ran untuk golongan sasar
masih tidak sepenuhnya, jus-
teru kita buat keputusan un-
tuk mendahulukan kategori
(penerima) lain.

“Tetapi saya nak tegaskan
bahawa warga emas, golo-
ngan berisiko tinggi, orang
kurang upaya (OKU), pesakit
kronik masih golongan yang
diberikan keutamaan dalam
fasa kedua Pick.

“Isnin nanti saya akan
umum beberapa kumpulan
yang dipersetujui di pe-
ringkat Jawatankua-
sa Khas Jaminan
Akses  Bekalan
Vaksin  (JKJAV)
sebagai peneri-
ma tambahan
dalam PICK fasa
kedua,” katanya
selepas Mesyua-
rat Badan Bertin-
dak Imunisasi Co-
vid-19 (CITF) Selangor di sini,
semalam.

Turut hadir, Menteri Besar
Selangor, Datuk Seri Amiru-
din Shari.

Berdasarkan  perangkaan
setakat 23 Mac lalu, kadar
pendaftaran menerusi MySe-
jahtera bagi mendapatkan
vaksin ialah 6,442,512 orang

atau hanya 26.56 peratus da-
ripada keseluruhan pendu-
duk berusia 18 tahun di Ma-
laysia.

Kerajaan sebelum ini me-
nyasarkan pemberian vaksin
fasa kedua, mulai April hing-
ga Mei kepada 9.4 juta orang
yang antara lain terdiri da-
ripada golongan ren-
tan, pesakit kronik,
warga emas, OKU
dan individu
menghidap ko-
morbiditi.

Jika diban-
dingkan, kadar
pendaftaran
menerusi aplika-
si MySejahtera ha-
nya mewakili 68.5 pe-
ratus daripada keseluruhan
9.4 juta penerima yang di-
sasarkan untuk menerima
suntikan pelalian fasa kedua.

Dalam temu bual khas ber-
sama portal CodeBlue, Khairy
dilaporkan berkata kumpulan
tambahan yang bakal dise-
naraikan sebagai penerima
vaksin fasa kedua merang-

kumi pekerja di sektor pe-
ngeluaran, pembinaan, pe-
nerbangan serta minyak dan

gas.
Pertimbangan sedemikian
diambil  kerana  laporan

harian kes penularan Co-
vid-19 banyak membabitkan
pekerja di sektor berisiko ber-
kenaan, sekali gus menyukar-
kan usaha kerajaan bagi me-
mutuskan rantaian pande-
mik kesihatan itu.

Selain kumpulan tambahan
diklasifikasikan sebagai petu-
gas barisan hadapan ekono-
mi, Khairy berkata penduduk
di Johor yang kebanyakan
daerahnya ketika ini dikate-
gorikan sebagai zon merah
akan mendapat vaksin lebih
awal, menjelang fasa kedua.

Keutamaan bagi penerima

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Govt to cover more groups

‘Economic frontliners’ to join second phase of vaccination

SHAH ALAM: Due to the low
number of registration for the
National Covid-19 Immunisation
Programme, the government has
decided to include additional
groups in the second phase of the
exercise.

This second phase, which begins
in April, was initially meant only for
those aged 60 and above as well as
high-risk groups.

Science, Technology and Inno-
vation Minister Khairy Jamaluddin

said the additional phase two
groups will include “economic
frontliners”.

But Khairy, who is the coordinat-
ing minister for the National Covid-
19 Immunisation Programme, was
quick to point out that the second
phase of the programme will still
emphasise the high-risk and vulner-
able groups.

“l wish to emphasise that the
elderly, high-risk groups, the dis-
abled and those with chronic
illnesses will still be prioritised in
the second phase,” Khairy told a
press conference at the Selangor
state secretariat yesterday.

Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri
Amirudin Shari was also at the
press conference, held after the
Selangor Covid-19 Immunisation
Task Force meeting here.

Khairy will announce what the
agreed groups will be next Monday.

“There are some groups catego-
rised as economic frontliners that
need to be given attention when
administering the vaccine,” he
added.

He also said the awareness level
in Selangor is high as the state has
recorded the highest number of
registrations for the Covid-19 vacci-
nation.

The state has also recorded the

‘highest number of vaccine doses

administered in the nation during
phase one of the exercise, which is
still ongoing.

