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Five contractors nabbed
for illegal dumping in Klang

KLANG Municipal Council’s
Environmental Services Department
has stepped up enforcement action
against contractors who dump waste
illegally.

The enforcement team nabbed five
offenders at different sites across

Klang over three days from March 23.

Each offender was fined RM1,000
and their lorries were impounded.

The five lorries, ranging from
three- to eight-tonne capacity, were
impounded for two weeks.

Department director Zaireezal
Ahmad Zainuddin said the fees for
impounding and towing would add

up to RM1,000, so the total each
offender would have to pay was
RM2,000.

“Aggressive enforcement is being
carried out at all hotspots.

“The culprits had dumped con-
struction debris, plastic scraps,
shredded rubber and household
waste.

“Plainclothes personnel are con-
ducting continuous surveillance and
have been successful in nabbing the
culprits.

“Illegal dumping is a serious issue
and we have implemented a zero-tol-
erance approach,” he added.

Zaireezal said illegal dumping had
occurred at Lingkaran Sultan
Mohamad 1, Bandar Sultan

Suleiman, Jalan Sempadan 14,
Sungai Serdang, Kapar, Lorong
Sungai 10, Taman Kota Jaya, Jalan
Selat Selatan 23 and Laguna Park in
Pulau Indah.

He said it was important that busi-
nesses took responsibility for their
waste and ensured that any disposal
was contracted to reputable and
qualified.companies.

“Our strategy now is to sustain
and increase enforcement for ongo-
ing operations.

“We have identified certain hot-
spots to improve operational efficien-
cy and coordinate with MPK’s
Enforcement Department.

“We will work closely to cover a
wider area,” he said.

TAXI and bus drivers should con-
sider providing delivery services
instead of just ferrying passengers
for their income.

“I also understand that some of
the drivers may not be IT savvy.

“In this case, family members,
especially the younger generation,
can help their elders,” she said.

Rodziah was speaking at a press
conference in Bandar Baru Salak
Tinggi after distributing food ham-
pers to 33 taxi and bus drivers.

She pointed out that the state
government had programmes in
place to assist this sector of the
transportation industry.

One of them is the Selangor
Digital E-Supply Chain (Seldec) pro-
gramme, an online delivery service.

Drivers who sign up will be
given a digital gadget where they
can accept assignments via the
platform.

“Some 3,000 youths have
registered to take advantage
of job opportunities under the

Seldec programme.

“Of this number, only 35 of the
7,919 taxi and bus drivers regis-
tered with Land Public Transport
Agency have signed up.

“Thus, we need more participa-
tion from this sector,” said
Rodziah.

She said it would be a pity if taxi
and bus drivers failed to take
advantage of the situation to
expand their services online.

KUALA LUMPUR (April 7): Malaysia said
on Wednesday it had secured potential
investments from South Korea and
Japan amounting to RM16.05 billion,
and export purchases of about RM986.2
million, to be realised in the coming
years. The deals with South Korea and
Japan came as Malaysia’s International
Trade and Industry Minister Datuk Seri
Mohamed Azmin Ali wrapped up a week-
long trade mission to both countries on
Tuesday. In a statement, the ministry
said South Korean firms had committed
in the immediate term to invest a total

of RM7.3 billion in Malaysia, and to
purchase exports of Malaysian goods
amounting to RM70 million. Japanese
companies, meanwhile, had agreed to
invest RM8.75 billion ringgit and buy
RM916.15 million of Malaysian products.
