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‘Review water pollcy to harness alternatlve sources

THE two unscheduled water cuts
in Selangor in the span of four days
highlight a water problem Malay-
sia has had for the longest time.
Disruptions in supply should not
happen in our country because of
the vast water resources we have.

To put it into perspective, we
have 189 river basins, receive on
average almost 3,000mm in annual
rainfall and we can access seawa-
ter easily.

When it comes to water, there
should not be any shortage at all.

- Yet, ask any Selangor or Kuala
Lumpur resident and you would
be told that d:srucguons in supply
have become such a common
occurrence that people hardly bat
an eyelid anymore when it hap-
pens. Sure, they would complain
and grumble, but as soon as the
taps start ing again, all would
soon be forgotten until the next
one happens.

We have a water problem. It is
time to take the bull by its horns
and do everything we can to pre-
vent a “next time”. Water security
is a term most Malaysians are
unfamiliar with. However, this is
not the case for our neighbours
across the causeway. We should
take a leaf out of Singapore’s “Four
National Taps” when it comes to
improving our water security.

Currently, Malaysians get their
water mainly from rivers.
However, as evidenced by Syabas’
recent woes, we can see where the

problem is. Our reliance on rivers
would mean that anything unfore-
seen, such as the two pollution
cases or war or sabotage, would
leave millions of people and vari-
ous industries without water. We
must diversify our water sources.
Firstly, we should look into our
storm water management practic-
es. With our high annual rainfall,
we get a lot of run-off every time it
rains (pic). This run-off would flow

into the drains and sewers before
being discharged into water bodies.
The problem is that we do not
direct this source of water to treat-
ment plants. Although the
run-off would pick up a lot of pol-
lutants from city pavements and
the sewer systems, we can treat the
water adequately for potable use.
Another huge source of water
that is untapped in Malaysia is sea-
water. Malaysia has easy access to

the South China Sea as well as the
Straits of Malacca. Building desali-
nation plants along the coast would
certainly help alleviate water
stress. Singapore’s Tuas
Desalination Plant has the capacity
to generate 30 million gallons of
water a day. While costly, desalina-
tion nevertheless is one of the
more viable options we can fall
back on in times of emergency. On

. a day-to-day basis, desalinated

water can be used for industrial
purposes, thus relieving stress on
our rivers.

NEWater, a project headed by
Kampar-born Olivia Lum, repre-
sents Singapore’s hope for water
security post-2061 when the water
agreement with Malaysia comes to
an end. In a nutshell, NEWater
turns wastewater (sewage) into
safe, drinkable water.

While it is difficult to imagine a
time when Malaysia would need to
turn to such sources for her water
needs, it shows just how far ahead
Singapore is when it comes to
water security. NEWater shows us
that there are creative ways for us
to get water sustainably from alter-
native sources.

Admittedly, the literature availa-
ble on water management in
Malaysia is almost non-existent.
However, now is the time to make
sweeping changes to our water pol-
icy. We cannot continue with our

attern of reacting to water prob-

ems. Rather;, we need to start
pre-empting them and preparing
for an increasingly uncertain
future. Climate change, extreme
weather, major pollution and war
could destroy our current water
supply. It is befitting to end with
my translation of this Malay prov-
erb: “It is too late when rice has
already become porridge”.

THE recent intermittent and
unscheduled water cuts have dis-
rupted the business of traders and
hawkers in Klang Valley.

They are frustrated with the
ongoing water supply disruption
due to the upgrading works by Air
Selangor at the Sungai Selangor
water treatment plants.

Restaurant owner Arvin Appu
in Damasara Jaya was shocked to
find dry taps on Monday morning,
as the disruption was only sched-
uled to begin yesterday (Tuesday).

“I had to spend RM800 to buy
water from a supplier to sustain
my operations. If the disruption
persists for more than two days, I
may have to close my shop.”

Hawker Nafishah Zulkifli, who
sells banana fritters in SS5,
Petaling Jaya, said the water cuts
in her housing area started at
5pm Monday.

“Since then, there was intermit-
tent supply disruption and I had
to be alert on when the water
would be available again.

“As a hawKker, my daily water

consumption is higher than the
average citizen. T had to use plas-
tic bags to store more water at
home for cleaning cooking equip-
ment.”

Kelana Jaya Hawkers
Association chairman Hamizah
Abdul Hamid said Air Selangor
should inform the public of the
actual date of the water cuts so
they could be prepared.

“We were told the water cuts
would only begin on Tuesday, but
we heard some areas were affect-
ed as early as last Saturday,” said
Hamizah, adding that the authori-
ties should announce the arrival

time of the water tankers.

“If we don’t know, we cannot
prepare accordingly,” she said,
adding that social media plat-
forms were the easiest way to
reach the public.

- Carwash operator Raguthaty
Krisnamoorthy in Taman Sea,
Petaling Jaya, however, anticipat-
ed the water cuts and stored
water in his own water tank.

“However, the tank can only
sustain water for half a day,” he
said, adding that he might close
his shop until water supply
resumes.

Air Selangor customer relations

and communication department
head Abdul Raof Ahmad, in a
statement, said water supply res-
toration based on the number of
registered accounts reached 84%
as of noon yesterday.

“We are working to raise water
pressure and stabilise supply in
the distribution systems as well as
expedite restoration.”
