'Banda_r' Seri Cdalfi;elds"re‘sidents' say activities continue despite multiple complaints

RESIDENTS are frustrated with
the lack of action against several
illegal dumpsites which have been
operating for over two years along
Jalan Kuala Selangor in Bandar
Seri Coalfields, Sungai Buloh.

Alocal residents’ association-
representative said these illegal
operations, which were located
less than 1km away from homes,
had been up and running since he
moved in two years ago.

“Every night, residents have to
deal with the foul odour of burn-
ing plastic and other strong smells
which pollute the air,” he said.

“There are a few sites possibly
operated by different syndicates,”
he said, adding that each site often
had large hoardings to hide their
illegal activities.

MDKS Health and Environment
Department director Jefriee Manaf
said it had issued at least five
notices for public nuisance under
Section 82(5) of the Local
Government Act 1976.

“Seven compounds were issued

" until June this year, while four lor-

ries were seized.

“Last year, a total of 46 com-
pounds were issued and 11 lorries
were also seized from the dump-
sites,” he said.

However, the action taken had
done little to deter the syndicates
operating at these dumpsites.

JefTiee also said the issue was
out of the council’s jurisdiction and
should be handled by the Kuala
Selangor District and Land Office.

SINCE the start of the movement
control order (MCO) in March,
many tourist attractions in the
Klang Valley have taken a hit in
terms of business.

Hot springs, including the popu-
lar one in Selayang, had been expe-
riencing a dry spell as people
stayed away due to Covid-19 even
before the MCO was implemented.

With the current scenario,
Selayang Municipal Council (MPS)
decided to seal off the hot springs
in July to carry out upgrading
works, which is scheduled to he
completed in a year.

When contacted, an MPS spokes-
man said the upgrades would
include repairing four hot spring
pools that had major cracks in
their foundation as well as land-
scaping works.

“The goal is to make the hot

‘'springs comfortable for visitors. It

is important for the 20-year-old hot
springs to be a safe place when it
reopens,” said the spokesman.

StarMetro visited the area and
found that the premises had been
completely sealed off by a blue
hoarding.

MPS decided to put up the
hoarding as people were still enter-
ing the premises that had been -
sealed off with a yellow tape in
April.

“There were patrols at the time

~ and the police ordered visitors to

leave. 1
“MPS decided this was the best

- time to start upgrading the place as

people are discouraged from con-
gregating in one place even during .
the recovery MCO.”

However the hoarding caused
concern among some residents as
they feared a comumercial develop-
‘ment was taking place.

This was because the notice plas-
tered on the hoarding did not give
an explanation for the temporary
closure.

‘When asked, MPS said it had
received phone calls from the pub-
lic who wanted to know the status
of the hot springs.

“We could not see a signboard
and were concerned about what
'was going on,” said Bandar Baru
Selayang resident A. Rajan, adding

" that MPS should have stated clearly

the reason for the closure.

Meanwhile, Kerling hot springs
in northern Selangor, 10km from
Kuala Kubu Baru, was deserted
during a visit by StarMetro. It is
usually a popular picnic spot
among locals.

However, about 20km south of
Kerling, a group of people were
seen enjoying the Hulu Tamu hot
springs in Batang Kali.

“So we need to study the reasons for this,
look into our weaknesses and areas that
need improvement,” he said, adding that
Selangor had certain advantages such as
skilled workers and political stability.
