ALL nine morning markets under the
Selayang Municipal Council (MPS) have
resumed operations after the government
relaxed the rules on individuals who are
fully vaccinated.

However, only four out of the 49 night
markets have resumed business to date.

“MPS has informed all administrators of
morning and night markets to ensure all
standard operating procedures are met
before they are allowed to resume opera-
tions.

“Based on the National Security Council’s
(NSC) guidelines, only customers who are
fully vaccinated are allowed to enter morn-
ing and night markets,” said MPS president
Mohd Yazid Sairi during the full board meet-

ing.

NSC's guidelines state that children aged
17 and below are discouraged from visiting
public places.

However, the guidelines did not state that
morning and night market traders have to
be fully vaccinated.

According to MPS’ Licensing Department,
all 49 night markets under MPS are managed
by residents’ committee (JKP).

“MPS has also reopened all public parks,
lake parks and swimming pools under the
council’s purview, but visitors are reminded
to always adhere to the SOP when using such
facilities,” said Mohd Yazid.

During the meeting that was held online,
councillor Sulaiman Abu Samah said traders
at Pasar Rawang had asked if the time set
aside for market sanitisation could be adjust-
ed to a few hours in the afternoon, instead of
shutting the market for a day, as it affected
their business.

Worldwide Holdings Bhd (WHB).

Currently, the 117.6ha landfill in Jeram,
which has been operational since 2007, can
manage an average of 3,500 tonnes of solid
waste a day.

Ng also said that WHB would work with
the relevant local authorities to maintain the
roads used by vehicles transporting solid
waste.

“Since last year WHB has spent close to
RM3mil to upgrade the infrastructure lead-
ing up to all landfills in Selangor.

“It has also reminded motorists to only use
allowed routes to the landfills,” he said.

Recently, WHB entered into a waste dis-
posal agreement with five local authorities
for the development of the ISWMC.

The local authorities are Shah Alam City
Council, Petaling Jaya City Council, Subang
Jaya City Council, Ampang Jaya Municipal
Council and Kuala Selangor Municipal
Council.

RESIDENT associations (RA), social
workers and a politician have
objected to Klang Municipal
Council's (MPK) proposed plan to
turn a 0.95ha field in Taman
Berkeley into an open-air carpark
and a futsal court as it will impact
the well-being of residents.

Taman Daya Meru RA chairman
Mohammad Daud Saidin, 65, said
the council must halt any plan to
build on a green space.

“Our association is concerned
that planned green spaces that are
important to the social well-being
of residents and which contribute
to their physical and mental health
would be no more,” he said,
adding that people often enjoyed
sitting on the benches simply to
de-stress.

Daud said green spaces like the
Berkeley field also serve children
well as they can socialise, run
around, cycle and play football.

“Our fields are accessible to
everyone. They encourage social
interaction among people of all
races within the neighbourhood
and this is important.

“Green spaces are one of the sus-
tainable indicators for maintaining
overall well-being in residential
communities,” he pointed out.

On Aug 20, StarMetro reported
on residents’ concerns about MPK’s
proposed plan.

Established in 1971, Taman
Berkeley is one of the earliest hous-
ing estates in Klang and has grown
into a township over the years.

While officially known as Padang
MPK, it is more commonly referred
to as the Berkeley field.

Precinct 3A Bandar Parklands RA
chairman Kuldip Singh Lahl, 41,
said the association supports
Taman Berkeley residents in want-

Kuldip added that this was not
the time to take away a valuable
green space from the community.

People’s Voice Action Group
social worker Peter Tan, 60, said
MPK’s Low Carbon Framework
2027 has a section that ensures pro-
tection of green spaces, so
now was the time for the council to
translate those words into action.

“MPK’s approach in sending out
a questionnaire to obtain approval
for the development is wrong.

“I'noticed that the questionnaire
wrongly states Taman Eng Ann and
not Taman Berkeley, where the pro-
ject is proposed.

“So the entire questionnaire is
defective. We want the exercise
scrapped and the field preserved,”

he said.

Klang Consumer Association
president Devadass Anjan also
stressed the importance of green
spaces in residential areas, which
act as buffers between the built
environment.

“Our association’s concerns are
that a green field — which helps
regulate temperature and absorbs
water during a downpour — is
being targeted for development.

“People in Taman Berkeley are
also worried that the project is just
the first step in accelerated high-
density development in the area,”
he added.

Devadass called upon residents,
who number around 900, to protest
against the council’s short-sighted-
ness in proposing such a develop-
ment.

“MPK’s Planning Department is
doing enormous damage.

“It is not just Taman Berkeley
residents who will lose out; the
whole of Klang town will lose out,”
he said

He further warned that the pro-
ject would set a dangerous prece-
dent.

“The concept of SYS is inspired
by the WorldSkills competition in
Kazan, Russia which [ was invited
to attend.

“I saw how the atmosphere at
the festival was similar to that of
the World Cup or the Olympics.

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581ha approved as forest replacement

SHAH ALAM: About 581.48ha
have been approved as permanent
forest reserve (HSK) replacement
by the Selangor government.

State tourism, environment,
green technology and Orang Asli
affairs committee chairman Hee
Loy Sian said this was based on the
decision of the Selangor state execu-
tive council meetings in May.

“An area about 581.48ha has
been approved as permanent forest
reserve replacement involving

PT4182 in Sungai Panjang sub-dis-
trict, in Sabak Bernam district of
about 308.62ha; Ampang Pechah,
Buloh Telor sub-district, Hulu
Selangor district an area of about
208.98ha and Bukit Broga, Semenyih
sub-district, Hulu Langat district
about 63.88ha.

“On the whole, the Selangor state
government is still able to maintain
HSK area in Selangor of not less than
30%. After taking into consideration
the area of HSK that has been dega-

zetted and the new replacement
areas, the total HSK is about
250,255.36ha,” he said when wind-
ing up questions of assemblymen at
the state assembly yesterday.

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Selangor passes
motion to
implement online
or hybrid sittings

SHAH ALAM (Aug 30): The Selangor
legislative assembly today passed a mo-
tion to enable future assembly sittings to be
conducted in an online or hybrid format.
The motion tabled by DatukTeng Chang
Khim (PH-Bandar Baru Klang) was to ena-
ble assembly sittings to be held in an entirely
online or hybrid format at the request of the
Menteri Besar, during an Emergency, pan-
demic or extraordinary emergency where
physical attendance is discouraged.
“Secondly, (the motion enables) state
assembly committee meetings to be held
on an entirely online or hybrid format af-
ter the Speaker receives confirmation from
the Menteri Besar that Selangor is in an
Emergency, facing a pandemic or an ex-
traordinary emergency where physical at-
tendance is discouraged,” Teng explained.

Meanwhile, Selangor assembly speaker
Ng Suee Lim said the amendment, under
Standing Orders 21 and 69 (4), for the
Selangor assembly to be conducted in an
online or hybrid format, should extraordi-
nary circumstances occur, was approved by
the state legislative assembly today.

“Today it has passed, so the Standing
Orders Committee, which I chair, along
with six other members, including opposi-
tion assemblymen, will convene and meet
within a week or two to discuss the details
and will be tabled in the upcoming sitting,”
he told reporters at the lobby of the state
legislative assembly building here today.

Ng added that the six-day sitting had
progressed smoothly, with all parties co-
operating, especially with the compliance
of the standard operating procedure.
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
