Allert authorities if homes near landslide site show cracks, residents
advised

RESIDENTS living near the Jalan
Kemensah Heights landslide site in
Ampang Jaya, Selangor, have been
told to alert the authorities if they
find cracks in their properties.

Kampung Kemensah Village
Community Management Council
(MPKK) Zohari Ahmad said unaf-
fected residents living close to the
site were told to be on high alert
should their properties be affected
by soil movement.

“This is just a precaution for
them

“The residents are worried and
afraid that the soil movement may
worsen and affect their homes.

“So, I have asked them to moni-
tor their properties and inform the
authorities stationed here if any
cracks surface,” he said

On Sept 17, a major landslide
affected three bungalows and 12
townhouses involving 27 families.

A total of 103 residents were
evacuated.

The Selangor State Disaster
Management Authority declared

Alert authorities if homes near landslide
site show cracks, residents advised

the affected area as a disaster site.

Zohari said residents were
unlikely to be allowed back to
their homes in Kemensah Heights
anytime soon.

“Currently, officers from various
government agencies are still
clearing and cleaning the site

“They will need time to access
and do remedial works.

“While most of the affected resi-
dents are staying with other family
members, some had to stay put at
a nearby community hall that acts
as a disaster relief centre,” he said.

Zohari is thankful that neigh-
bours and several non-governmen-
tal organisations have extended
help to the affected families.

“They give out food baskets and
other daily necessities to the fami-
lies.

“Another NGO contacted me to

channel some of its contributions
to the families,” he said, adding
that the NGO would be handing
out the contributions foday.
When contacted, an Ampang
Jaya Municipal Council spokesper-
son said the council had yet to

receive report of any new develop-

ment regarding the landslide and
would continue to monitor the sit-
uation.

On Sept 19, Environment and
Water Minister Datuk Seri Tuan
Ibrahim Tuan Man said the
Drainage and Irrigation
Department would finalise plans
for slope stabilisation and upgrad-
ing works at Sungai Kemensah
estimated to cost RM10mil.

The project, he said, would be
implemented to restore the river’s

water flow that was obstructed fol-

lowing the landslide.

Police seek
Nur Sajat’s
extradition
from Thailana

GOMBAK: Bukit Aman’s Criminal
Investigation Department (CID)
is finalising documentation to ex-
tradite controversial cosmetics
entrepreneur Muhammad Sajjad
Kamaruz Zaman, better known as
Nur Sajat, from Thailand.

that the KamaruzZaman

tion process went smoothly.

“This is to enable police to be
given the authority to bring Nur
Sajat back via international legal
channels.

“Based on information we re-
ceived, Thai authorities were told
that Nur Sajat had refugee status
after owning a United Nations
High Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR) card,” he said at a press
conference in Rawang yesterday.

Jalil advised Nur Sajat to coop-
erate and return to Malaysia to en-
able the previous case to continue.

He added that the Federal CID
was investigating claims that Nur
Sajat’s escape to Thailand during
the Movement Control Order was
aided by certain people.

Jalil said details of the inves-
tigation would be handed over to
the authorities to determine if
there was a leak.

“We will submit all the infor-
mation to our border authorities
to prevent any similar incidents,”
he said.
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Sungai Buloh nurseries facing eviction

WITH eviction any time soon,
Sungai Buloh horticultural
nurseries need a holistic solution to
their problems.

The shocking de-gazettement
and the surprise re-gazettement of
Kuala Langat North Forest Reserve
(KLNFR) have been an amusement
of sorts.

Having stirred a hornet’s nest of
protests from NGO and state
representatives, the Selangor
government dropped the proposal
like a hot potato and decided to
heed the hue and cry of the people.

Selangor is already a developed
state and should now focus more on
enhancing the quality of life of its
people by opting for a developmental
and environmental balance.

This was the primary reason why
opposition reached a crescendo
forcing the Selangor government to
back track.

What Selangor needs most now
is enhancement of the quality of
residential living, especially in the
provision of parks, playgrounds,
open spaces, clean and pleasant
environs, and efficient municipal
services instead of an endless urban
sprawl that eats away at the last
vestiges of suburban greenery.

Selangor needs more urban
greenery to make the surroundings
pleasant and to also do its part in

coping with climate change.

