2011 dan beroperasi pada 2014
pernah terbakar pada 2017 se-
hingga menyebabkan penduduk
termasuk murid tadika men-
erima akibatnya daripada sisa
kebakaran seperti demam dan
berhadapan bau busuk melanda
kampung selama seminggu.

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First phase of flood mitigation
work along Jalan Cheras
to be completed on Oct 9

MOTORISTS travelling along Jalan Cheras
will have to put up with massive traffic
jams just a bit longer as flood mitigation
works are being carried out until Oct 9.

The works, which include silt dredging
and removal of Air Selangor pipes, have
caused traffic disruption as three of the five
lanes on the Kuala Lumpur-bound road
have to be closed.

Kuala Lumpur City Hall (DBKL) had pre-
viously announced that the area in front of
Taman Mutiara MRT station and EkoCheras
Mall was a flood hotspot.

Cheras MP Tan Kok Wai said this was
phase one of a long-term solution to
reducing the severity of flooding in the
area.

“Stakeholders have had to deal with fre-
quent flooding, especially over the past
three years.

“The situation is so bad that cars have
even become submerged after being stuck
here during heavy rain.

“DBKL is finally taking action and we
hope that motorists will be patient while the
works are being done,” he said after a brief-
ing with DBKL, Air Selangor and Public
Works Institute of Malaysia’s (Ikram) repre-
sentatives.

He added that one lane might be reo-
pened to traffic by this Saturday should
work be carried out without disruption.

The first phase of the project is estimated
to cost RM1.7mil.

Tan said the second phase of the project
would involve raising the road level in front
of the MRT station.

“At the moment, this particular section is
lower and creating a dip where water col-
lects.

“DBKL will raise the road so that it is
even and water can flow into the drains
before being channelled into Sungai
Kerayong,” he explained.

Meanwhile, Ekovest Bhd (which owns
EkoCheras Mall) said it was keen to see the
flood mitigation project completed soon.

Managing director Tan Sri Lim Keng
Cheng said customers and tenants had been
severely affected by the floods.

“This is an important route for those
heading to and from the city.

“Every downpour is a cause of worry for
us as traffic comes to a standstill.

“We are pleased to learn that DBKL is
undertaking flood mitigation here,” he said,
adding that an estimated 20,000 vehicles
used the route daily.

In tabling DBKL’s Budget 2021, Kuala
Lumpur mayor Datuk Seri Mahadi Che
Ngah had announced that RM130mil would
be allocated as part of the Flood Mitigation
Masterplan 2017 measures with 23 projects
to be implemented by DBKL.

DBKL has also mapped out 53 vulnerable
flood hotspots, including this stretch along
Jalan Cheras.
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MBSJ mulling action
against unvaccinated staff

SUBANG Jaya City Council (MBS]) is consid-
ering redesignating employees who refuse
to be vaccinated against Covid-19, and sus-
pending a special allowance for enforce-
ment personnel who refuse to be inoculat-
ed.

The issue of unvaccinated council staffers
was brought up at MBSJ’s full hoard meeting
yesterday, when it was revealed that of the
15 who had yet to be vaccinated, five refused
to get their jabs and only two had given valid
doctor’s letters exempting them due to medi-
cal conditions.

“The excuse that they have not received
an appointment does not hold water since
walk-ins for Covid-19 jabs are allowed,” said
Subang Jaya mayor Noraini Roslan.

“We will need to look into redesignating
non-vaccinated employees to duties that do
not require them to interact with the public
and other staffers.

“Enforcement officers who refuse to get
jabbed may possibly have their special
RM300 allowance suspended.

“That allowance was determined hy the
Selangor government because of their front-
line duties.

“But if they cannot be out in public
because of their unvaccinated status, then
there is no reason to pay that allowance,”
said Noraini, adding that MBS] had to be
firm and not be seen as practising double
standards, since unvaccinated members of
the public could not enter certain council
premises such as markets.

Several MBS] councillors supported

Noraini’s proposals, with George Yap Kok
Weng suggesting that unvaccinated staffers
undergo regular Covid-19 testing and bear
the cost of those tests on their own.

Meanwhile, Mohan Singh Surtar Singh
questioned where unvaccinated employees
would be placed since office duties still
required them to interact with others.

After debating the matter, Noraini said:
“We will give the unvaccinated employees a
deadline to get their jabs.

“Other details including redesignation of
duties will be decided by the Management
Services Department and Health
Department.”

The meeting, which was held in a hybrid
manner, also saw the tabling of two papers.

Management Services Department deputy
director Nik Zalina Megat Muda presented a
proposal to adopt a circular issued by
Selangor state secretary (local government
section) on management guidelines for coun-
cillors under Selangor’s local authorities.

Town Planning Department deputy direc-
tor Hazman Mohd Mahayudin later tabled a
paper on the installation of solar photovolta-
ic panels in the staff parking lot area at
MBSJ’s headquarters.

“According to the contract, the solar panel
installation and maintenance will be done by
GSparx Sdn Bhd, a subsidiary of Tenaga
Nasional Bhd, and does not involve any cost
on MBSJ’s part.

