hinggalah mereka disabit kesala-
han di mahkamah.

Katanya, insentif itu adalah tam-
bahan kepada langkah kerajaan
negeri meminda Enakmen Lem-
baga Urus Air Selangor (LUAS)
1999 pada sidang Dewan Undangan
Negeri (DUN) bulan hadapan, bagi
mengenakan hukuman lebih tegas
kepada penjenayah alam sekitar.

“Pada sidang DUN pada 1 No-
vember ini, kita akan naikkan den-
da kepada minimum RM200,000
hingga RM1 juta dan penjara tidak
lebih tiga tahun.

“Untuk galakkan orang ramai
membuat aduan dan menyalurkan
maklumat berkenaan pencemaran
sungai, kita akan beri ganjaran
RM20,000 selepas proses siasatan
dan hukuman dijatuhkan di mah-

kamah,” Katanya pada sidang me-
dia selepas meninjau Muka Sauk
Loji Rawatan Air (LRA) Sungai Se-
langor Fasa 2 di sini, semalam.

Dalam pada itu, beliau berkata
tidak ada kilang haram di sepan-
jang Sungai Selangor:

Katanya, kebanyakan kilang
yang mencemarkan sungai terletak
antara 30 hingga 50 kilometer (km)
dari sungai dan bahan cemar yang
dihasilkan sampai ke sungai ke-
rana ia dilepaskan ke longkang.

“Memang tak ada industri di se-
panjang sungai. Industri yang ada
terletak kira-kira 30 hingga 50 km.

“Industri yang menghasilkan ba-
han cemar itu biasanya membuang
sisa ke longkang dan ia mengalir ke
dalam anak sungai, sebelum sam-
pai ke sungai utama.

“Sepanjang Sungai Selangor me-
mang tiada industri haram. Kalau
ada pun, jauh dari sungai,” ka-
tanya. .

Loy Sian juga berkata, kerajaan
Selangor akan mula menggunakan
dron berteknologi tinggi bulan de-
pan untuk memantau kawasan
sungai.

“Kita sudah luluskan hampir
RM2 juta untuk negeri guna pakai
dron berteknologi tinggi bagi me-
laksanakan ujian sampel air de-
ngan lebih berkesan dan cepat.

Sementara itu, Presiden Persa-
tuan Penyelidikan Air dan Tenaga
Malaysia (AWER), S Piarapakaran,
berkata kerajaan perlu menyiap-
kan segera LRA Langat 2 pada ta-
hun depan atau pertengahan 2022
kerana ia satu-satunya penyelesa-
ian bagi mengurangkan impak be-
rikutan gangguan bekalan air yang
kerap berlaku di Lembah Klang.

Katanya, isu pencemaran air dan
kebocoran paip adalah situasi di
luar kawalan yang boleh berlaku
pada bila-bila masa.

“Perkara ini adalah di luar kawa-
lan, ia tidak boleh ditangani se-
penuhnya melalui langkah pe-
nguatkuasaan kerana kebiasaan-
nya yang menjadi mangsa adalah
jutaan pengguna apabila gangguan
bekalan air secara tidak berjadual
terpaksa dibuat berikutan pence-
maran atau faktor lain.

“Justeru, perancangan yang teliti
perlu dibuat supaya tidaklah apa-
bila berlaku situasi tidak dijangka,
bekalan air tersekat sepenuhnya
tetapi ada alternatif lain iaitu me-
lalui bantuan daripada loji lain.

“Setiap kali berlaku pencemaran
atau kebocoran paip, ia mengaki-
batkan gangguan air secara be-
sar-besaran berikutan margin air
sedia ada yang rendah.

“Disebabkan itu penting untuk
LRA Langat 2disiapkan segera bagi
menaikkan margin air kepada ang-
ka yang lebih selesa.

“Jika Langat 2 beroperasi, kita
ada tambahan air terawat sebanyak
1,130 juta liter air sehari (MLD) dan
sekiranya berlaku gangguan beka-
lan air di sesebuah lokasi, dapatlah
menampung keperluan semasa
pengguna,” katanya ketika dihu-
bungi BH, semalam.

Piarapakaran berkata, kerajaan
perlu menyediakan pelan kecema-

Bagaimanapun, ada pengguna
berani meredah banjir untuk
melalui jalan itu terutama ken-
deraan pacuan empat roda.

“Air pasang melebihi had ke-
biasaan dan berlaku kesesakan
perjalanan. Sila gunakan laluan
alternatif buat sementara wak-
tu,” kata kenyataan itu, sema-
lam.

Kelmarin, sekurang-kurang-
nya 12 rumah di tiga lokasi di
daerah ini terjejas susulan feno-
mena air pasang besar beruku-
ran 5.8 meter.

Sebelum ini, lima daerah di Se-
langor diramal dilanda fenomena
ini bermula September lalu hing-
ga November depan.

SHAH ALAM: Sultan Selangor,
Sultan Sharafuddin Idris Shah
sudah beberapa kali menulis su-
rat kepada Menteni Besar, Datuk
Seri Amirudin Shari berhubung
masalah air.

Tapi nampaknya surat itu
tidak memberikan kesan kerana
masalah sama masih terus berlaku
dan berulang sehingga menyu-
sahkan rakyat baginda.

