PETALING JAYA: Malaysia needs to step up
its game to ll“[)l ove Its economic l(lH\')l'H[]\ e
ness in the region, according to Datuk Seri
Mustapa Mohamed

“When we measure ourselves against some
of the regional peers, it is true that we need to
buck up in terms of investments and the qual-
ity of human capital, among others,” the
Minister in the Prime Minister’s Department
(Economy) said

The statement was made about a week
after Senior Minister and International Trade
and Industry Minister Datuk Seri Mohamed
Azmin Ali told the Parliament that Malaysia
remains competitive in attracting foreign
investors post-Covid-19

Azmin reportedly said that the withdrawal
of foreign investments out of Malaysia was
not due to the country’s unconducive envi-
ronment but rather the rationalisation plan
made by the foreign companies.

Elaborating on the aspirations of the 12th
Malaysia Plan (12MP) yesterday, Mustapa also
highlighted the need to achieve “development
for all”.

“We want to reduce the regional gaps and
achieve a more united and prosperous
Malaysia,” he said during the UOB Kay Hian
Wealth Advisors' “Malaysia Economic
Direction - What to Expect Next" webinar.

“We still have not only inter-racial chal
lenges in terms of income but also intra-racial
challenges within various races.

“There are very rich Malays and very poor
Malays. Similarly, there are very rich Indians
and very poor Indians.

Improvement needed in investments, human capital

“We are all Malaysians but the reality is we
still have such (race-related) challenges at this
point in time,” Mustapa said

Moving forward, Mustapa said the country
needs to undertake structural reforms,
including several “basic” reforms such as a
better database for poverty and addressing
the supply and demand mismatch for techni-
cal and vocational education and training
institutions.

Echoing a similar stance, Academy of
Sciences Malaysia fellow Datuk Dr Madeline
Berma noted the need for an improved and

dynamic database to avoid leaving anyone
behind

In the aftermath of the Covid-19 outbreak,
Madeline said some Malaysians were not
qualified for government handouts, despite
losing their jobs and businesses.

“A woman, who used to be in the middle
40% (M40) income group but has lost her job,
told me that she did not qualify for govern-
ment assistance just because her name is not
in the database for poor people.

“The Penan people (of Sarawak) definitely
do not exist in “e-Kasih” (national poverty

database) because they do not know they
have to register in the system,” she said,
pointing out the urgent need to reform the
national database.

Commenting on the 12MP, Madeline said
the five-year plan has taken into account the
realities on the ground.

“Iliked the fact that the government is look-
ing at the gig economy and the need to
address unemployment and underemploy
ment (in the 12MP),” she said.

Looking ahead, Mustapa is positive that
Malaysia’s economy will pick up in 2 and
improve further in subsequent years.

Over the past several months, the country’s
exports and manufacturing sector have per-
formed “very well”, he said.

“In the first half of this year, the manufac-
turing sector grew by more than 15%,”
Mustapa added.

The minister also said that Malaysia’s fiscal
position is expected to improve beyond 2023.

“When the fiscal position improves, we will
be in a better position to spend more money
to reduce gaps in the economy,” he said.

Azmin: RM82bil invested in manufacturing sector this year

UP to August this year, Malaysia has
approved RM81.9bil worth of
investments in the manufacturing
sector, says Datuk Seri Mohamed
Azmin Ali.

The Senior Minister (International
Trade and Industry) said the sum
was an increase of 32.7% compared
to the same period last year.

At the same time, Azmin said
Malaysia recorded a total of
RM107.5bil in investments in the
manufacturing, services and prima-
ry sectors from January to June this
year, involving 2,110 projects that
were expected to create 44,994 job
opportunities.

“The approved foreign direct
investments for January to June
surged by 214.9% to RM62.5bil,
compared to the same period last
year, which is RM19.8bil.

“The value of investment in Sabah
is RM4.5bil, while Sarawak recorded
an investment value of RM1.5bil,” he
said in his winding-up speech on the
12th Malaysia Plan (12MP).

Azmin said the 12MP emphasised
efforts to strengthen economic fun-
damentals by practising an open,
transparent, consistent and busi-
ness-friendly investment policy.

“Factors affecting investments
are not only confined to fiscal incen-
tives but also cover regulatory
framework such as licensing and
business facilitation,” he said.

The World Competitiveness
Yearbook 2021 published last June
placed Malaysia in the 25th spot
among 64 economies in the world.

Azmin said this was an improve-
ment from the 27th spot last year.

“The elevation of two spots is due
to the increase in the Business
Efficiency and International Invest-
ments indicators,” he said.

