SELANGOR'S first Chinese Muslim
mosque with a three-storey pagoda
that will serve as the minaret, is to
be built in Klang.

The mosque, which will have
elaborate Chinese architectural
features, is inspired by the Great
Mosque of Xi'an in China.

Xian is the capital of Shaanxi
province.

The mosque will boast ornate
carvings and will use less bricks in
its construction as more wood is
preferred for the walls, pillars and
beams in its surrounding complex.

Klang Municipal Council (MPK)
has approved the plans for the
mosque complex, which will cost
RM30mil.

Rainwater harvesters and solar
panels are included in its design to
complement MPK’s efforts for a
greener environment.

Masjid Jamek Cina Muslim Klang set
to be an attractive tourism product as
the first mosque of its kind in Selangor

adviser Sharin Low Abdullah, said
besides being an added tourism
asset, the first Chinese Muslim
mosque in Selangor would be an
active place of worship.

“Chinese Muslims are delighted
that a mosque with Chinese archi-
tectural features is to be built in
Selangor.

“Earthworks have started on the
1.2ha land along Jalan Remia 2 in
Bandar Botanic.

“It will take at least three years
for it to be completed,” he added.

Sharin said the Selangor Islamic
Religious Department (Jais) had
mooted the plan to construct a
mosque distinct with Chinese
architecture, which was well
received by the Selangor Public
Works Department, Macma and
other Islamic agencies.

“Once the idea to build the
mosque was firmed up, it was pre-
sented to the Selangor Ruler Sultan
Sharafuddin Idris Shah, who was
supportive of the idea.

“We received valuable counsel
from Sultan Sharafuddin as he

(o)

advised Macma to use teak for the
construction of the building to lend
a natural feel”.

“The mosque committee and the
various agencies were advised to
visit the Great Mosque of Xi‘an for
an in-depth look at the building so
we can incorporate Chinese archi-
tectural features with Islamic
teachings into our mosque,” he
added.

Sharin said the mosque would
be known as the Masjid Jamek
Cina Muslim Klang.

“As a result of the triangular
shape of the land, the committee
has identified the wider portion as
the area where the mosque will be
built and it will face Mecca,” he
said.

The mosque will be able to
accommodate 1,000 worshippers
at its prayer area and another 900
people on the outside.

“We will use teak from Thailand
for the pillars and imported green
coloured porcelain tiles for the
roofing,” he said, adding that local-
ly manufactured tiles would be

used for other parts of the build-
ing.

“We intend to have calligraphy
carvings to adorn the inner space.
“There are also plans to have
eight to 10 dormitories for visitors,
including Muslims who want a
place to stay when family mem-
bers are admitted to hospital or

due to other situations,” said
Sharin.

The mosque complex will also
have living quarters for the imam,
landscaped courtyards, water fea-
tures, a cultural centre, soup kitch-
en and a commercial centre.

There are plans to offer lan-
guage classes too.

“There are plans for a basement
carpark that can fit about 180
cars,” he said.

THE Selangor government needs
raw data to fight the spread of
Covid-19 in the state, effectively,”
says state health, welfare, women
empowerment and family com-
mittee chairman Dr Siti Mariah
Mahmud.

She said the state was currently
not receiving any data from the
Health Ministry or Federal
Government on Covid-19 cases in
Selangor.

“We do not get detailed infor-
mation about Covid-19 positive
patients and the information we
get is from the daily press confer-
ences and from the health depart-
ment’s social media pages.

“The raw data that we ask for is
not the patient’s name, address or
identity card (IC) number but we
want to know the locality.

“If we have information on
where the patient possibly got
infected, we can take preventive
measures instead of just waiting
to screen close contacts of positive
patients,” she explained.

Dr Siti Mariah was speaking in
response to a question from Lim
Yi Wei (PH-Kampung Tunku), who
wanted to know the number of
people screened by the state and
the cost incurred so far.

Between March to April, 5,433
people in red zones were screened
while between August and now,
912 people had been screened.

A sum of RM1.6mil was spent
for the first.batch of screening
while for the second batch,
RM1.36mil was allocated.

For the second batch, only
RM537,882 was spent while the
balance will be used for future
community screening.

Dr Siti Mariah said the state
planned to carry out testing for
high-risk frontliners like the
police, security guards, cleaning
contractors as well as army and
Rela personnel.

The state has also received
requests from its health depart-
ment on areas where Covid-19
testing should be done.

She said currently, the state was
only alerted of a cluster or case

from third-party sources instead
of the Health Ministry.

“We need the data so that we
know which neighbourhood or
area has high number of cases.

