THE government yesterday
announced that a total of 28 Top
Glove Corp Bhd factories in Klang,
Selangor, will be closed in stages
following the increase in Covid-
19 infections involving factory
workers.

Senior Minister (Security Cluster)
Datuk Seri Ismail Sabri Yaakob said

“To date, the Health Ministry
has conducted 5,794 screenings on
Top Glove factory workers and
1,889 positive Covid-19 cases were
recorded.

The minister added that the clo-
sure of the 28 factories is to enable
all workers to undergo screening
tests and quarantine.

Previously, the government
implemented the Enhanced Move-
ment Control Order (EMCO) at
Top Glove's foreign workers’ hostel
in Meru, Klang, for 14 days, after a

| surge in Covid-19 cases there.

The 14-day EMCO came into
effect on Nov 17 and will be in
place until Nov 30.

The EMCO covers Top Glove’s
male dormitory and female dor-
mitories on Jalan Abadi 1A/KUS,
Jalan Abadi 1A and Jalan Abadi
10A/KUS, involving 13,190 workers
and nearly 1,200 residents.

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Two men
charged

with sabotage
at Sg Selangor

TWO men, including a company
director, are the first to be charged
under the Security Offences (Special
Measures) Act (Sosma) 2012 with
committing sabotage on water ser-
vices in Selangor.

Contractor R Nathan, 42, and
company director Lim Kian Aik,
also 42, pleaded not guilty after the
charge was read out to them before
Selayang Sessions Court Judge
Maziah Joary Mohd Tajudin.

They were charged with inten-
tionally committing sabotage to
disrupt water services in Selangor
at No 32, Jalan Velox 2, Taman
Velox, Rawang, between Nov 2 and
Nov 10. :

The charge was framed under
Section 124K of the Penal Code,
read together with Section 34 of the
same code, which provides for life
imprisonment, if convicted.

Deputy public prosecutor
Muhammad Iskandar Ahmad did
not offer bail to both accused as
Section 124K of the Penal Code is
listed under Chapter 6 of the code,
which uses special procedures as
provided under the first schedule
of Sosma.

He said the case involved an
offence against national security
and hence, should be tried in the
High Court.

Both men were denied bail and
the court set Jan 8, 2021, for men-
tion. — Bernama

MIDA 1n talks to bring projects worth RM21b to M’sia

THE Malaysian Investment Deve-
lopment Authority (MIDA) is in
talks with multinational firms from
nine countries to bring in the ope-
rations of 54 projects worth RM21.1
billion into Malaysia beginning the
first quarter of 2021 (1Q21).

International Trade and Indus-
try (MITI) Minister Datuk Seri
Mohamed Azmin Alj, in his win-
ding-up session at the Dewan
Rakyat yesterday, said the coun-
tries include China, the UK, the
US, Taiwan, Australia, Japan,
Switzerland, German and South
Korea.

“MITI, together with the
Finance Ministry, will continue
to introduce incentives for manu-
facturing and services companies
who are affected by the trade
friction between the US and
China.

“This proactive measure will

cater to existing investors, while
attracting new investments into
Malaysia.

“MIDA has been in discussion
with multinationals to relocate
their operations here in Malaysia
starting 1Q21,” he said.

Azmin added that the invest-
ment agency had identified 97 pro-
jects as of September 2020 that
could potentially shift and expand
its business operations in the
country.

Out of the total, 37 projects have
been approved involving RM9.2
billion investment from the manu-
facturing and services sectors of
China, Hong Kong, Taiwan, the
US, Japan, Korea, Singapore and
Switzerland.

Azmin cited an example of
Western Digital Sdn Bhd, an
American-based hard disk drive
manufacturer, which had agreed

to further invest RM2.3 billion in
upgrading its facilities in Malaysia
to increase the output capacity.

With the additional investment,
the company has invested a total of
RM18 billion into Malaysia, pro-
viding 2,000 job opportunities.

In the first nine months of 2020,
Malaysia approved investments
worth RM109.8 billion for 2,935
projects in the manufacturing and
services industries, as well as other
main sectors.

Of the total, the foreign direct
investment accounts for 38.8%
of total investments at RM42.6
billion.

Azmin added that the ministry
has approved 312 projects worth
RM22.9 billion through the fast-
track e-manufacturing licence
between July and October 2020 for
industries that do not require
detailed approval processes.

Meanwhile, he said the govern-
ment will continue monitoring the
economic and policy development
in the US following its recent presi-
dency and administration change.

"He was responding to a query
on revisiting the Trans-Pacific
Partnership Agreement as the eco-
nomic giant is being administered
with a new economic direction
and policies.

Azmin added that while the
Pakatan Harapan government
had agreed to ratify Malaysia’s
domestic procedures for the
updated Comprehensive and
Progressive Agreement for
Trans-Pacific Partnership, the
current government believes
Malaysia’s participation in free-
trade agreements should be
based on the principles of national
sovereignty, as well as free and
open trade.
