MEDICAL clinics and offices of
selected agencies that provided
vital public services should be
offered a discount to rent
street-level parking bays in front of
their premises in the Selayang
Municipal Council (MPS) area, sug-
gested a councillor.

Amir Fazlee Khalid, who is chief
whip for the councillors, said clin-
ics and agencies such as Pusat
Zakat and Social Welfare
Department provided important
services to the public.

“Some flexibility in terms of sea-
sonal parking charges in front of
their premises will be helpful as
they serve the public,” he said at
the MPS full board meeting yester-
day, during the tabling of a paper
on proposed amendments on the
Road Transport Order (Parking
Allocation) (MPS) 2007.

MPS Legal Department director
Abdul Razak Ahmad, who tabled
the paper, said the proposal includ-

ed new app-based parking pay-
ment methods such as Flexi
Parking and Touch ‘n Go.

“These electronic payment meth-
ods are not specified in the existing
order.

“Therefore, it is necessary to pro-
pose the amendments and have the
order gazetted so that all methods
can be used by the public,” he said.

Razak said other amendments
included adjusting the rate for sea-
sonal parking charges and allowing
24-hour rental of parking bays at a
different rate.

“For seasonal parking rates, we
are proposing between RM250 and
RM350 per month.

“For those wishing to rent a
council parking bay for 24 hours,
we are suggesting a rate of no
more than RM500,” he said, adding

that the council had received sever-
al requests to rent a parking bay
beyond the standard hours of 8am
to 6.30pm.

“The approval for 24-hour rental
of a parking bay is not automatic
as it would depend on the suitabili-
ty of the location,” Razak said, add-
ing that approval would not be
given for busy commercial areas
where parking space was in high
demand.

MPS charges RM70 per month
for seasonal parking under the
municipality.

At the meeting, Amir Fazlee also
asked about measures that would
be taken to ensure parking bays of
seasonal users would not be mis-
used by third parties.

In response, Razak said the users
could call MPS’ Enforcement

Department to take action.

Meanwhile, Orang Besar Daerah
Gombak Tan Sri Wan Mahmood
Pa'wan Teh asked if MPS council-
lors could be exempted from pay-
ing parking fees when carrying out
their duties within the municipality
while using personal vehicles.

On this, Razak said Selangor gov-
ernment had agreed to allow coun-
cillors to be exempted from paying
for parking in their respective
municipalities, provided they used
their own vehicles with the coun-
cil's parking sticker prominently
displayed.

MPS president Shamsul Shahril
Badliza Mohd Noor said this offer
was limited to one car per council-
lor and only applicable when car-
rying out official duties.

“As we did not issue parking

stickers this year, I want to remind
all councillors to have their park-
ing registration details updated in
the council’s system for them to
enjoy this benefit.”

The proposed amendments were
approved at the MPS full board.

Shamsul said the paper would
next be brought to the Selangor
State Economic Planning Unit for
approval.

On another matter, he said he
had received several requests by
councillors who would be ending
their 2018-2020 term in December
to be allowed to attend the next full
board meeting in person.

“I'have decided to allow this
request, provided all undergo a
Covid-19 swab test within a stipu-
lated period before the meeting,”
he said.

The November full board meet-
ing was held virtually.

Under the movement control
order during the Covid-19 pandem-
ic, only 30% of the workforce are
allowed to be in the office and
meetings are to be held online.

UNLICENSED factory and busi-
ness operators in Ampang can
apply for temporary licence prior
to going through the process to
legalise their operations.

Ampang Jaya Municipal Council
(MPA]) said such businesses oper-
ating at industrial and commercial
premises would be allowed to par-
ticipate in the Conditional
Temporary Business Licence
Programme.

Its president Mohd Fauzi Mohd
Yatim said the implementation
period for those participating in
the programme was two years,
beginning January 2021.

“The programme is an effort to
help small and medium enterpris-
es operate legally.

“The conditional approval for
operating such businesses is also
subject to rules and guidelines in
place.

“This is provided they start the
application process to legalise

their operations during the given
period,” he said at the council’s
full board meeting yesterday.

Fauzi added that MPAJ's
Licensing Department would brief
operators involved starting this
month.

Previously, MPA] had said that
235, mostly residential lots, had
been turned into factories and
were operating without the coun-
cil's approval.

The council managed to legalise
167 factories so far, with 68 more
to go.

Many of the factories have been
operating illegally for about five to
10 years.

They comprise mostly those
manufacturing furniture and
wood as well as foodstuff such as
yong tau foo products.

On a separate matter, Fauzi
announced that only 8.07% of
business operators under the
purview of MPAJ had renewed
their business licence for next
year.

