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Councillor: Allocate more bays for the disabled

THE lack of parking bays for peo-
ple with disabilities at the Sri
Sarawak commercial areas of
Taman Sri Andalas, off Jalan Tun
Abdul Razak in Klang needs to be
looked into.

Klang Municipal councillor S.
Sundaram wants Klang Municipal
Council (MPK) to address the issue
and allocate more parking bays
for the disabled.

“The council’s Community
Department must do an immedi-
ate audit on street parking spaces
at the Sri Sarawak area and work
with MPK’s Engineering
Department to come up with a
design to fit in bays for the disa-
bled group,” he said.

Sundaram added that the disa-
bled parking bays should observe
universal designs that feature
proper ramps and hand rails to
assist people with disabilities or
mobility issues.

“During a site visit, I noticed
that there were several medical
facilities and a dialysis centre
catering to the needs of
people with disabilities living
nearby.

Andalas as he counts the number of parking bays for the disabled.

“Senior citizens also use these
facilities and accessible parking
space is needed.

“There is even a private-
ly-owned hospital providing
maternity and gynaecological ser-
vices. There is a pressing need for
dedicated parking bays, especially

at Jalan Sri Sarawak 20,” said
Sundaram, adding that he had
spoken to stakeholders there and
received feedback that it was ideal
if each street had two parking
bays for people with mobility
issues.

Sundaram said although MPK

had given out parking stickers for
the disabled, it needed to do more.

“Giving out stickers does not
help the disabled person much if
there are inadequate parking .
bays,” he said.

Sundaram added that MPK’s
Community Department must also
consider people with disabilities
such as those suffering from
dementia, autism or anxiety disor-
ders as family members would
have to drive them to the clinics’
for their appointments and often
needed time to get them out of the
vehicle into the premises.

MPK Community Department
director Normah Zainul Abideen
said her team would carry out an
audit at the Sri Sarawak commer-
cial area next week and identify
streets where parking bays for the
disabled were needed.

“Our initial plan is to have the
parking bays at Jalan Sri Sarawak
20, Jalan Sri Sarawak 19 and Jalan
Sri Sarawak 17.

“We will also work with the
Engineering Department to have
the road markings and kerbs
painted,” she said.

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Take action against Banting paper factory, says rep

THE lack of any concrete action by
the authorities on the concerns of
a paper processing factory in
Kampung Sungai Manggis,
Banting, is raising the ire of resi-
dents.

In a StarMetro report on Aug 31,
locals said problems such as noise,
odour and water pollution started
after the factory — sited some
40m from Taman Bakti — began
operating in late 2019.

Sijangkang assemblyman Datuk
Dr Ahmad Yunus Hairi, who
brought up the issue at the
Selangor State Assembly on Nov 3,
urged the Department of

Environment and Kuala Langat
Municipal Council (MPKL) to
address the matter.

The factory’s location, he said,
had raised concerns about stand-
ards and regulations in the area.

“The fence of the factory is
located underneath a power grid
from a Tenaga Nasional Bhd (TNB)
electricity substation.

“The factory is also sited no
more than 50m from the residents’
houses.

“MPKL should do something
because as the local authority, it
has the power to issue planning
approval for any developments,”
he said.

Dr Ahmad said he would bring
up the matter at the next meeting

between assemblymen and
MPKL.

He said the meeting was usually
held thrice annually but had only
been held once this year due to
the movement control order.

Five state constituencies are
under MPKL — Sijangkang,
Banting, Morib, Tanjong Sepat and
Dengkil.

Although the factory is located
in the Banting copstituency, Dr
Ahmad said he felt obliged to help,
claiming that the Selangor govern-
ment had not taken any “conclu-
sive action”.

“I cannot keep mum because
this is an environmental issue that
could affect everyone in the
municipality,” he said.

In a StarMetro report on Sept
17, Banting assemblyman Lau
Weng San said the odour was
caused by discharge from the fac-
tory’s workers hostel, and the
source of the noise from the
unloading of machineries from
freight containers.

Responding to the noise issue,
the factory in question, Best
Eternity Recycle Technology
Sdn Bhd, said in an Oct 28
StarMetro report that the contain-
ers had been moved away from
the fence.

An application to build a
9m-high sound barrier costing
RM3.5mil had also been made to
TNB, while the hostel would be
demolished in stages.

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Don'’t take interstate travel ban lift for granted

Although restrictions are

THE public should not take advan-
tage of the lifted interstate travel
restrictions, as Covid-19 infections
are still rife in the country.

Osel Group chief clinical and
innovative scientist Dr Kris See
said it is important for people to
keep in mind that although restric-
tions are loosened, risks are higher
now that the virus is everywhere
in the community.

“The onus is now on the public
to observe strict standard ope-
rating procedures (SOPs) and per-
sonal prevention measures.

“Although laws have been
somewhat relaxed for interstate
travelling, we should not take it for
granted. Let us take care of each
other, no matter where we are,” he
told The Malaysian Reserve recently.

He said as the community’s live-
lihood is at stake, the decision to
allow interstate travel was made
based on the need to balance
health and economic concerns.

“We also need to cope with cri-

sis fatigue among the communi-
ties. With the ongoing lockdown, |
think it will further dampen the
viability of the economy.
“Economical health is just
as important as physical health.

The country is witnessing unpre-
cedented job losses and fiscal
deficit is increasing,” he added.

With the emergence of vaccines
from various countries, Dr See
said Malaysians can look forward
to 2021 with optimism.

Last week, the government
allowed movements across states
and districts without a police
permit, except in areas under the
Enhanced Movement Control
Order (EMCO).

Senior Minister (Security Clus-
ter) Datuk Seri Ismail Sabri Yaakob
said the ease of restrictions is to
help the country revive the eco-
nomy, while striking a balance in
fighting Covid-19.

However, he reminded the
public that the lifting of interstate
travel restrictions is not a “green
light” for people to flout the Con-
ditional MCO and its SOPs.

He added that people should
remain vigilant to avoid creating
new clusters from their travels.

Last Friday, Selangor Task Force
for Covid-19 chairman Dr Dzul-
kefly Ahmad asked the people of

Selangor to be aware of the fact
that Selangor is a “red zone” and
that they should not be travelling
across the state.

In a statement, the former health
minister said the sudden hike in
the new Covid-19 case in Selangor
was already expected by the task
force.

Therefore, he urged people
not to spread the Covid-19 virus to
other states, as Selangor has been
recording up to 1,000 daily cases.

Similarly, the National Disaster
Management Agency had urged
the people not to rush back to their
hometowns without considering
the risks of Covid-19.

It also said people should not
assume that the relaxation of the
rules is the green light to return to
their hometowns, especially in
flood-prone areas, without being
vigilant against the pandemic.

Additionally, the Kelantan
government also expressed its
worries that new Covid-19 clusters
will emerge with a high number of
people expected to return to the
state.
