Kuala Selangor: Kandungan
oksigen terlarut (DO) yang ren-
dah, iaitu di paras bawah empat
ke tiga miligram per liter
(mg/L) dipercayai menjadi pun-
ca habitat hidupan air khusus-
nya kerang di Sungai Buloh, di
Jeram, di sini, semakin berku-
rangan.

Difahamkan, pengawasan dila-
kukan pihak berkuasa di sungai
itu tahun ini mendapati, kandu-
ngan oksigen terlarut berada di
antara paras tiga Mg/L ke lima
Mg/L dan berkemungkinan lebih
rendah

Ia berikutan sungai berkena-
an sudah dikesan tercemar se-
Kitar 10 tahun lalu dan Lembaga
Urus Air Selangor (LUAS) juga
menjalankan Kajian Kebersi-
han Sungai Buloh sejak 2012
lagi.

BH difahamkan, dalam penga-
wasan terbaru dilakukan Jabatan
Alam Sekitar (JAS) tahun ini, pu-
rata DO Sungai Buloh di bawah
paras empat mg/L saja, sekali gus
menunjukkan kualiti air begitu
terjejas dan bukan hanya mampu
mempengaruhi pembiakan dan
habitat, malah boleh mengakibat-
kan kepupusan.

JAS merekodkan DO pada Ja-
nuari lalu di paras 3.3 mg/L;, ma-

nakala Mac (3.6 mg/L), Mei (3.8
Mg/L), Julai (4.1 mg/L) dan No-
vember (4.6 m g/L).

Secara umumnya, paras mini-
mum oksigen terlarut yang boleh
menyokong pelbagai variasi hi
dupan akuatik adalah antara em
pat hingga lima mg/L, tetapi apa
bila ia turun hingga ke tiga mg/L,
populasi ikan bakal terjejas teruk.

Sekiranya pada paras di bawah
tiga mg/L pula, terdapat sebila-
ngan ikan dewasa masih kekal
hidup, namun proses pembiakan
mungkin terhalang oleh keper-
luan kepada oksigen terlarut yang
tinggi untuk telur dan peringkat
pembesaran.

Kekurangan DO turut mengaki-
batkan perubahan habitat yang
besar terhadap organisma akua-
tik, dengan kerang antara spesies
sensitif terhadap perubahan kua-
liti air, ditambah pembentukan
lumpur yang tidak sihat akan me-
nyebabkan hidupan itu mati dan
bersaiz kecil.

Lebih membimbangkan, pence-
maran juga dikhuatiri boleh men-
jejaskan kesihatan manusia yang
mengambil sumber makanan di
situ.

Dokumen Mesyuarat Ketiga
Penggal Kedua, Dewan Negeri Se-
langor Tahun 2019 juga mende-
dahkan Lembaga Urus Air Se-
langor (LUAS) memaklumkan se-
barang pencemaran di Sungai Bu-
loh dikesan akan memberi imp-
likasi kepada hidupan pesisir pan-
tai khususnya kerang.

Menurut dokumen itu, lemba-
ngan Sungai Buloh yang menjadi
antara lembangan utama di Se-
langor mengalami penurunan
kualiti air berikutan pembangu-
nan perindustrian dan komersial
yang pesat di kawasan perseki-
tarannya.

Kuala Selangor: Persatuan Pen-
cinta Alam Malaysia (MNS) kesal
tiada tindakan diambil berhu-
bung pencemaran di Sungai Bu-
loh, Jeram, di sini, walaupun la-
poran sudah dibuat.

Sehubungan itu, persatuan ter-
babit mahu kerajaan Selangor me-
ngambil satu tindakan drastik su-
sulan pendedahan mengenai pem-
buangan empat tan sisa kumba-
han sehari ke dalam sungai ber-
kenaan.

Presiden MNS, Prof Dr Ahmad
Ismail, berkata pendedahan oleh
BH mengenai sungai itu sangat
mengejutkan, memandangkan ia
adalah pintu masuk utama ke des-
tinasi pelancongan terkenal Selang-
or, SkyMirror Kuala Selangor, se-
lain menjadi Kawasan Penting Bu-
rung (IBA) yang diiktiraf dunia.

“Kita sudah lama mengesan
pencemaran yang berlaku, tetapi

tiada tindakan lanjut diambil pi-
hak berwajib kerana sungai itu
tidak memberi kepentingan besar
terhadap sumber air mentah pen-
duduk di Lembah Klang.

“MNS juga sudah menjalankan
aktiviti bersama nelayan Sungai
Buloh sejak lebih 10 tahun lalu
dan sepanjang tempoh program,
perubahan kualiti air dapat di-
lihat sejak 10 tahun dan ia juga
sudah dilaporkan,” katanya ke-
pada BH.