“The awareness level in Selangor
is quite high and we will improve
our vaccine registration strategy via
face-to-face registration through a
programme in collaboration with
the state government’s machinery
as well as with the help of non-
governmental organisations,” said
Khairy.

He said the National Disaster
Management Agency and other
organisations will also be roped in
to go house to house, and also ini-
tiate registrations in areas frequent-
ed by people.

The minister added that some 90
vaccination centres are operational
in Selangor and his ministry is in
the midst of coordinating to see if
there is a need for more such cen-
tres to be set up.

He said the subsequent phases
will be further improved after scru-

tinising the first phase, as the
government is intent on increasing
the number of vaccinations in the
coming phase.

He added that opening additional
vaccination centres also depended
on the amount of vaccines arriving
from abroad.

Meanwhile, Amirudin said more
than 83% of those registered for the
first phase of the inoculation pro-
gramme have received their first
dose. ¢

He added that the first phase in
the state is expected to be complet-
ed by the end of April.

“My target after this would be to
focus on getting ready for the
second and third phases, such as
concentrating on registrations and
logistics pertaining to the vaccina-
tion centres,” Amirudin said.

He added that preparations for
the subsequent phases will be man-
aged by district administrations and
state level officers.

PETALING JAYA: Operators of
food businesses have called on
Pengurusan Air Selangor Sdn Bhd
to deploy enough tankers to supply
clean water for eateries in the
Petaling, Klang and Shah Alam
areas when the scheduled water
disruptions begin at the end of the
month.

Malaysian Muslim Restaurant
Owners Association president
Datuk Jawahar Ali Taib Khan said a
continuous water supply is essen
tial as a temporary shutdown
would be the last thing they can
handle because businesses are
already struggling.

“We can’t close our shops as
business is just about to pick up,”
he added, alluding to the move
ment control order.

He said he hopes that Air
Selangor will have enough tankers
to go around to help them regain
their footing.

As cleanliness and personal
hygiene are paramount in keeping
the Covid-19 pandemic at bay, Air
Selangor should ensure that busi
nesses and people have enough
water, he stressed.

Jawahar Ali also urged Air
Selangor not to carry out frequent
water cuts when times are bad, as
this would not help the economy
recover.

The government, he said, should
also intervene to make sure that
there are no frequent water dis-
ruptions in Selangor.

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Court okays challenge of conversion

Woman, converted as a child, seeks to restore her birth name and religion

KUALA LUMPUR: The High Court
here has allowed a leave applica
tion by a 4l-year-old insurance
agent who is seeking to initiate a
judicial review to challenge her
conversion to Islam by her father
when she was 10.

In a decision by Justice Mariana
Yahya, which was delivered via
e-mail to the parties involved yes-
terday, the court said there was a
prima facie case that needed fur
ther mination at a substantive
hearing stage.

Senior Federal Counsel Ahmad

Hanir Hambaly and Federal Counsel
Mohammad Sallehuddin Md Ali
appeared for the government

Mohammad Sallehuddin, when
contacted, confirmed that the court
had granted leave to the woman to
commence the judicial review pro-
ceeding

“The case has been fixed for case
management on April 8, he said.

The woman, whose name is with-
held for privacy reasons, filed the
legal action last November.

She named the director of the
National Registration Department
(NRD), the government and the
Selangor Islamic Religious Council
(MAIS) as the first, second and third

respondents, respectively

She said she was born in
Singapore to Buddhist parents in
1980

On Feb 3, 1990, she said her father
converted to Islam while he was
still married to her mother, who did
not convert

He converted her, then a 10-year
old, and gave her a Muslim name on
Oct 4, 1990 at the Selangor Islamic
Religious Department (JAIS)

Her parents eventually divorced
in 1993.

The woman said her mother had
never given her father consent to
change her religion at all material
times.

Since reaching the age of 18, the
woman, who is staying with her
mother, said she only professed the
religion of Buddhism

On Aug 24 last year, the woman
renounced the use of her Muslim
name and took on her birth name.

She also made a statutory decla
ration to seek for a new MyKad to
restore her original name and for
the word “Islam™ to be omitted from
the new identity card

On Aug 28, 2020, she applied for a
new identity card at the NRD's Ipoh
branch in Perak but an NRD coun
ter officer refused to process the
application unless she produced
orders from the Syariah High Court.