It must be noted that the weather
has changed for the worse in the
Klang Valley as can be seen by the
torrential downpours resulting in
frequent flash floods and the high
incidence of lightning due to the
excessive heat emanating from the
urban areas.

It is here that horticulture can
play a very important role in re-
greening and rehabilitating unused
and barren spaces of the concrete
jungle.

Turfing, planting saplings,
shrubs, palms and trees reduce the
urban heat and decrease the rain
run-off and soil erosion, not to
mention creating an eye-pleasing
colourful landscape.

Needless to say, the horticultural
industry is an important one for
Selangor.

Selangor’s horticultural industry
took root during the 1960s when the
Sungai Buloh Leprosarium inmates
took to planting a wide variety of
plants and flowers to earn an extra
income and the annual Open Day
saw large numbers of customers
from the new housings areas and
townships such as Petaling Jaya,
Damansara, Shah Alam, Ampang,
Kepong and others snapping up the
products on sale.

This was a humble but impactful

start to Selangor’s horticultural
industry centred in Sungai Buloh.

The Sungai Buloh Leprosarium
with its lush hillside greenery,
waterfalls and streams was dubbed
the Valley of Hope by the British
administration, who needed a
secluded site for the hospital.

It was from this Valley of Hope,
which can be dubbed Selangor’s
own home-grown “Silicon Valley”
that Sungai Buloh’s famous
horticultural industry began to take
shape and grow vibrantly in the
subsequent decades.

However, the Sungai Buloh
horticultural industry now faces a
daunting prospect and bleak future
brought about by development.

About 100 to 200 nurseries in the
Kota Damansara Green Lane, Jalan
Hospital and nearby areas have
been issued with eviction notices by

various property and infra-
structure developers.
This  problem had been

anticipated for a long time and
many appeals were made to the
Selangor government to use this
opportunity to set up a horticultural
hub that can be the pride of the
state, a revenue spinner and a
tourist attraction that can draw
visitors, both domestic and foreign.

The horticultural hub will also

of the industry and contribute
much for beautification,
landscaping and rehabilitation
efforts of the state and country.

The nurseries supply a wide
variety of plants and trees and their
customers include the Forestry
Department, housing developers,
highway operators, urban planners,
landscapers, agrobusinesses, fruit
farmers and others.

It was bearing all these in mind
that former mentri besar Tan Sri
Khalid Ibrahim took the initiative to
find a holistic solution for the
Sungai Buloh horticultural industry
to ensure its long-term growth.

His administration issued a
directive to the Selangor Land and
Mines Office stating that the
department explore ways to include
the horticultural nurseries in the
future development of the Rubber
Research Institute (RRI).

The RRI was subsequently sold
to the EPF by the federal
government and nothing was done
to make the directive a reality in
resolving  the nurserymen'’s
predicament.

The mentri besar’s directive has,
legally speaking, the force of a
promissory estoppel and it is the
state government's responsibility to
implement it if feasible.

ensure proper ial growth

Subseq state governments

cannot simply wash their hands of
the problem.

If the RRI cannot be utilised for a
nursery hub then an alternative site
should be chosen and the onus is
on the present state government as
the eviction notices will take effect
soon.

Many meetings have been held
on this issue of a horticultural hub
but the state administration is
simply clueless about finding an
alternative site.

The horticultural  nursery
owners and operators, now mostly
comprising senior citizens, are
looking on helplessly at the sunset
of their hard-earned industry.

It is hoped that this issue will be
brought up in the next session of
the Selangor State Legislative
Assembly and an urgent solution
found.

The nurserymen may not have
the collective strident voice or
political clout of those who
opposed the KLNFR
degazettement, but nevertheless
their problems are equally
important and need to be resolved
by the state government headed by
Mentri Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin
Shari.

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China’s entry into
CPTPP will have
big impact on
region — MITI

KUALA LUMPUR (Sept 21): China’s of-
ficial announcement that it wants to join the
Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement
for Trans-Pacific Partmership (CPTPP) will
lead to a major economic impact on trade
agreements.

Senior Minister of International Trade
and Industry Datuk Seri Mohamed Azmin
Ali said with Malaysia as a major trading
partner of China, the economic giant’s pol-
icies and development agenda will have an
impact on Malaysia and other countries in
the region.