“The total installed capacity is 100kV,” he
said.

The paper was accepted, with Noraini sug-
gesting that the initiative could be further
expanded to other suitable MBS] facilities
such as Stadium Serdang and 3K Complex.

Groceries provided to Hulu Selangor folk

HULU Selangor District Council
(MDHS) and Segi Value Holdings

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SEVERAL low-cost flats in Selangor
have received two recycling bins
and one aerobin compost bin each
from Subang Jaya City Council
(MBS]) to facilitate their community
recycling and composting activities.

MBS] sponsored the bins for
Puchong Perdana Flats and
Puchong Permai Community
Garden in Puchong as well as
Ruselia Flats and Ruselia
Community Garden in Taman
Pinggiran Putra, Seri Kembangan.

Subang Jaya mayor Noraini
Roslan presented the bins. Also
present were MBS] councillors for
the respective areas — Aniza
Jamaluddin (Taman Puchong
Permai-Zone 14), Mohd Fitri
Jamaludin (Taman Puchong
Perdana-Zone 13) and Anbarasan
Murugesu (Taman Pinggiran Putra-
Zone 19).

In a statement, MBS] Corporate
and Strategic Management
Department deputy director
Azfarizal Abdul Rashid said the city
council was committed to increase
awareness of the environment and
implementation of recycling activi-
ties among local communities.

“Itis also part of the council’s
efforts to reduce the amount of
waste sent to landfills.”

He said the 660-litre blue-and-or-
ange recycling bins would facilitate
the handling and processing of
recyclable materials in a more effi-
cient and centralised manner by
joint management bodies at the
flats.

“Money generated from the sale
of the recyclable materials can be
ch lled back to the resi >
said Azfarizal.

gardens, he said, was to assist in
composting garden waste.

“Fertiliser from such composting
measures can be used by garden-
ers,” he added.

Azfarizal said such programmes
allowed the mayor to meet resi-
dents, present food aid to needy
families and visit community gar-
dens run by locals.

Overall, MBS] distributed recy-
cling bins to 13 flats and compost
bins to 26 community gardens in its
administrative area.

“The funds used to purchase the
bins came from the trust account
for plastic bag charges by Selangor
government to local authorities, of
which 40% would be used for the
impl ion of envir 1
or green programmes,” Azfarizal
explained.

“Other green programmes and
initiatives by MBS] with local com-
munities are waste separation at
source, used cooking oil collection,
recycling kiosks and e-waste recy-
cling.

“Through the implementation
of continuous environmental

awareness programmes and recy-
cling activities, MBS] is targeting a
recycling rate of 22% this year,” he
said.

He added that MBSJ’s achieve-
ments in recycling included
36,286.77 tonnes of materials col-
lected in 2020 with a 12.3% recy-

THE 100-Year Flood Mitigation
Project in Selangor is expected to
be completed within a year, as some
of the ongoing works had been
affected by the Movement Control
Order.

Mentri Besar Datuk Seri Amiru-
din Shari explained that the exist-
ing mitigation project was for the
drainage and irrigation system for
50 years, which was seen as no
longer able to accommodate a large
amount of rainwater in some areas
of the state due to the rapid deve-
lopment projects.

He said it was decided last year
that the project cannot be done in a
hurry as it requires technical
reports from relevant departments.

This is because every time
we build new bunds, they collapse.

“Maybe we need a new structure
s0 that the bunds will not collapse
and cause floods as what had hap-

pened several times in Dengkil and
Kuala Selangor,” he told reporters
after the contribution presentation
ceremony from Kumpulan Semesta
Sdn Bhd to the Selangor govern-
ment yesterday.

According to Shah Alam City
Council, the heavy rainfall in Shah
Alam on Sunday reached 148mm
above the normal level within five
hours.

The downpour, which started
around 4.30pm, caused flash floods
in several areas including Section 4,
Section 9, Section 13, Section 25
(Taman Sri Muda) and Kampung
Kebun Bunga.

Meanwhile, the contribution of
RM10.4 million from the state sub-
sidiary includes the company’s
annual contribution, heritage fund,
financial aid for Palestinians to the
Selangor Prihatin Humanitarian
Fund and the Selangor Kita Eco-
nomic Stimulus Package 2.0.

In the 12th Malaysia Plan, the
Selangor government has requested
for the federal government to

increase the number of schools in
the city, especially those with high
population density.

Amirudin hoped the basic facili-
ties of these schools would be
examined because the number of
students for each class in urban
areas is especially worrying and
more than the recommended rate,
some reaching over 50 students.

“This could affect the learning
condition of students while the
pandemic has heightened the
importance of the ventilation sys-
tem in the classroom.

“Many school sites had been pre-
pared and handed over to the fed-
eral government and we hope the
construction of schools could be
done immediately as there is high
demand,” he added.

He gave Elmina as an example,
where the population is estimated
at 50,000 people with five school
sites but not a single school has
been built, resulting in the children
having to go to school in Subang
Bestari.