Setiausaha Sulit Sultan Sela-
ngor, Datuk Muhamad Munir Bani
berkata, baginda telah banyak
kali menulis surat kepada kera-
jaan Persekutuan dan negeri ber
hubung isu bekalan air sejak 2010.

Menurut Muhamad Munir,
surat ditulis baginda adalah
supaya masalah air jangan di-
politikkan dan diatasi dengan
segera kerana merupakan ke-
perluan asas kehidupan rakyat.

“Surat baginda yang terkini

mengenai isu gangguan bekalan
air telah dihantar kepada Men-
teri Besar Selangor pada 8 Sep-
tember lalu. Dalam surat terse-
but, baginda telah memberikan
nasihat serta beberapa syor dan
pandangan untuk mengatasi
masalah bekalan air bersih.

“Tetapi nampaknya tidak
memberi kesan kerana masalah
yang sama masih terus berlaku
dan berulang sehingga menyu-
sahkan rakyat yang baginda
kasihi,” katanya dalam satu ke
nyataan semalam.

Sehubungan itu baginda
dukacita dengan nasib rakyat
negeri ini yang kini bukan sa-
haja bergelut dengan wabak
Covid-19, bahkan berhadapan
masalah gangguan bekalan air

Dalam pada itu, Muhamad
Munir berkata, Sultan Sharafu-
din turut menzahirkan kebim-
bangan terhadap peningkatan
kes baharu positif di Selangor
khususnya dan di Malaysia yang

telah mencapai jumlah tertinggi
sejak bulan Mac 2020.

Katanya, baginda menegas-
kan fokus ketika ini adalah un-
tuk memastikan risiko jangkitan
dapat dikurangkan dan sete-
rusnya menghapuskan penu-
laran wabak Covid-19.

“Baginda menyeru rakyat
agar terus mematuhi prose-
dur operasi standard (SOP) dan
tidak ingkar dengan arahan Ke-
menterian Kesihatan dan Maijlis
Keselamatan Negara (MKN).

“Sultan Selangor amat meng-
hargai usaha para doktor dan
jururawat serta petugas barisan
hadapan yang bersungguh-
sungguh untuk memberi rawa-
tan kepada pesakit Covid-19.

“Oleh yang demikian, ja-
nganlah membebankan petugas
barisan hadapan kerana baginda
mendapat tahu ramai rakyat
yang masih tidak mematuhi
arahan dan melanggar SOP yang
telah ditetapkan,” katanya.

KUALA SELANGOR: Beberapa
kilang haram dipercayai menja-
di punca berlakunya pencema-
ran bau pada sumber air men-
tah di Sungai Selangor sehingga
mengakibatkan kira-kira lima
juta pengguna terpaksa ber-
hadapan gangguan bekalan air
tidak berjadual.

Menteri Alam Sekitar dan Air,
Datuk Seri Tuan Ibrahim Tuan
Man berkata, pihaknya telah
mengenal pasti pihak terbabit
dan kini dalam usaha mengesan
mereka.

Menurutnya, pencemaran
itu dipercayai daripada bahan
pelarut seperti yang dilakukan
oleh sebuah kilang di Sungai
Gong pada awal September lalu.

“Sampel pencemaran telah di-
ambil untuk disiasat oleh Jabatan
Alam Sekitar. Perbuatan itu
mungkin dilakukan oleh kilang

haram kerana kilang berlesen se-
lalu diperiksa dan patuh syarat.

“Mereka yang melakukan
pencemaran ini dipanggil pen-
jenayah alam sekitar dan ke-
biasaan modus operandi ialah
melakukan pencemaran pada
hari cuti, bagaimanapun, kita
tidak akan berkompromi dengan
individu terlibat,” katanya dalam
sidang akhbar selepas melaku-
kan tinjauan di Loji Rawatan Air
(LRA) Sungai Selangor Fasa 2 di
sini semalam.

Terdahulu, sebanyak
1,196,457 akaun mengalami
gangguan bekalan air tidak ber-
jadual berikutan henti tugas LRA
Sungai Selangor Fasa 1, Fasa 2,
Fasa 3 dan Rantau Panjang.

Henti tugas di empat LRA itu
dilakukan susulan berlakunya
pencemaran sumber air mentah
yang dikesan di Sungai Selangor
dan melibatkan 1,292 kawasan
di wilayah Kuala Lumpur, Petal-
ing, Klang/Shah Alam, Kuala Se-

langor, Hulu Selangor, Gombak
dan Kuala Langat.

Mengulas lanjut, Tuan Ibra-
him berkata, penduduk yang
terjejas dengan gangguan beka-
lan air tidak berjadual akan
mendapat  bekalan  semula
dalam tempoh 24 jam.

FIVE daily morning markets and
32 night markets in Klang have
been allowed to operate under the
conditional movement control
order (MCO) but will have to follow
strict standard operating proce-
dures (SOP).

Four morning markets that oper-
ate once a week have also been
allowed to open.

There are a total of 58 night mar-
kets and 14 morning markets in
the Klang district, which operate
on different days of the week.

MPK Wet Market and Hawkers
Department director Azhar
Samsudin said the markets were
being opened in stages based on
feedback from District Health
Department and the council’s
assessment.

“Our aim is to have all the mar-
kets reopened, but it has to be done
in stages after taking feedback into
consideration as well as council
enforcement manpower con-
straints,” he added.