Azmin added that among efforts
to ensure business efficiency was
the Express Construction Permit
(E10) initiative by the Malaysia
Productivity Corporation.

The senior minister said the E10
initiative would shorten the proce-
dure taken to issue approvals for
operations permits and the setting
up of new factories.

“For example, a factory in Kulim
with an investment of RM280mil
was able to be completed and begin
operations in 10 months compared
to 24 months in the past,” he said.

A total of three factories with an
investment value of RM14.3bil are

currently using the E10 initiative.

“This initiative has saved RM9mil
in compliance costs for each factory,
improving revenue generation
among business owners, creating
new job opportunities for locals and
supporting the growth of the local
economy.

“This initiative will be expanded
to other states, including Sabah and
Sarawak, as a strategy to stimulate
productivity and attract domestic
and foreign investments,” he added.

On another matter, he said more
incentives would be introduced by
the government as part of its plans
to encourage Malaysians to make
the switch to electric vehicles (EV).

These include road tax exemp-
tions, incentives for EV buyers via
income tax returns and income tax
relief for the installation of EV facili-
ties.

Malaysia is currently using the
“compare and offer” approach by
implementing clear and consistent
policies which cover the entire sup-
ply chain of the EV industry, aside
from encouraging the use of EV
vehicles in the country.

“In comparison, regional com-
petitors focus on incentives to OEMs

(original equipment manufac-
turers),” he said.

Azmin also said the national
automotive policy had outlined spe-
cific initiatives to strengthen the
local EV ecosystems such as critical
components manufacturers, stand-
ard setting and encouraging RDCI
(research, development, commer-
cialisation and innovation).

He said efforts to encourage the
use of EVvehiclesamong Malaysians
were also in line with the govern-
ment’s efforts to attract high-value
investments.

So far, the government had
attracted RM4.3bil worth of invest-
ments from South Korea-based SK
Nexillis to set up a facility at the
Kota Kinabalu Industrial Park to
manufacture electro-deposited
copper foil for EV batteries.

“The SK Nexillis investment is the
first outside of South Korea and this
proves the confidence of foreign
investors towards Malaysia as a top
investment destination in the EV
industry,” Azmin said.

“All these efforts will contribute
towards the target of becoming a
carbon-neutral country by 2050 at
the earliest.”
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Preparing for endemic stage

MALAYSIA is now preparing to
enter the endemic phase of Covid-
19 with 88% of its adult population
fully vaccinated as at Oct 5.

This should be good for the
country’s economy, which needs to
be rebuilt after suffering the devas-
tating effects of the pandemic.

Standard operating procedures
(SOP) are now being established to
prepare the economic sectors,
including the construction indus-
try, for full reopening amid an
endemic Covid-19.

Among the primary SOP in the
construction sector is the require-
ment for every employee to under-
go RTK Antigen testing every two
weeks either through self-testing or
at a health facility.

According to Senior Minister
Datuk Seri Mohamed Azmin Ali,
who is also International Trade
and Industry Minister, this is a pro-
active measure to combat the
spread of Covid-19 among con-
struction workers.

The contractor is responsible for
testing all of the workforce in a con-
struction project. This can be quite
a large group of people, hence the
contractor could be constrained by
the high cost of RTK Antigen testing,
which is not included in any con-

tract or insurance clause. As a
result of the Covid-19 pandemic,
contractors are required to bear
more contingency costs. L

The government should review
the SOP for this endemic phase by
considering alternative approaches
to avoid putting a financial burden
on contractors.

I humbly suggest the following:

> Government should place a

higher premium on worker safety,
particularly during pandemics. This
is because, despite the fact that the
Covid-19 outbreak has afflicted the
country for nearly two years, no
policy to protect the welfare and
safety of construction industry
workers has been developed.

> Government agencies such as
the Public Works Department and
Malaysian Construction Industry

Development Board (CIDB) should
collaborate with insurance and
takaful companies to develop
insurance policies that cover the
cost of RTK Antigen and PCR tests,
and treatment of workers infected
with Covid-19.

> Simplify and fine-tune stand-
ard operating procedures for the
construction industry so that they
are easily understood and followed
by the workers, particularly
foreign workers.

> The government should invest
consistently in infrastructure
development such as schools,
roads, bridges and digital infra-
structure, as this is a critical driver
of economic growth and directly
impacts the construction industry.

The government must take this
matter seriously to revive econo-
mic growth while developing an
inclusive and balanced society
based on the “Malaysian Family”
concept.