“We received calls from resi-
dents in Desa Puteri Rawang ask-
ing us to implement enhanced
movement control order (MCO) in
their area because there were 33
cases and they were unable to
control the movement of other
residents there.”

However, she said upon check-
ing with the health department, it
was learnt that cases there were
under control and there was no
need for the enhanced MCO.

The Selangor government, nev-

ertheless, carried out mass testing
in the area. Out of the 500 resi-
dents screened, seven tested posi-
tive.

Dr Siti Mariah said the state was
awaiting the Federal
Government’s decision for its
request to integrate the Selangkah
and MySejahtera applications.

The integration, she explained,
would enable the state to carry
out tracing and preventive meas-
ures.

For example, she said, if a group
of Covid-19-positive patients had
visited the same shop or location,
the state would be able to immedi-
ately take action against the said
premises instead of just tracing

close contacts, which was a longer
process.

“We were told that we cannot
have access to the raw data for
Covid-19 because it might be
wrongly interpreted and may
cause panic among the public.

“So we just have to do the best
with whatever information we get
and find other ways to help fight
Covid-19,” she said when answer-
ing a supplementary question
from R. Rajiv (PH-Bukit Gasing).

Earlier, Elizabeth Wong

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Over RM1.6mil spent on flood relief until October

THE state government spent more
than RM1.6mil out of RM2mil allo-
cated to the Selangor Disaster
Management Unit (SDMU) to help
flood victims from January to
October.
State infrastructure and public
amenities, agricultural modernisa-
tion and agro-based industry com-
mittee chairman Izham Hashim
said the state had given out flood
relief of RM1,677,600 out of
RM2,030,660 as at Oct 31.
Izham said this in reply to
Mazwan Johar’s (PH-Sungai
Ramal) question on the amount
allocated for disaster relief.
Izham also said SDMU had allo-
‘ cated RM98,750 for flash floods.

“The disaster relief aid covers
| floods, flash floods, storms, fires
‘ and landslides.

“From January to October,
SDMU gave out RM230,107 for
storms, RM23,703 for fires and
RM500 for a landslide incident.

“The funds were handed out to
all nine districts,” he said.

Izham said the top three dis-
tricts to receive the disaster relief
funds were Hulu Langat
(RM831,500), Sepang (RM465,750)
and Klang (RM163,250).

“Some districts that experienced
storms, like Gombak, were given
RM147,000 while Sabak Bernam
received more than RM16,000 and
Klang got RM15,300 to help vic-
tims,” he said, adding that applica-
tions for relief funds were settled
within three days from the time
they were received.

“Where there are many victims,
the district office gives out finan-

cial aid in phases based on the
applications received,” he
explained.

On the high tide phenomenon
that could cause floods along
Selangor’s coastline, Izham said
short- and long-term measures
were in place to overcome the
problem.

“Selangor’s Drainage and
Irrigation Department (JPS)
does regular checks to ensure sta-
bility of the bunds along coastal
areas.

“Checks are carried out each
time before the high tide phenom-
enon occurs with minor repairs
and upgrading done to the bunds,”
he said in reply to Dr Daroyah
Alwi (Bersatu-Sementa).

Izham added that mobile opera-
tion pumps were activated in high-

risk areas where high waves could
breach the bunds.

“Long-term measures include
conducting in-depth studies on
coastal bunds and the change in
sea levels.

“This plan has been put forward
through the state government
under the 12th Malaysia Plan,” he
said, adding that the plan would
include studying 15 to 20-year-old
bunds.

He said JPS had also applied for
an RM36mil allocation under the
12th Malaysia Plan as funds were
needed to strengthen the coastal
bunds in the Sabak Bernam, Kuala
Selangor and Sepang districts.

The bunds at Sementa,
Kampung Tok Muda and Sungai
Keramat were in good condition,
Izham added.

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No action on reps who
breached dress code

SHAH ALAM: Selangor assembly Speaker Ng
Suee Lim has made it known that he will not
take any action against Opposition assembly-
men who breached the dress code.

“I'won’t do anything. I will just let the people
judge the behaviour of their elected represent-
atives,” he said.

The controversy came about on Monday
when five assemblymen attended the sitting in
their baju Melayu.

They were Rizam Ismail (Barisan-Sungai Air
Tawar), Datuk Shamsudin Lias (Barisan-
Sungai Burong), Datuk Mohd Imran Tamrin
(Barisan-Sungai Panjang), Zakaria Hanafi
(Barisan-Semenyih) and Datuk Dr Ahmad
Yunus Hairi (PAS-Sijangkang).

Ng reminded them that baju Melayu was
allowed on Fridays while lounge suits were
required on other days.