Of the 9,959 business operators
registered with the council, 804
have submitted their applications
and received approval as of Nov
17 to continue with operations
next year.

Fauzi said the operators were
now required to use the council’s
Intelligent Community Online
System (Icomm) to renew and
print out their trading licence.

He urged operators to comply as
compound of between RM200 and
RM700 could be issued if they
failed to renew their licence
before it expired on Dec 31.

To help facilitate the process,
additional counters have been set
up at Giant Hypermarket in
Taman Permata; Spectrum
Shopping Centre in Bandar Baru
Ampang; Ampang Point Shopping
Centre; Paragon Point Mall in
Taman Muda; and Melawati Mall
in Taman Melawati.

On the dengue menace, Fauzi
said the situation was now under
control.

“As of Nov 23, there were 3,296
cases with no deaths.

Councillor urges MBPJ to implement new policies to
protect waterways, prevent unscheduled water cuts

PETALING Jaya City Council
(MBP)) has been asked to imple-

ment new policies for construction

and factory projects to prevent
pollution in waterways.

It is also to prevent water sup-
ply disruption to consumers, says
councillor Derek Fernandez.

He said pollution by some
unscrupulous parties had led to
unscheduled water cuts in

Selangor, affecting millions of peo-

ple.
Calling for strict measures to
prevent such acts, he said the city

council could make it compulsory
for new projects to have a water
reserve facility in their premises
with supply for a minimum of five
days in the event of a water dis-
ruption.

“Make them instal large water
tanks to have enough water dur-
ing emergencies and see to the
people’s needs.

“Projects that should have this
water facility include the people’s
housing project, low-cost flats and
condominiums,” he said at the
MBP] full board meeting yester-
day.
“Make this compulsory. As for
the factories, ensure the operators

declare the type of businesses they
are operating.

“Factories must also state the
amount of waste they produce and
their disposal methods.

“Such data will help prevent
pollution and be useful to the
Department of Environment to
trace culprits,” said Fernandez.

Unscheduled water cuts in
Selangor affected the quality of
people’s lives and businesses in
the state, and the problem must be
addressed, he said, adding that
this had impacted the economy
adversely.

“Clean water supply is a must
and local councils must play an

active role to ensure this.

“We must do all we can to pre-
vent incidents of water pollution,”
added Fernandez.

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China-Asean ties get
trade boost after expo

Both parties agree to advance all-around cooperation

NANNING: The scope and depth of business
ties between China and the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations (Asean) will be fur-
ther enriched over the next decade, support-
ed by open markets, diversified multilateral
investment and digital technology-led path-
ways, said government officials and business
rneaders.

They made the remarks after President Xi
Jinping said China would work with Asean to
advance all-around cooperation under the
guidance of the Strategic Partnership Vision
2030, in a speech delivered via video link at
the opening of the 17th China-Asean Expo
and China-Asean Business and Investment
Summit on Friday.

The blueprint, charting a new course for
the further development of their mutually
beneficial cooperation, has been hailed as a
milestone in relations between the two sides.

The enhanced ties, combined with the
recent signing of the world’s biggest trade
deal - the Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership (RCEP) - will help both parties
firmly support the multilateral trading sys-
tem, keep the market open, build strong
regional industrial and supply chains, and
promote regional economic recovery after
the Covid-19 pandemic, said Li Chenggang,
assistant minister of commerce.

China would actively implement the future
work plan for the upgraded protocol of the
China-Asean free trade area, explore the real-
isation of a higher level of market access
based on the RCEP pact, and create a more
mutually beneficial, open and inclusive bilat-

eral economic and trade relationship, he said.

Thai Deputy Prime Minister and Commerce
Minister Jurin Laksanawisit agreed, saying
that Thailand hoped that Asean and China
could reach agreement on the rest of the
future work plan covered by the upgraded
protocol of the China-Asean free trade area,
including free trade of goods, and discussion
on investment freedom and protection.

China has been Thailand’s largest trading
partner for eight consecutive years, he said.
Bilateral trade and economic growth
between Thailand and China in the past 10
years have benefited from the China-Asean
free trade area, which covers trade in goods
and investment.

Datuk Seri Mohamed Azmin Ali, Malaysia’s
Senior Minister for Economy and Minister of
International Trade and Industry, said that
consumers’ spending patterns have under-
gone structural changes due to the impact of
the Covid-19 pandemic this year. The change
can be seen from the growing demand for
essential goods and surging digital transac-
tions. Both online and offline platforms have

further reinforced inter-regional trade.

As Asean has undergone a rapid digital
economic transformation, he said, coopera-
tion with China would help Asean choose a
more advanced growth path, especially in the
areas of digital economy and high-end manu-
facturing.