BH sebelum ini mendedahkan,
nelayan kerang di Muara Sungai
Buloh lebih banyak memperoleh
‘hasil’ dalam bentuk sampah-sa-
rap sepanjang empat hingga enam
jam memerah keringat setiap hari
mencari kerang di perairan ber-
hampiran. =

Masalah yang memberi kesan
kepada habitat air, burung dan
ekopelancongan itu dipercayai di-

sebabkan pembuangan sampah
yang mencemari sungai terbabit,
selain disyaki akibat pelepasan
bahan kimia berdasarkan keada-
an sungai yang airnya kehitaman,
berbau dan seolah berminyak.

Jabatan Alam Sekitar (JAS) Se-
langor turut mendedahkan, ki-
ra-kira 4,000 kilogram sisa pepejal
tidak terlarut hasil kumbahan ser-
ta buangan industri dikesan me-
masuki Sungai Buloh sepanjang
hampir jarak 50 kilometer.

Parameter atau penentu lain tu-
rut dikesan menjadi penyebab pe-
nurunan kualiti air sungai itu
adalah kandungan Oksigen Ter-
larut, Keperluan Oksigen Bioki-
mia (BOD), Keperluan Oksigen Ki-
mia (COD) dan Ammoniakal Ni-
trogen.

Mengulas lanjut, Dr Ahmad ber-
kata, kawasan muara sungai dan
pantai mempunyai lumpur yang

produktif dan hutan bakau ber-
hampiran penting dalam menjaga
ekosistem dengan melindungi ha-
kisan serta habitat kepada orga- «
nisma marin untuk membiak dan
membesar.

Malah, katanya, sungai itu juga
sebenarnya menjadi antara des-
tinasi penting penghijrahan ri-
buan spesies burung, terutama
burung hijrah dalam perjalanan
ke Selatan.

"Hidupan air seperti ketam,
udang, kerang, anak ikan dan ca-
cing menjadi makanan kepada bu-
rung pantai terutama burung hij-
rah.

“Apabila berlaku pencemaran,
ia boleh mengganggu ekosistem
hutan bakau yang akan memberi
kesan terhadap kesihatan dan ke-
lestarian populasi haiwan yang
bergantung hidup kepada ekosis-
tem hutan bakau,” katanya.

Sdn Bhd (Air Selangor) dalam
satu kenyataan memaklumkan,
ia berikutan insiden paip uta-
ma pecah di bulatan Persiaran
Tengku Ampuan, Seksyen 15,
dekat sini.

Susulan itu, katanya, bekalan
air akan ditutup pada jam 1 ten-
gah hari bagi memastikan kerja
pembaikan berjalan lancar.

“Penutupan bekalan air ini
akan menyebabkan gangguan
bekalan air tidak berjadual di
58 kawasan di wilayah Klang
Shah Alam dan 72 lagi di Peta-
ling.

“Kerja pembaikan dijangka
siap sepenuhnya pada jam 9 ma-
lam tadi. Bekalan air akan mula

disalurkan ke premis pengguna
selepas kerja pembaikan siap,”
katanya.

Kenyataan itu memaklum-
kan, tempoh pemulihan beka-
lan air adalah berbeza dengan
bergantung pada lokasi dan ja-
rak premis pengguna.

Sehubungan itu, pengguna
disaran menyimpan bekalan
air secukupnya sebelum penu-
tupan dan menggunakan air
secara berhemat sepanjang tem-

poh gangguan tidak berjadual
terbabit.

SHAH ALAM: The Selangor State
Development Corp (PKNS) is optimistic of
remaining competitive in the property sector
amid the Covid-19 pandemic through the
Strategic Recovery Plan launched earlier this
year.

Chief executive officer Siti Zubaidah Abd
Jabar said following the depressed property
sector over the last three years coupled with
the impact of Covid-19 pandemic, the biggest

challenges in selling properties today includ-
ed the high rate of booking cancellations due
to strict loan approval conditions.

This, she said, had led to PKNS recording a
high property inventory of 1,297 units worth
RM1.1bil early this year, resulting in reduced
cash flow for the corporation.

However, following PKNS’s various aggres-
sive efforts including through digital market-
ing, 53% of the units had been sold, she said,

adding that the remaining amount was still
considered high.

“The current situation has had a huge
impact on all industries including the real
estate sector, which saw up to a 19% drop in
sales. We took steps to conduct a comprehen-
sive study on the 10-year strategic plan which
started this year by producing a Strategic
Recovery Plan as a measure to address the
challenges expected for next year and restore

PKNS’s financial position and business,” she
told Bernama.

She said through the plan, PKNS would
take measures to improve its financial perfor-
mance systematically including possibly lig-
uidating some existing assets to cover cash
outflow in order to regenerate income.