She then filed the application for
leave for a judicial review against
the respondents after receiving no
response from the NRD

In her application, she is seeking
a court declaration that she is a
practising Buddhist

She is seeking a mandamus order
to compel the NRD to restore her
birth name and to issue her a new
identity card with her original
name, and to drop the word “Islam”
from the replacement card.

She is also seeking a mandamus
order to compel MAIS to remove
her name from a muallaf (Muslim
converts) registry and to annul her
conversion

EW groups of recipi-

ents will be included in

phase two of the Na-

tional Covid-19 Immu-
nisation Programme (NIP), which
kicks off next month.

Science, Technology and Inno
vation Minister Khairy Jamalud-
din, the coordinating minister for
the NIP, said these new groups,
categorised as economic frontlin-
ers and other groups, would be
added as vaccine rt ients in the
second phase after this was
agreed upon at the Vaccine Sup-
ply Access Guarantee Special
Committee level.

“As the registration for targeted
groups is still low, we (the com
mi e) made the decision to
( inate) other categories of re-
cipients.

“I would like to stress that the
elderly, high-risk groups, the dis-

abled and people with chronic ill-
nesses are still prioritised in the
second phase.

“I will announce the agreed
groups on Monday,” he said after
the Selangor Covid-19 Immuni
sation Task Force meeting here
yesterday.

Present was Selangor Menteri
Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin Shari.

‘The second phase will be car-
ried out from next month to Au-
gust.

Khairy said more vaccination
centres would be opened in phas-
es two and three to expedite the
proce

He acknowledged that several
aspects detected in the first
phase could be improved, adding
that the government aimed to in-
crease the vaccination rate in the
next phase.

“We will open up additional
centres to improve the vaccina-
tion rate, but it will depend on the
shipment of vaccines from
abroad.

“When we receive more doses,
we can step up vaccination,
which will then need bigger vac-
cination centres.”

On this matter, he said, vaccine
dispensation would be extended
to certain industrial areas, espe-
cially in factories in Selangor,
which have many workers.

“We will list the factories and
cooperate with the companies
concerned to implement vacci-
nation at the factories or worker
hostels so that they do not need
to go to any vaccination centre
involving the public.”

He said Selangor had the high-
est number of registrations for
the vaccine.

“In terms of the ratio of reg-
istration to the targeted popula-
tion, the national level is at 26.9
per cent, while Selangor has
reached almost 40 per cent. This
shows the high level of awareness
inthe state.”

He said cooperation with the
state government would contin-
ue to encourage more registra-
tions, including making house
visits and opening counters at
public places.

Amirudin said Selangor had
carried out inoculations on
more than 83 per cent of recip-
ients under the first phase for

the first dose.

“We have about 4,000 more
first-dose recipients to go. This
may be completed next month.”

Up to Wednesday, 74,289 peo-
ple in the country had completed
the full vaccination regimen.

Health Minister Datuk Seri Dr
Adham Baba said for the same
period, 436,687 people had re-
ceived the first dose.

The total number of first and
second doses of the vaccine in the
country stood at 510,976.

“So, we will speed up the distri-
bution in these areas with priority
given to factories with huge
workforces,” Khairy said, adding
that the inoculation would be done
at the worksite or at staff hostels.

Meanwhile, Selangor is expected
to complete its Phase 1 of NICP
soon, as more than 83% of front-
lines in Selangor have received
their first dose of the vaccine.

Amirudin said the state govern-
ment is waiting for another 4,000
individuals to be vaccinated before
the Phase 1 concludes at the end
of April.

Going forward, to ensure a better
take up from those who reside in
Selangor in the next phases, Amiru-
din said the state will immediately
enrol more face-to-face programmes
with the public to promote the
vaccination programme.

The outreach programmes
will be moved by the state officials
and NGOs besides the support
from federal agencies.

On the self procurement of
vaccines by Selangor, Amirudin
said the process is still ongoing,
noting that the state needs time to
identify mechanisms to enrol such
initiative to ensure a smooth distri-
bution processes.

“We are looking at the five types
of vaccines listed by the federal
government, and we are about to
finish on the procurement stage.

“It must be noted that this initia-
tive is not to jeopardise the whole
vaccination plan. When we pro-
cure, it will go back to the Covid-19
Immunisation Task Force to be
streamlined,” he said.

“Our concern is not only that
we have many patients and senior
citizens with critical illness but
we have a huge industry with
three million active workers in
Selangor who are the backbone
to the state economy and the
national income as a whole,”
Amirudin added.