Malaysia will benefit from the CPTPP,
which is expected to be ratified soon, he said
in a reply to Datuk Seri Tiong King Sing
(PDP-Bintulu), who asked about the impact
of China’s entry into the CPTPP on Malay-
sia’s economy.

“We anticipate that China will have ‘acces-
sion negotiations’ with Regional Comprehen-
sive Economic Partmership (RCEP) countries
in early next year for the purpose,” he said.

Malaysia has a free trade agreement
(FTA) with China via the ASEAN-China
FTA.

“Under the CPTPP, China would need to
offer market access without early exceptions
whereby it needs to make more comprehen-
sive and high-quality market access and fulfil
CPTPP standards.

“Therefore, the expected wider and more

comprehensive market access to China via its
participation in the CPTPP soon will ben-
efit Malaysia [more] compared to the ASE-
AN-China FTA,” he said.

Citing the “rules of origin” example, Az-
min said each product that is recognised as
from Malaysia or a CPTPP member coun-
try would get preferential duty treatment.

“The entry of China into the CPTPP will
enable our manufacturers and producers to
use raw materials from China to produce
final products which will be considered for
preferential duty,” he added.

KUALA LUMPUR (Sept 21): Malaysia has
given its commitment to completing the Re-
gional Comprehensive Economic Partner-
ship (RCEP) ratification process by mid-De-
cember this year.

Senior Minister and International Trade
and Development Minister Datuk Seri Mo-
hamed Azmin Ali said the ratification pro-
cess is pursuant to the agreement signed
by 15 countries, comprising 10 ASEAN
member states and five free trade agree-
ment (FTA) partners at the Fourth RCEP
Summit on Nov 15, 2020.

He said based on the provisions of the
RCEP agreement, it will come into force 60
days after at least six ASEAN member states
and three ASEAN FTA partners submit the
instruments of ratification to the ASEAN
secretariat.

“To date, countries that have ratified the
agreement include Singapore, China and
Japan. Myanmar has sent the instrument
of ratification to the ASEAN secretariat,
while Thailand has completed the domes-
tic ratification process and would submit
the instrument of ratification to the ASEAN
secretariat at the end of the year,” he said.

Mohamed Azmin was replying to a query
from Datuk Seri Tiong King Sing (PDP-Bin-
tulu) in the Dewan Rakyat today on the cur-
rent status of the RCEP and plans to increase
cooperation among the signatories.

Malaysia
committed to
ratifying RCEP
by December,
says Azmin

The senior minister pointed out that
at the 53rd ASEAN Economic Ministers
Meeting on Sept 9, 2021, ASEAN mem-
ber states looked forward to the entry into
force of the RCEP agreement on Jan 1,
2022 as targeted.

Countries such as Brunei, the Philip-
pines, Indonesia, Cambodia and Vietnam
have announced their intention to com-
plete the domestic ratification process by
November 2021 .

Mohamed Azmin said that for Malay-
sia, the RCEP ratification process requires
amendments to three Acts under the pur-
view of the Ministry of Domestic Trade and
Consumer Affairs relating to intellectual
property (IP) rights, namely the Patents
Act, Copyright Act and Trademarks Act.

This, he said, is to ensure that the Acts
are in line with the country’s obligations
under the RCEP agreement.

According to the senior minister, if Ma-
laysia were to delay the ratification, the
country would be left behind in enjoying
the benefits and preferential treatment as
contained in the agreement.

“This includes tariff reduction for ex-
ports of goods, market access for trade in
services, movement of skilled professionals
as well as opportunities to increase invest-
ment activities among the RCEP member
countries,” he said.

The RCEP is the world’s largest FTA
with a market that covers almost one-third
of the world’s population or 2.2 billion
people.

On plans to boost cooperation among
the RCEP members, Mohamed Azmin said
efforts would continue towards enhancing
cooperation in line with the agreement’s
main objective to strengthen regional value
chain activities and make the RCEP more
user-friendly.

Regarding the shift in the consumer de-
mand pattern towards the digital econo-
my amid the pandemic, Mohamed Azmin
noted that the RCEP agreement includes a
special chapter on electronic commerce to
assist in participation of especially the small
and medium industries in e-commerce.

“KPDNHEP had informed MITI that
drafts for the said amendments are being
refined by the Attorney General Chamber
and it will be tabled for debate in Parlia-
ment in December,” he added.