“Now, with a total of 41 markets
operating, it has stretched our
manpower as measures include
separate entrances and exits, a
guided walk path, controlled num-

ber of people at any given time and
enforcement officers stationed at
each site.

“Our current approach will see
32 night markets and five morning
markets operate under strict SOP
as our aim is to keep traders and
customers safe.”

Azhar added that the trading
areas allowed to reopen were part
of efforts to get the local economic
engine moving and Klang District
Health Office would conduct spot

checks to gauge if traders and cus-
tomers abided by the SOP.

“Stalls within market areas that
fail to follow the SOP can be shut
down while customers who fail to
wear a mask risk being issued
fines.

“Simple SOP, based on how trad-
ers and customers conduct them-
selves, will be taken into account
before a decision is made to reopen
other trading areas,” he said.

The Klang district has the most

night and morning market trading
lots in Selangor.

“On a given night, we have at
least 10 night markets in different
locations and we need enforce-
ment, licensing and health person-
nel there.

“MPK will iron out the arrange-
ments for smoother operations,” he
added.

Azhar advised all visitors to
these markets to wear face masks,
practise social distancing and wash
their hands frequently.

“Night and morning market trad-
ers are also not allowed to employ
foreigners,” he said.

MB: Probe under way on Sungai Selangor pollution

KLANG: A police report has been
lodged over the odour pollution in
Sungai Selangor which has left mil-
lions of consumers in most parts of
the Klang Valley high and dry.
“Investigation is under way,” said
Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri
Amirudin Shari after visiting the
area of contamination yesterday.
Amirudin, who visited the site at
the Sungai Selangor Phase (SSP2) 2
Raw Water Intake Plant in Bestari
Jaya, also said in a Facebook post that
rehabilitation work was underway.
Meanwhile, Environment and
Water Minister, Datuk Seri Tuan
Ibrahim Tuan Man, who also visited
the site, said his ministry was work-

ing at identifying where the pollution
had come from.

“We suspect that the pollution may
have come from a factory.

We have identified and shortlisted
three or four locations to be investi-
gated for the source of the contami-
nation,” Tuan Ibrahim told reporters
at the site yesterday.

He said initial investigations indi-
cated the odour pollution was caused
by a solvent which smelled similar to
the contamination that had occurred
in September.

“The ministry had identified sever-
al industrial areas as the source of
pollution (in September),” he said,
confirming that the matter was still

being investigated.

The minister said it was also not
ruled out that illegal factories operat-
ing around Selangor could have
dumped the solvent in the river.

He added that factories licensed by
the ministry would generally under-
go regular inspections to ascertain
there was compliance before licenc-
es were renewed.

The Selangor Water Management
Authority had countered the contam-
ination by releasing 285 million litres
per day (MLD) from HORAS 600 and
pumped 336 (MLD) water from alter-
native ponds to dilute the Sungai
Selangor water.

The contamination yesterday had

shut down Phases 1, 2 and 3 of the
Sungai Selangor water treatment
plant as well as the Rantau Panjang
water treatment plant which sup-
plied water to some five million con-
sumers.

Meanwhile, Association of Water
and Energy Research Malaysia presi-
dent S. Piarapakaran said it was time
to speed up the delayed completion
of the Langat 2 Water Treatment
Plant.

“When Langat 2 is completed, it
will increase the water supply by
15% to 20%.

“In the event similar incidents
happen again, fewer households will
be affected,” he said.

Apart from that, said Piarapa-
karan, the state government must
also create a database of all the facto-
ries and manufacturing plants that
were potential river polluters so that
it would be easy to monitor them.

He added that when the current
factories were relocated to prevent
pollution of water sources, serious
efforts must also be in place to ensure
new ones did not sprout up.

Residents demand immediate action to ensure no more water disruptions

With millions of

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Businesses suffer from unscheduled water cuts

BUSINESSES that are heavily
dependent on water will not be
able to operate for more than one
day of unscheduled water cuts.

Most owners do not have any
contingency plan and cannot
afford one, such as storing water
all year round, due to space con-
straints.

The repeated water cuts in
Klang Valley had caused many
businesses to suffer when they
were forced to close after a day as
their water reserves had depleted.

Petaling Jaya’s Kurnia Dialysis
Centre secretary David Chong Fui
Thung said they had to turn away
30 patients who were scheduled
for treatment during the last major
disruption on Sept 5.

“We have two 5,000-litre water
tanks, but due to our extremely
high usage, it will not even last us
a full day.

“Even if we wanted to store
more water as backup, we do not
have the space.

“We have 70 patients, who come
for treatment between two to three
times a week. On average, we treat
between 30 and 40 patients daily.

“Every patient needs 140 litres
of water per visit, and every other
day, we need 2,000 litres to back-
wash the reverse osmosis system.

“We open daily, except Sunday.
We cannot afford to shut down
even for a day because our
patients depend on us,” he said,
adding that the last time this hap-
pened, they were lucky because
Bandar Utama assemblyman

arrange for Air Selangor to refill
the centre’s tanks.

Laundry businesses were also
badly affected by unscheduled
water cuts.

Selangor and Kuala Lumpur

Laundry Association president
Tham Ah Wah said storing water
all year round was not feasible as
they would need a big space to
store high volume of water.

“We use a lot of water for wash-
ing and rinsing. Laundry shops
and launderettes will fare better
because they cater to residents in
the area.