But in a show of defiance, all of them, except
for Dr Ahmad Yunus, came in baju Melayu on
Tuesday.

Yesterday, the Opposition failed in its bid to
challenge the Selangor assembly’s ruling of
allowing traditional wear only on Fridays.

The private member’s motion to challenge
the ruling was mooted by Rizam, who is the
Selangor Opposition Leader.

The motion was defeated when only 10 out
of the 56 elected representatives voted in
favour of Rizam’s bid.

Speaking to reporters later, Ng explained
that the state assembly had given priority to
Rizam’s motion in the spirit of democracy.

“The assembly saw the importance of the
motion and that is why we moved it up ahead
of other matters,” said Ng.

The Selangor assembly has 41 government
and 15 Opposition assemblymen.

Yesterday, Rizam, Shamsudin, Mohd Imran
and Zakaria were also in baju Melayu.

But Dr Ahmad Yunus wore a lounge suit.

Ng praised Dr Ahmad Yunus, who is the
Selangor PAS commissioner, for abiding by the
rules eventually, though he had also worn a
baju Melayu on Monday.

He said he was empowered to make a ruling
on the dress code based on Standing Order
87(7), which allowed the Speaker to make
rulings from time to time.

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SC wins suit against lawyer in
Worldwide insider trading case

KUALA LUMPUR (Nov 4): The Securities
Commission Malaysia (SC) has won a civil
suit against Datuk Sreesanthan Eliathamby,
60, for insider trading involving shares of
now-privatised Worldwide Holdings Bhd.
In a statement, SC said High Court Judge
Azizul Azmi Adnand found Sreesanthan
had acquired 600,000 shares in Worldwide
between June 7, 2006, to July 11, 2006,
while in possession of material non-public
information. At the time, Sreesanthan was
a senior partner at a law firm that served

as the legal adviser for the proposed
privatisation of Worldwide by Perbadanan
Kemajuan Negeri Selangor. He has been
ordered to pay the SC RM1.99 million,
three times the profits gained from the
insider trading, together with a penalty

of RM1 million. He has also been barred
from being a director of any listed company
for 10 years. The SCwas also awarded
RM100,000 as costs. — by Arjuna Chandran

data had made it difficult for the
Selangor administration to prevent
the spread of the virus.

However, she said the state will
continuously conduct screenings
based on the processed data given
by MoH.

“If we do not have data, it is
difficult for us to answer the
people’s inquiries about incidents
or statistics,” she added.

Dr Siti Mariah said she under-
stood Health DG Tan Sri Dr Noor
Hisham Abdullah’s concern about
the privacy of patients, but the state
only needs data related to places
and number of infections, so that
they could figure out the best next
cause of action.

She said Selangor did not request
for the raw data that comprised
patient’s names and identification
card (IC) numbers.

“There are a lot of elements to
the raw data. We are not asking for
the patients’ names, IC numbers or
personal details.

“We are asking for the locations
and where they might have con-
tracted the virus. Then, maybe, by
using artificial intelligence, we can
gauge where the infection might
have started,” she added.
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SC wins insider trading suit i

THE Securities Commission Malaysia (SC)
has won a civil suit against Datuk Sreesan-
than Eliathamby for insider trading
involving the privatisation of Worldwide
Holdings Bhd.

The capital market regulator said the
High Court has found the SC had success-
fully proven its claim in the civil suit
against Sreesanthan, 60, a corporate lawyer
for insider trading.

In a statement from the SC yesterday,
Judge Azizul Azmi Adnan found Sreesan-
than had breached section 89E(2)(a) of the

Securities Industry Act 1983 when he.

acquired a total of 600,000 shares of World-
wide between June 7, 2006, and July 11,
2006, while in possession of material
non-public information.

In its decision, the High Court found
Sreesanthan was in possession of material
non-public information relating to the pro-
posed privatisation of Worldwide under-
taken by Perbadanan Kemajuan Negeri
Selangor by way of a member’s scheme of
arrangement under section 176 of the
Companies Act 1965. The proposed priva-
tisation of Worldwide was subsequently
announced to Bursa Malaysia on Aug 23,

2006, SC said in a statement yesterday.

Sreesanthan was a senior partner in a law
firm and acted as a legal advisor for the
proposed privatisation of Worldwide.

In allowing the SC'’s claim, Sreesanthan
was ordered to pay to the SC a sum of
RM1.99 million being an amount equal to
three times the profits gained as a result of
the insider trading.

Additionally, Sreesanthan was also
ordered to pay the SC a civil penalty of
RM1 million and barred from being a
director of any public-listed company for a
period of 10 years starting Nov 18, 2020. The
SC was also awarded costs of RM100,000.