Zhang Jianping, director-general of the
Beijing-based China Centre for Regional
Economic Cooperation, said the RCEP would
become a fundamental cooperation frame
and platform that enabled economic and
trade cooperation between China and Asean
to evolve to new heights on the basis of
achievements made in the past decades. The
regional market is expected to be fully inte-
grated in all economic and trade sectors, such
as trade, investment and finance.

“China and Asean are complementary trad-
ing partners, considering China has a full
range of industry sectors, from resource and
labour-intensive industries to capital and tech-
nology-intensive ones, while different Asean
countries have advantages in quite different
industries,” he added.

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Azmin had eye on PM’s post
with Sheraton Move, says Dr M

PETALING JAYA: The Sheraton Move hap-
pened because Senior Minister Datuk Seri
Azmin Ali was eyeing the prime minister’s
post, alleges Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad.

The former prime minister said Perikatan
Nasional was not his idea but a plot by Azmin
and Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin
to ensure PKR president Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim did not become the prime minister.

“I have said time and again that this is not
true as Perikatan is made up of Umno.

“If I had planned Perikatan, why would I
have refused it when it happened? And if I
accepted, then I would still be prime minister
as acknowledged by Azmin himself,” Dr
Mahathir said yesterday.

“Do not forget that when all this took place,
Azmin’s position in PKR and Pakatan was in
trouble. Anwar and his supporters were
working to oust Azmin, beginning in the PKR
election,” he added.

He was responding to an exclusive inter-
view in Sunday Star in which Azmin said the
initial plan to form a Perikatan government
was mooted by Dr Mahathir.

However, Azmin said the abrupt resigna-
tion of Dr Mahathir on Feb 24 upset the plan

and after failing to get a majority to reappoint
him (Dr Mahathir) as the prime minister,
Muhyiddin was appointed to the post.

Dr Mahathir also said Anwar had openly
supported PKR vice-president Rafizi Ramli
when he ran against Azmin for the deputy
president’s post in the PKR election (in 2018).

“Though I was against the Sheraton Move, |
understand why Azmin acted that way. The
most important thing for him was to stop
Anwar from becoming the prime minister.

“Azmin, too, was aspiring to be prime min-
ister. This is why he joined hands with
Muhyiddin and it is clear today that Azmin
has been positioned as the de facto prime
minister,” Dr Mahathir alleged.

He further claimed that he believed Azmin
had planned Perikatan and the Sheraton
Move for a long time as “it would not have
been easy to convince nine PKR MPs to agree
to the Sheraton Move”.

He said Muhyiddin and Bersatu secre-
tary-general Datuk Seri Hamzah Zainudin
had tried to convince him that Anwar and
DAP were trying to oust him and that “I need-
ed to join hands with Malay parties as my
defence”.

FORMER Prime Minister (PM)
Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad said
he did not plan the Sheraton Move
which led to the fall of the Pakatan
Harapan (PH) administration in
February, as alleged by former
PKR deputy president Datuk Seri
Mohamed Azmin Ali.

Azmin, who is now the senior
minister in the Perikatan Nasional
(PN) government, claimed that PN
was born out of the idea to reunite
the Malays by Dr Mahathir.

In response, Dr Mahathir
pointed out that it makes no sense
for him to reject the cooperation in
PN and remain as the PM, if it was
he who initiated the plan.

“I have been told about Azmin’s

,accusation that I was the one
planning the establishment of PN.
I have repeatedly explained that
this is not true at all because PN is
made up of kleptocrats and is

backed by Umno en-bloc.

“If I plan it, why should I reject it
when it becomes a reality, and if I
accept it, I will definitely remain
the PM as acknowledged by
Azmin himself,” he said.

Dr Mahathir further said the
plan to establish PN and leave PH
actually came from Azmin and the
current PM, Tan Sri Muhyiddin
Yassin.

“Secondly, if anyone were to

benefit from the establishment of |
PN and quitting PH, it would defi- |
nitely be Azmin and also Muhyid-
din,” he said, adding that when all
the political move was made,
Azmin’s position in PKR and PH
was fragile.

According to Dr Mahathir,
since the PKR party election in
November 2018, Azmin felt unsafe
after PKR founder and president
Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim and
his supporters tried to bring him
down.

He said after Anwar’s attempt to
make Rafizi Ramli his deputy
president failed, a sex video alle-
gedly linked to Azmin was leaked.

Dr Mahathir also claimed that
Azmin needed the Sheraton Move
to stop Anwar from becoming PM.

He added that Azmin also
aspires to be the future PM as
evident in the PN government
where he is now the de facto
deputy PM.