Siti Zubaidah said it was an effort by the
corporation to reduce operating costs and
manage financial risks better. — Bernama

KAJANG municipality saw a
change in leadership again this
year.

On May 5, Datuk Zulkefli Khalid
was sworn in as Kajang Municipal
Council (MPKj) president, taking
over from Datuk Rosli Othman,
who served for about a year.

Having held the position of dep-
uty president in the local council
for three years previously, Zulkefli
was a familiar face and knew
about the challenges in his admin-
istrative division.

Rejoining the municipality at a
time when the country began its
battle against Covid-19, one of
Zulkefli’s first duties was to foresee
the cost and manpower distribu-
tion for public sanitisation and
enforcement methods to ensure
that food courts, restaurants, malls
and wet markets complied with
standard operating procedures
under the movement control
order.

He also had to think of ways to
continue service delivery in the
new normal.

Under his leadership, a few
improvements in administration
have taken place.

One of which was the launch of
an e-licence mobile app on June 25
for easy renewal of low-risk busi-
ness licence, including for ice-
cream parlours, florists, boutiques,

bicycle shops and launderette busi-

nesses, as well as for dog licence.
Also, the We Care Online system

was launched on Sept 22, fully digi-

talising the application process for
those who want to set up kinder-
gartens, children’s nurseries and
care centres

As of last year there were 579
such businesses registered.

MPKj foresees the need for at
least 808 such premises by 2035.

Digitalisation is expected to help

cope with the increase in the num-
ber of applications for such busi-
nesses.

Zulkefli is no stranger to the
issue of illegal dumping in Kajang.
Having served as Hulu Langat

District Officer and later Selangor
Land and Mines Department direc-
tor, before returning to MPKj, he
was very involved in enforcement
action, such as confiscation of land
where illegal dumping had taken
place

Throughout the year 2020, a total
of 101 lorries were confiscated and
208 compounds issued for offences
related to environmental pollution.

MPKJ's Municipality Services and
Health Department report showed
a decline towards the end of the
year and attributed the improve-
ment to static operations at the
entrance of illegal dumpsites.

Popular hiking spot Broga Hill in
Semenyih made the headlines this
year for two reasons.

First, was its indefinite closure
on June 27, when hundreds of visi-
tors turned up for a hike over the
weekend after the recovery MCO
was announced.

This followed the National
Security Council’s announcement
that hiking and other recreational
activities, which were prohibited
since the start of the MCO, were
allowed to resume beginning June
15.

StarMetro also highlighted the
hill's degradation.

The rise in foot traffic over the
years had caused soil erosion and
increased littering as well as van-
dalism, threatening its natural
characteristics and biodiversity.

To address the problem, MPKj
roped in the National Landscape
Department (JLN) to arrest the
environmental decline.

JLN proposed that the hill be
turned into an ecotourism site.

The proposal included upgrading

nal plant species to enhance biodi-
versity.

If approved, the project would
kick off in 2022 and take between
12 and 18 months. The hill is still
closed.

But there is good news on recre-
ation as Kajang residents, especial-
ly those near Sungai Chua, got a
new park in the township.

The local council spent RM1.3mil
to build Taman Rekreasi Sungai
Chua over an underdeveloped res-
ervoir. It was opened to the public
on July 1.

The park has a jogging and
cycling track, playground, open
spaces and sport facilities, includ-
ing exercise equipment for the
disabled.

MPKj also spent RM10.3mil on
the construction of six community
halls in Semenyih, Tun Perak,
Pekan Bangi, Pelangi Semenyih,
Bukit Mewah and Kampung Baru
Balakong; upgrade of two existing
ones in Hulu Langat and Cheras
Jaya; and maintenance works such
as new roofing and fresh coats of
paint for low- and medium-cost
housing this year.

To prevent the further spread
of Covid-19, Kajang Prison and
Kajang Women'’s Prison were
placed under enhanced MCO from
Sept 1 until Nov 2, along with sev-
eral other prisons nationwide, fol-
lowing a Covid-19 outbreak involv-

Plaza Hentian Kajang, a com-
mercial area with a high concen-
tration of foreign blue-collar work-
ers, was also placed under
enhanced MCO for about a month,
from Oct 28 to Nov 24.

'Give newly appointed MPS councillors time to adapt'

NEWLY appointed local councillors
should be given between six
months and a year to learn council
policies and adapt to their new
role. 5

Selayang Municipal Council
(MPS) Zone 3 councillor Anfaal
Saari said while each councillor’s
duties varied in terms of coverage
areas, the newly appointed ones-
needed time to understand and
tackle issues within the constituen-
cies.

Anfaal said for her zone, she had
to oversee nine neighbourhoods
and one traditional village.

“We would need to learn the
issues that crop up and how to
channel them to the relevant
departments within the council.

“Sometimes, it involves dealing
with more than one department
just to solve one problem.