“The launderettes can close and
the laundry shops which mostly
clean non-essential clothes can
delay delivery to customers.

“However, laundry factories
service big clients, including
hotels. Many hotels depend on
laundry factories to clean their
linens. One day of closure will
cause dirty linens to pile up.

“I presume many families
checked into hotels to bathe during
the last major water cut, as we saw
a sudden surge in dirty linens.

“Hotels were demanding for
clean linens as their needs
increased but laundry factories
were unable to deliver on time.

“We could request Air Selangor
to deliver water but we are not
their priority.

“We can buy water from private
companies, but it will be four
times more expensive and does
not make economic sense,” he said.

Tham said once water supply
resumed after the Sept 5 water cut,
the piles of dirty laundry were so
overwhelming that the laundry
factory workers had to work
round-the-clock to clear the loads.

He urged the authorities to
increase their reserves to limit
sudden water cuts to less than 24
hours.

Coffee Bar and Restaurant
Dealers Association president
Cheah Poo Kuang said it was not
advisable to store water excessive-
ly even if there was space, because
its weight could damage the build-
ing’s structure and compromise
the safety of its occupants.

“If you have space on the
ground floor, perhaps it is possible
but most water storage tanks are
on the higher levels. We should not
risk the safety of the building at
any cost.

“We have about 400 active
members and those affected will
close shop after running out of
water.

“Once water supply resumes,
they will reopen. We do not have a
better choice,” he said.

OUT-OF-STATE staycations and
“balik kampung” trips are not an
option for those affected by the
latest water cut following the
shutdown of the Phase 1, 2, 3 and
Rantau Panjang water treatment
plants yesterday.

Neither will it be as convenient
for the whole family to eat out.

Following restrictions put on
interstate travel set by the condi-
tional movement control order
(MCO) in Kuala Lumpur and
Selangor, affected residents have
little choice but to stay put and face
the hardship of sudden disrupted
water supply.

When taps ran dry last month
due to water pollution in Sungai
Selangor, Subang Jaya resident
Chai May Ping was able to pack up
and leave for her mother’s home in
another state, thus solving her pre-
dicament.

“Too bad, I will not be able to do
so this time around,” sighed Chai.

Commenting that the water cut
could not have come at a more
inconvenient time, another Subang
Jaya resident Celina Chen said the
rule limiting two people in a car
meant she would have to make
two trips from home to a restau-
rant and vice-versa if the family
opted to eat out during the water
cut.

“Takeaway is not a viable option
at this time as it would be a waste
of precious resources to wash
plates and cutlery when water can
be better utilised for drinking,”
said Chai, who was lining up to
fetch water.

Muhammad Harun, also from
Subang Jaya, said the lack of stand-
ard operating procedures (SOP)
observance among residents who
came to fetch water from the static
tanks in front of Kompleks 3C at
Jalan S$13/3 in Subang Jaya, was
very worrying.

Though many of the residents
were wearing masks, he observed
that there were no arrangements
putin place to ensure physical dis-
tancing, the taking of temperature
readings and contact details.

“I am worried as many people
will be touching the taps, so I have
brought my own hand sanitiser,”
said Muhammad.

On the whole, residents said they
were still in the dark as to why
their water tanks had run dry this
time around.

Many were under the impres-
sion that the problem was due to
an earlier announcement by Air
Selangor of a broken pipe which
had affected 686 areas in Petaling,
Gombak, Klang, Shah Alam, Kuala
Lumpur and Hulu Selangor.

However, the present water cut

was the result of the shutting down
of the Phase 1, 2, 3 and Rantau
Panjang water treatment plants
after pollution of raw water
resources was detected in Sungai
Selangor at 2am yesterday.

Some 1.2 million households in
1,292 areas covering Kuala
Lumpur, Petaling, Klang, Shah
Alam, Kuala Selangor, Hulu
Selangor and Kuala Langat were
affected.

At press time, Air Selangor had
yet to announce when water
supply would be fully restored as
the flushing of contaminants was

ongoing.

The reaction of the residents
who spoke to StarMetro on the lat-
est round of supply disruption was
one of anger and disappointment.

Hawker stall operator Cheah
Boon Hing said he hoped authori-
ties would go after the polluters
and make them accountable for
their actions.

“After what happened last
month where the same water
treatment plants had to be shut
down due to the same reason, the
authorities should have learned
their lesson.

“Polluters should also realise
that their actions are affecting the
livelihoods of others.

“For hawkers like us, disruption
of water supply means that we will
not be able to operate.

“Each day that we are not able to
operate is loss of income for us.

“Are these polluters willing to
compensate us for our loss?” asked
Cheah.

Subang Jaya assemblyman
Michelle Ng, who was at Jalan
$S13/3 to render assistance to the
public, said recurring incidents of
river pollution were an indication
that legislation on river care, water
security and environmental poli-
cies needed to be reviewed and
changed.

“For now, the current penalties
imposed cannot cover the clean-up
cost of pollution.

“So we are recommending the
minimum penalty be increased to
RM200,000,” said Ng.

She added that a mechanism
such as “Polluter Pays Principle”
would have to be imposed on
industries that continued to pollute.

Under the policy, a fee is charged
to factories to have their wastes
recycled.

On the relocation of factories sit-
uated near the Sungai Selangor
basin, Ng said the matter of
Selangor’s water reserve had been
brought up in a select committee
hearing in May and tabled at the
Selangor state assembly in July.