“But for more complicated ones,

we need to find integrated solu-
tions between different depart-
ments,” she said at the

council’s last full board meeting for
2020 yesterday.

Anfaal said often there was no
straightforward solution for some
problems faced by the councillors.

She said the six months to a year
time frame would allow councillors
to liaise with local communities
and clear the backlog of cases left
by former councillors of that par-
ticular zone.

“If we are dealing with infra-
structure issues, that will involve
the Drainage and Irrigation
Department and Public Works
Department, whereas others

involve different government agen-
cies,” she said.

Anfaal brought up this matter in
reply to Zone 11 councillor Mohd
Kassim Packiry’s closing statement
at the previous full board meeting,
where he said councillors should

_not end up as “punching bags” in

disputes between the council and
state assemblymen.

Anfaal proposed that newly
appointed councillors should be
given an induction course where
they learn about issues in their
respective zones.

“They cannot start work with
zero information.

“The MPS secretariat, for exam-
ple, should brief the new council-

lors so they can understand what is
going on,” she said.

MPS president Shamsul Shahril
Badliza Mohd Noor said MPS
would offer a special refresher
course to incumbent agd new
councillors in January so they can
carry out their duties seamlessly.

“The council also constantly
offers guidance to councillors and
we always work together to tackle
whatever problems they face while
carrying out their duties.

“So far, I have not encountered
any problems of councillors strug-
gling with this,” he told StarMetro.

Earlier in his speech, Shamsul
Shahril announced that the dead-

JKR: Public can direct complaints via 11 channels

PETALING JAYA: The Public Works
Department (JKR) is doing its best to monitor
the conditions of roads nationwide, with
every complaint being treated as a priority to
ensure that users are safe and comfortable,
said its director-general.

Taking note of comments on social media
about damaged roads and potholes, Datuk
Mohamad Zulkefly Sulaiman said it practised
a “no wrong door policy”, adding that there
were 11 channels where the public could
direct their complaints.

“Regardless of whether it is a federal, state
or council road, each complaint will be chan-
nelled to the relevant party for immediate
action,” said Zulkefly on the department’s
Facebook page on Monday.

“We accept all suggestions and constructive
criticisms for improvements to be made,” he
said, thanking the JKR district engineers and
its social media administrators for their
responsi ss towards compl

He also thanked netizens and JKR's strate-

gic partner RakanKKR for providing informa-
tion on roads.

Among others, members of the public can
channel their complaints to aduan jkr.gov.my,
the Public Complaints Management System at
kkr.spab.gov.my and aduan.jkr@1govuc.gov.
my/ komunikasi.jkr@1govuc.gov.my.

They can also call in their complaints via
the telephone or the media, visit the various
JKR offices, the Public Complaints Bureau at
pch.spab.gov.my or via its app, letters or the
Malaysia Government Call Centre (MyGCC).

On Sunday, Science, Technology and
Innovation Minister Khairy Jamaluddin had
hit a pothole and crashed during a cycling trip
around Kampung Seri Cheeding in Banting.

He then tweeted a picture of his bruised
face with minor scratches. The Kuala Langat
Works Department issued an apology about
five hours later.

Khairy later said he had uploaded the inci-
dent on Twitter as a reminder to road users to
keep an eye out but it caught JKR's attention.

“I am thankful that JKR has taken prompt
action but it should not just happen because
am a minister,” he said.

When contacted, Kuala Langat Municipal
Council public relations and corporate unit
head Mohamad Kamal Mohd Ramlan said the
road was not under its jurisdiction

“The road is under jurisdiction of the Works
Department but we are not sure if this is a
federal or state road,” he said

Malaysians have since taken to social
media to question if a similar apology would
be extended should they be the ones injured,
with many posting videos and pictures of
potholes and roads in bad conditions.

In IPOH, the state Public Works Department
(PWD) had resolved about 97% of the com-
plaints on roads, including potholes.

Perak Mentri Besar Datuk Saarani
Mohamad said there were 705 complaints
this year.

“I think the department has done a good
job. There are 18 cases yet to be resolved in

Kinta and one each in Kuala Kangsar and
Kampar. Local councils like the Ipoh City
Council have been responsive. For small pot
holes, they would wait for a few more and fix
them all at once to lower the cost,” he said.

About 60% of villages gazetted

SELANGOR government will
gazette land for all Orang Asli vil-
lages in the state within the next
three years.

State tourism, environment and
green technology, Orang Asli
affairs committee chairman Hee
Loy Sian said there were 74 Orang
Asli villages in Selangor and about
60% had been gazetted.

“The challenge in ensuring prop-
er gazettement is that some of the
land is privately owned by individ-
uals and companies.

“It would have been easier to
gazette the Orang Asli land if they
were owned by the state govern-
ment or state agencies,” he said.