“In the committee’s findings, it
was pointed out that water flow
and not location was the main
problem.

“Even if the factories were relo-
cated, if they continued to dump
their waste into manholes, these
would go into the drains and then
end up in the river.

“The solution would be in a zero
discharge policy whereby a recy-
cling plant should ideally be built
to capture upstream effluents and
later be released downstream
away from the water treatment
plant,” said Ng.

The tougher penalty for offend-
ers is expected to be tabled at the
state assembly sitting at the end of
this month.
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RM2mil drones to be used to catch polluters

PETALING JAYA: Four mili-
tary-grade drones will be deployed
next month to catch water pollut-
ers.

Selangor environment, green
technology, science, technology and
innovation and consumer affairs
committee chairman Hee Loy Sian
said the drones would be used to
closely monitor Sungai Selangor and
Sungai Langat river basins.

“The drones cost the state govern-
ment RM2mil and they will be used
by the Selangor Water Management
Authority.

“The drones will be used for
round-the-clock monitoring at the
sites and they are equipped with
night vision too.

“The attention is on the river
basins at Sungai Selangor and
Sungai Langat because these are the
locations where pollution most fre-
quently happens.

“This drone is of military standard
and has features that enables night
surveillance too,” said Hee at a press
conference held at Sungai Gong,
Rawang yesterday.

He also announced that stiffer
penalties under the Selangor Water
Management Authority Enactment
1999 would be tabled for approval at
the upcoming Selangor State
Assembly sitting.

“The current maximum fine for
water polluters is RM100,000 or
imprisonment of not more than

three years.

“We are going to increase the fine
to a minimum of RM200,000 and
maximum of RM1mil as well as a jail
term of not more than three years,”
he elaborated.

Whistleblowers who report any

act of pollution will also be reward-
ed with RM20,000
“We will protect the identity of the
whistleblowers,” Hee assured.
Meanwhile, he said there were no
illegal factories along Sungai
Selangor, and the Selayang Muni-

cipal Council had been working
hard in monitoring the river round
the clock too.

“We are still investigating the cur-
rent source of this odour pollution,
which is suspected to be from a sol-
vent.

“The state government does not
rule out acts of sabotage.

“We have lodged a police report
and will wait for the outcome of the
investigation,” he said when asked
about the source of pollution.

Hee said the odour pollution was
recorded at about one TON (thresh-
old odour number).

Klang Valley folks woke up to the
news of a water cut yesterday morn-
ing as a million accounts in the
Klang Valley faced a water supply
disruption due to suspected contam-
ination of Sungai Selangor.

Water utility company Air Selan-
gor said contamination was detected
around 2am yesterday, forcing a
shutdown of Phase 1, 2, 3 and Rantau
Panjang water treatment plants.

This has resulted in unscheduled
water cuts in 1,292 areas in Kuala
Lumpur, Petaling, Klang, Shah Alam,
Kuala Selangor, Hulu Selangor,
Gombak and Kuala Langat.

Ruler concerned by frequent disruptions and spike in Covid-19 cases

KLANG: The Sultan of Selangor,
Sultan Sharafuddin Idris Shah, is
saddened by the plight of the people
of the state who are struggling with
the Covid-19 pandemic, as well as
the water disruption.

“His Highness has many times
written to the federal and state gov-
ernments with regard to the water
issue since 2009 for the matter not to
be politicised,” said a statement from
the Selangor Palace.

It said that the Ruler had also
requested the federal and state gov-
ernments to resolve the problem
immediately as water is a basic
necessity.

“The latest letter from His
Highness dated Sept 8, 2020 about

the water disruption issue has been
sent to the Mentri Besar,” said the
statement signed by Sultan
Sharafuddin’s private secretary
Datuk Mohamad Munir Bani.

The statement said Sultan
Sharafuddin had advised and given
some recommendations as well as
views on overcoming the water dis-
ruption.

However, Sultan Sharafuddin said
the recommendations he had made
to Mentri Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin
Shari on overcoming the water issue
appeared to have had no effect at all
as the problem still persisted and
had inconvenienced his subjects.

On the Covid-19 pandemic, the
statement said the Ruler was con-

cerned with the increase in the num-
ber of new cases in Selangor and the
country.

“Following the new develop-
ments, His Highness is urging the
people to continue adhering to the
standard operating procedure (SOP)
and not disobey instructions issued
by the Health Ministry and the
National Security Council,” it said.

It said Sultan Sharafuddin also
deeply appreciated the efforts of
doctors and nurses as well as other
frontliners who had been working
hard to care for Covid-19 patients.

“In view of this, do not burden the
frontliners because His Highness
came to know that there are many
people who are not complying with

instructions and the SOP that has
been set,” said the statement.

It added that Sultan Sharafuddin
specifically advised the people to
continue being at home, not go out if
there was no urgent need to do so
and to always wear a face mask in
public places.

Sultan Sharafuddin also urged
individuals who had been to high-
risk locations or places categorised
as red zones to report themselves
immediately to the nearest health
centre to undergo a test, instead of
keeping their health status under
wraps.

He emphasised the current focus
on lowering the risk of infection and
eventually stopping the pandemic.

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Foreigners under hired guards

Residents employ security to ensure they don't leave premises

KLANG: Fearful for their safety
and that of their families, residents
living in two apartment blocks in
Bayu Perdana here have hired secu-
rity guards to ensure that the almost
30 Nepali factory workers there do
not leave their units.

Prima Bayu Apartments resi-
dents’ association president P.
Mageswarren said they feared the
men, who work for a factory in
Port Klang, might have contracted
Covid-19.

“The factory has rented seven
apartment units here to house 50
workers and 21 of them were found
to be Covid-19 positive during a
routine test conducted by their
company last week,” said
Mageswarren.

He added that the factory, which
temporarily ceased operations
because of this, had notified the res-
idents association about the matter.

“We were told on Thursday night
and we informed the Health
Department which took the 21 men
away on Friday evening,” he said.

According to Mageswarren, the
residents were worried as the
remaining workers were still in
the premises and had not been
removed from there.

“They had stayed together with
the 21 Nepalis who were infected
and even if they had tested negative
during the company routine testing,
they could be positive by now or
anytime soon,” said Mageswarren.

So, the only thing the residents
could do for now, he said, was to
prevent the remaining Nepalis from
leaving their apartments by hiring
security guards to keep an eye on
them.

He added that there were 650
families and about 2,000 people in
the two blocks.

One of the association’s commit-
tee members, Karpal Singh, was
also on standby to make sure noth-
ing untoward happens.

Mageswarren also said the asso-

ciation had contacted the Klang dis-
trict health office asking for the
residents to be tested for Covid-19.

“They told us that we would be
charged a minimum of RM150 for a
test and our residents find this cost-
ly as there are several people in
each family.

“We can only afford to pay RM50
for each test,” said Mageswarren
who added that he had written to
Klang MP Charles Santiago seeking
help to negotiate with the health
department for a lower rate.

Mageswarren said it was neces-
sary to conduct tests on the resi-
dents as they had shared common
staircases, lifts and walkways with
the infected men.

When contacted, Santiago said
he would be having a Zoom meet-
ing with the district health officer
today asking for a cheaper rate

for the tests.

“The tests have to be done
because the panicked residents had
shared common areas including the
lifts with the infected factory work-
ers,” he added.

Why do water
cuts keep
recurring?

Kuala Lumpur and Selangor are supposed to
be the most developed parts of the country.

THIS is pure nonsense. People in the Klang
Valley deserve better than to be facing inces-
sant water disruptions.

Kuala Lumpur and Selangor are the most
populous areas in the country, and also make
up the nerve centre of administrative and
commercial endeavours.

Every time there’s a water cut, the conse-
quence isn’t mere inconvenience to business-
es, but devastation, too.

It's bad enough that the Covid-19 pandemic
has impacted small businesses like restau-
rants, hair salons, laundries, bakeries and
households, and now this.

It doesn’t matter if your home supply isn't
cut because indirectly, you will still be affect-
ed. And that gives us every right to be livid
because this has happened far too many
times, and in quick succession as well.

This simply isn’t befitting of a place like the
Klang Valley.

The latest is another suspected contamina-
tion, this time of Sungai Selangor, which has
forced Pengurusan Air Selangor Sdn Bhd (Air
Selangor) to issue a stop-work order on its
Phase 1, 2, 3 and Rantau Panjang water treat-
ment plants, causing an unscheduled water-
cut to 1,196,457 accounts in the state.

The contamination was detected around
2am on Monday.

“Repair works on the burst pipe at the Sg
Selangor Phase 1 water treatment plant is
about 80% complete but works cannot contin-
ue because of odour pollution at the same
plant,” Air Selangor said in a statement.

Just over the weekend, households in
Selangor had also endured another water cut
caused by a burst pipe on Saturday.

The new unscheduled water cut comes just
as households are reeling from an earlier
disruption in September, also caused by river
contamination at Sg Gong, which feeds Sg
Selangor.

The bigger question is, why is this recurring
and when will we stop hearing the overused
cliché of the authorities assuring us that they
will get to the bottom of it? At the minute, this
conundrum looks like a bottomless pit.

Factories are still located near waterways
and the public continue to deem our rivers —
the lifeline of our water supply - rubbish
dumps and sewer systems.

In an interview with environmental activ-
ist Maya Karin last week, the actress told me
that she once found a sofa floating in a river!

Civic and environmental consciousness
need to be instilled at school level for change

to appear down the line.

It has been reported that the Malaysian
Anti-Corruption Commission (MACC) has
begun investigations into the Sungai Gong
pollution, which led to more than 1.2 million
users in Kuala Lumpur and Selangor facing
watercuts in September.

In a statement, the MACC said the investiga-
tion is intended to analyse whether there
were elements of corruption in the incident
implicating enforcement officers.

In September, after the public outcry, we
learnt that one of the factories responsible for
the contamination in Rawang was shut down
by the authorities for two weeks.

The factory was alleged to have released
solvents into Sungai Gong, which flows into
Sungai Sembah, one of the main rivers of
Sungai Selangor.

However, what angered many of us is the
Selayang Municipal Council (MPS) saying the
factory responsible for the pollution had been
operating illegally since 2014.

How could this have happened for years
without the enforcement acting on it, unless
its officers were complacent or on the
take?

If that’s not bad enough, it was also report-
ed that a factory which repairs heavy
machinery was among the 308 factories
found operating illegally under MPS’ jurisdic-
tion.

Selangor executive councillor in charge of
local government, public transportation and
new village development Ng Sze Han said
unlicensed factories that pose a high risk of
causing pollution, due to the nature of their
business, must move.

Please tell us something we don’t already
know. He reportedly said “we need to relook
licensed operations that process raw sewage
near rivers or water bodies”.

Why is there a need for a relook? They
shouldn’t even be there in the first place.

He disclosed that more than 700 unlicensed
factories in the Klang district are at risk of
being shut down by the authorities if owners
fail to legalise their operations before Dec 31.

Klang has 1,127 unlicensed factories, while
only 395 are legal.

At least 732 have not submitted documents
to the district land office for land conversion
from agriculture to industrial.

Others have not even submitted building
plans to legalise the building structure, he said.

We are sick and tired of these afterthoughts,
excuses and promises of action, which, well,
hold no water, and lead to nothing - until the
next water cut, of course.
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Selangor to make polluters pay up to RM1 million

KUALA SELANGOR: The Selangor
government is set to amend a
- state law, which will see those
polluting waterways being pe-
nalised with a maximum fine of
RM1 million as well as a jail term.
Selangor Environment, Green
Technology and Consumer Af-
fairs Committee chairman Hee
Loy Sian said this would be the
crux of the amendment to the
Selangor Water Management Au-
thority (Luas) Enactment 1999 at
the upcoming state assembly sit-
ting on Nov 1.

“Currently, the law provides for
amaximum fine of RM100,000 or
imprisonment of those found
guilty of the offence. -

“Once the amendment is passed,
those found guilty will face a min-
imum fine of RM200,000 not ex-
ceeding RM1 million, and a jail
term of up to three years.

“In addition, whistle-blowers
who provide information on pol-
luters will be rewarded RM20,000
after investigations are conclud-
ed, and judgment is pronounced.”

He was speaking after visiting

the Sungai Selangor Phase 2 wa-
ter treatment plant with Environ-
ment and Water Minister Datuk
Seri Tuan Ibrahim Tuan Man.

The visit came in the wake of Air
Selangor shutting down its Sungai
Selangor Phase 1, 2, 3 water treat-
ment plants and the Rantau Pan-
jang water treatment plant.

Hee said the Selangor govern-
ment was also focusing efforts on
tracking down polluters. The
state government, he said, had
approved RM20 million to pur-
chase high-tech drones.

Long-term plans
needed to ensure no
more water supply
disruptions, say
experts

HE latest round of un-

scheduled water disrup-

tions to hit the Klang Val-

ley has once again raised
questions over the effectiveness
and hardiness of the country’s
water treatment systems.

Experts believe that apart from
cracking down hard on those
found guilty of polluting the na-
tion’s waterways, more long-term
plans are needed to ensure that
such disruptions remain a thing
of the past.

Yasmin Rashid, president of
environmental non-governmen-
tal organisation EcoKnights, said
the country’s cycle of water pol-

lution was emblematic of the en-

vironmental violations which
have intensified over the years.

“We are either negligent or
completely irresponsible. Com-
panies are still allowed to operate
near water extraction points and
resources, so when they pollute,
Air Selangor (Syarikat Penguru-
san Air Selangor Sdn Bhd) has no
choice but to shut down its plants
for consumer safety.

“Meanwhile, land is still being
improperly used and waste is still
indiscriminately released. All
this time, we have been paying
for the polluters’ crimes.

“Something needs to be en-
forced here urgently. We have the
laws and the regulations, so who
is taking the lead in ensuring the
law and regulations work?”

Yasmin said water manage-
ment companies should study
advanced technologies used to
capture waste water and make it
usable for other uses so as not to
stress the country’s raw water re-
sources.

“We need to shift the thinking.
We cannot always be extracting
raw water sources. Singapore’s
NEWater system, for example, is
about consuming efficiently and

in a sustainable manner,” she
added.

Meanwhile, Malaysian Water
Association president Datuk Ab-
dul Kadir Mohd Din said Air Se-
langor needed to be transparent
with how it managed its water
sources.

“This (water disruption) is be-
coming a monthly affair. Yester-
day (on Sunday), when the river
became polluted, it released
clean water from the dam or Hy-
brid Off-River Augmentation Sys-
tem into the river to flush out the
contaminants.

“It’s a waste of clean water.
They should use it as a backup
water source by supplying to the
plant for the consumers while
treating the problem.

“Air Selangor should maximise
Off-River Storage by building a
pipeline from the pond to the
treatment plant as a backup wa-
ter source, or even build more
reservoirs.

“This would be a more logical
thing to do and would give con-
sumers a day or two to stock up

on water.”

He added that the people were
weary of dealing with water cuts
each time the water sources be-
come polluted.

“This has happened one too
many times and the people are
fed up. This reasoning is no
longer acceptable.”

Alliance for Safe Community
chairman Tan Sri Lee Lam Thye
said the authorities or agencies
involved must be held account-
able for their actions.

“They owe the public an expla-
nation. An apology from them is
not sufficient. Who will compen-
sate the public for the gross in-
convenience, hardship and stress
that they have had to endure so
needlessly?”

Lee said various non-govern-
mental organisations and con-
cerned citizens had often called
for an audit of the factories that
line Sungai Selangor, but to no
avail.

He added that politicians must
put aside their political differ-
ences and work together to solve

this never-ending issue.

“The people need them to act
now. The people are not inter-
ested, at this time, in who runs
the government and who gov-
erns. They just want their basic
needs to be met.”

Lee. said the water disruption
had also affected the safety of the
people, especially as Covid-19 in-
fections were spreading at a fast
rate.

“As part of the standard oper-
ating procedures during this pan-
demic, we are exhorted to ob-
serve proper hygiene which re-
quires us to wash our hands
frequently but how does one do
this without running water?

“And with our movements re-
stricted during the Conditional
Movement Control Order, we
cannot even go over to our
friends’ houses for a shower,” he
said.

Lee urged all relevant parties to
tackle the water disruption issue
as it is could have been avoided,
unlike the restrictions put into
place due to Covid-19.
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Air Selangor
explains latest
water cuts

KUALA LUMPUR: There seems to be no
end to water woes for the people of
Selangor.  Another  unscheduled
disruption yesterday left more than a
million households high and dry.

Head of corporate communications
at Pengurusan Air Selangor Sdn Bhd (Air
Selangor) Elina Baseri said the latest
round of disruption was again caused by
water pollution. As a result, operations at
four water treatment plants in Sungai
Selangor had to be suspended.

She said the pollution of the raw
water source was discovered at 2am
yesterday and operations at Phases 1, 2
and 3 as well as the Rantau Panjang
treatment plants in Sungai Selangor
were halted immediately. She said
action was taken to “thaw flush” the
contaminants found in Sungai Selangor.

“As of 6.30am yesterday, the pollution
was still obvious in Sungai Selangor at 1
TON (threshold odour number). This is
an indication of how many dilutions is
needed to produce odour-free water.

The areas affected by the water
disruption are Kuala Lumpur, Petaling
Jaya, Shah Alam, Kuala Selangor, Hulu
Selangor, Gombak and Kuala Langat,
Elina said in a statement.

Air Selangor has mobilised tankers to
affected consumers, with priority for
hospitals and dialysis centres.

Consumers who need emergency
water supply can call 15300. Updates will
be posted on channels used by Air
Selangor, including Twitter, Facebook,
Instagram, Air Selangor mobile
application and its official website
www.airselangor.com.

AFFECTED consumers should
be compensated over any unsche-

duled water disruption, pressure
group and industry players said

Research Malaysia (AWER) presi-
dent S Piarapakaran said this is
important considering the recur-
rence of water disruptions, particu-
larly in the Klang Valley, has been
increasing lately.

The latest water contamination
in Selangor yesterday forced Sya-
rikat Pengurusan Air Selangor
Sdn Bhd to shut down four water
treatment plants (LRAs), affecting
1.2 million account holders in 1,292
areas including Kuala Lumpur (KL).

Piarapakaran said last month,
AWER had proposed to the
government to amend the Environ-
mental Quality Act 1974 (EQA), allo-
wing affected parties to claim for
their losses from the offender.

He said should the additional
clause be included into the EQA
law this year, the Department of
Environment can start to work on
the complainant procedures.

“On the mechanism and calcula-
tion, we can have a baseline on how
much a company can claim, accor-
ding to their audited financial report

“As for individual accounts,
this can be offset into their monthly
billing through rebates.

“It is easy because Air Selangor
knows how much revenue is derived
from the affected households,”
Piarapakaran told The Malaysian
Reserve (TMR) when contacted

“Through this, polluters will
be penalised at a higher rate, from
the government and as well as from
the affected parties,” he added

As it is, there are no provisions in
any act that allow consumers to file
claims over water disruption, except
through civil suits, he explained

“On pollution issues, we cannot
ask compensation from the water
supplier because in the Water Ser-
vices Industry Act 2006, the move
to shut down the plant operation
is to protect the user from consu-
ming polluted water.

“As such, we propose an addi-
tional clause to be made in the EQA.
At least there is a channel for the
affected parties to claim over their
losses and penalise the polluters.”

The LRA operation at Sungai
Selangor Phases 1, 2, 3 and Rantau
Panjang were forced to stop after
Air Selangor discovered the raw
water sources. polluted.

Subsequently, Environment and
Water Minister Datuk Seri Tuan Ibra-
him Tuan Man said based on the
preliminary check, the solvent came
from an industry or factory source.

On Oct 17, households in Selangor
endured a water cut caused by a
burst pipe. Households were already
reeling from an earlier disruption
in September, also caused by river
contamination at Sungai Gong,

The Chinese Chamber of Com-
merce & Industry of KL and Selan-
gor VP Datuk Tan Tian Meng said
besides manufacturing sectors,
water disruptions will also affect
hawkers who are already affected
by strict guidelines during the Con-
ditional Movement Control Order.

“On principle, when you cause
losses to one party, you must
compensate.

“However, | cannot see how you
could claim from the polluter, espe-
cially if they are small companies
who have no money to pay for
the compensation,” he told TMR.

Tan said Air Selangor should
have a minimum service level
agreement to the public.

For example, he said the water
supplier should pledge to have a
minimum target of unscheduled
water disruption. Otherwise, they
should be bound for compensation,
he said.

“We do not have a choice because
it is now only a single supplier or
monopoly,” Tan added.

Selangor Malay Chamber of Com-
merce president Mohd Azli Md Yusof
hopes that Air Selangor will incenti-
viseindustry players through rebates.
