Menurut  Info  Bencana
Jabatan Kebajikan Masyarakat
(JKM), Pahang kekal mencatat
jumlah paling ramai dipindah-
kan iaitu 14,917 orang membabit-
kan 4,132 keluarga berlindungi
di 196 PPS di seluruh negeri itu,
diikuti Selangor 9,904 orang da-
ripada 3,760 keluarga di 68 PPS.

Di Kelantan pula, 4,333 mang-
sa daripada 1,068 Kkeluarga
ditempatkan di 53 PPS, Melaka
754 mangsa (166 keluarga) di 11
PPS, Kuala Lumpur 526 mang-
sa (463 keluarga) di tiga PPS,
Negeri Sembilan 424 mangsa
(92 keluarga) di 11 PPS, Tereng-
ganu 286 mangsa (66 keluarga) di
lapan PPS dan Perak 91 mangsa
(23 keluarga) ditempatkan di se-
buah PPS.

Tujuh daerah di Pahang yang
dilanda banjir ialah Raub, Li-
pis, Bentong, Jerantut, Maran,
Kuantan dan Pekan, manakala
Selangor membabitkan Klang,
Hulu Langat, Gombak, Kuala
Langat, Kuala Selangor, Peta-
ling dan Sepang.

Portal rasmi eBanjir Kelan-
tan pula melaporkan, lima su-
ngai utama di Kelantan berada
pada paras bahaya iaitu Sungai
Lebir di Tualang, Kuala Krai
merekodkan bacaan 36.57 meter
(m); Sungai Kelantan di Tangga
Krai (27.07 m); Sungai Kelantan
di Jambatan Guillemard (17.09
m); Sungai Golok di Jenob, Ta-
nah Merah (23.66 m); dan Sungai
Golok di Rantau Panjang, Pasir
Mas (10.04 m).

Hujan berterusan juga me-
nyebabkan bacaan di 19 stesen

sungai di Pahang melebihi pa-
ras bahaya antaranya Sungai
Jelai di Lipis, Sungai Tembeling
(Jerantut), Sungai Bentong (Ben-
tong), Sungai Semantan (Temer-
loh), Sungai Pahang (Temerloh)
dan Sungai Lembing serta Su-
ngai Belat di Kuantan.

Perdana Menteri, Datuk Seri
Ismail Sabri Yaakob pada sidang
media Khas malam kelmarin
memaklumkan, Kkebiasaannya
persiapan i banjir

mudian, Ismail Sabri berkata,
taburan hujan untuk tempoh
24 jam di Selangor dan Kuala
Lumpur kelmarin adalah jum-
lah hujan sebulan menyebabkan
air sungai melimpah dan ban-
yak kawasan dilanda banjir.
Katanya, berdasarkan mak-
lumat diberikan Kementerian
Alam Sekitar dan Air (KASA),
keadaan itu di luar jangka me-
nyebabkan berlaku kekalutan
tambahan pula tidak j

di beberapa mnegeri antaranya
Kelantan, Pahang dan Tereng-
ganu dibuat lebih awal, namun
keadaan banjir di Selangor se-
olah-olah 'mengejut’.

“Saya baca di media sosial,
ada juga yang hantar terus kepa-
da saya mohon bantuan kerana
ada yang sakit.

“Ada yang dalam bas terpe-
rangkap lapan jam dia maklum-
kan kepada saya, saya dah mak-
lumkan kepada bomba untuk ke
tempat itu, cuma keadaan waktu
itu banyak kereta lain juga ter-
perangKap jadi Kita selamatkan
mereka yang lemah,” katanya.

Malah, pagi semalam Per-
dana Menteri meninjau sendiri
operasi menyelamat dan mela-
wat mangsa banjir di PPS Se-
kolahh Kebangsaan Johan Setia
yang menempatkan 690 orang
dan Sekolah Kebangsaan Telok
Gong di Klang yang didaimi
1,200 mangsa.

Selepas itu, beliau mengada-
kan mesyuarat Khas banjir yang
dihadiri Menteri Besar Sela-
ngor, Datuk Seri Amirudin Sha-
ridan beberapa anggota Kabinet
yang lain.

Pada sidang medianya ke-

air akan meningkat dengan be-
gitu cepat dan mendadak.

“Justeru, berlaku isu kelewa-
tan bagi menyelamatkan mang-
sa banjir dan memberikan ban-
tuan,” katanya.

Terdahulu, Amiruddin pula
berkata, hujan luar biasa sejak
pagi kelmarin dan berterusan
sehingga semalam, ditambah
dengan kejadian air pasang me-
nyebabkan beberapa kawasan di
Selangor dilanda banjir.

Katanya, Jabatan Pengairan
dan Saliran (JPS) Selangor me-
maklumkan bahawa taburan
hujan telah mencecah 380mm.

“Jumlah ini adalah lebih dua
kali ganda taburan hujan ter-
tinggi yang dicatat sebelum ini
iaitu kira-kira 180mm. Air pa-
sang di kawasan terbabit ban-
jir pula mencecah hingga 4.5
meter,” katanya selepas mem-
pengerusikan mesyuarat Unit
Pengurusan Bencana Negeri
Selangor.

Banyak Kkilang dan sektor
perniagaan, terutama di Lem-
bah Klang juga dilaporkan turut
terjejas dalam tempoh seminggu

ini.
Ini disebabkan premis mere-

ka dinaiki air atau kawasan
mereka masih terputus beka-
lan elektrik, air dan sistem per-
hubungan.

Tenaga Nasional Bhd (TNB)
menerusi hantaran di Face-
book malam Kelmarin memak-
lumkan, bekalan elektrik di 82
kawasan di Klang, Shah Alam
(57), Pelabuhan Klang (enam),
Sepang (tiga) dan Banting (dua)
terputus dan belum pulih.

Selain itu, bekalan elektrik
yang terputus di 20 kawasan di
Pahang membabitkan Kuantan,
Bentong, Jerantut dan Kuala
Lipis; lapan lokasi di Melaka;
tujuh di Kelantan membabitkan
jajahan Kuala Krai, Jeli dan Gua
Musang juga belum pulih.

Pengurusan Air Selangor
Sdn Bhd (Air Selangor) pula
memaklumkan sebanyak 472
kawasan di wilayah Petaling,
Kuala Lumpur dan Hulu Langat
mengalami gangguan bekalan
ir tidak berjadual susulan ban-
jir di beberapa kawasan di Lem-
bah Klang.

Setakat ini, tiga loji rawa-
tan air (LRA) terpaksa dihenti-
kan operasi iaitu LRA Langat 2
kerana penutupan bekalan ele-
ktrik kecemasan di muka sauk
Semantan, LRA Cheras Batu 11
dan terbaru, petang semalam
LRA Semenyih 2 berikutan pe-
ningkatan paras air yang masuk
ke rumah pam air mentah, seka-
li gus sebanyak 70 lagi kawasan
di Hulu Langat akan mengalami
gangguan bekalan.

Jabatan Bomba dan Penyela-
mat Malaysia (JBPM) menerima
lebih 1,600 i

dalam tempoh 24 jam sejak kel
marin.

Pengarah Bahagian Ope-
rasi Kebombaan dan Penyela-
mat JBPM, Datuk Nor Hisham
Mohammad, berkata cabaran
utama pihaknya adalah untuk
memberi tindak balas cepat.

Sementara  itu, Menteri
Kanan Pertahanan, Datuk Seri
Hishammuddin Hussein., mem-
beri jaminan Angkatan Tentera
Malaysia (ATM) akan bersama-
sama dengan agensi berkaitan
sebagai kesiapsiagaan bagi me-
mastikan operasi banjir berja-
lan lancar.

“Saya beri jaminan, pengli-
batan ATM tidak akan diken-
durkan. Sebaliknya operasi
akan terus ditingkatkan dari
masa ke masa mengikut keper-
luan,” katanya menerusi han-
taran di akaun Facebook beliau
semalam.

Sebagai persediaan seterus-
nya menghadapi musim tengku-
juh yang dijangka berakhir Mac
tahun depan, sebanyak 5,731 PPS
sudah dikenal pasti di seluruh
negara yang mampu menam-
pung 1.63 juta mangsa bencana.

Menteri Pembangunan Wa-
nita, Keluarga dan Masyarakat,
Datuk Seri Rina Mohd Harun,
berkata penyediaan PPS itu bagi
mendepani monsun timur laut
vang bermula Oktober lalu dan
dijangka berakhir Mac 2022.

Rina juga berkata, kemente-
riannya sudah menggerakkan
1,000 pegawai dan kakitangan
JKM  serta 500 sukarelawan

membabitkan bencana banjir di

Klang: Datuk Seri Ismail Sabri
Yaakob semalam mengumumkan
peruntukan awal berjumlah
RM100 juta bagi membaiki ke-
rosakan kediaman dan infras-
truktur akibat banjir, selain sum-
bangan RM1,000 kepada setiap
ketua isi rumah yang terjejas su-
sulan bencana itu.

“Ini peruntukan awal, jika ti-
dak mencukupi mungkin Kita
akan tambah. Jumlah RM1,000
mungkin tidak mencukupi untuk
membaiki kesan banjir ini, tetapi
sekurang-kurangnya ia memban-
tu,” kata Perdana Menteri.

Beliau mengumumkan demiki-
an pada sidang media selepas me-
syuarat khas di Pejabat Daerah
dan Tanah Klang, di sini sema-
lam selepas meninjau operasi
menyelamat dan melawat Pusat
Pemindahan Sementara (PPS)
Sekolah Kebangsaan (SK) Johan
Setia serta SK Telok Gong.

Ismail Sabri yang pada Sep-
tember lalu mengumumkan ke-
rajaan meningkatkan kadar ban-
tuan wang ihsan daripada RM500
kepada RM1,000, berkata keraja-
an akan mempercepatkan baya-
ran kepada penduduk di kawasan

terbabit banjir di Selangor dan
negeri lain.

“Biasanya sumbangan itu akan
dibayar selepas mereka pulang ke
rumah, kita akan dapatkan mak-
lumat mangsa daripada Pejabat
Daerah Klang, kita akan sege-
rakan (bayaran). Kita tidak akan
tunggu lama, mereka balik perlu
lakukan macam-macam. RM1,000
mungkin tidak cukup, tetapi ini
untuk membantu membeli bahan
asas diperlukan,” katanya.

Pada masa sama, Perdana Men-
teri berkata, syarikat berkaitan
pelaburan kerajaan (GLIC) dan
syarikat berkaitan Kkerajaan
(GLC) bersetuju menyalurkan
sumbangan secara geran pada-
nan dengan pihak kerajaan.

“Peringkat ini, selepas perbin-
cangan dilakukan semalam (kel-
marin), kita bersetuju menye-
diakan RM20 juta. Ini bermakna
RM40 juta padanan kerajaan de-
ngan GLIC dan GLC. Ttu antara

bantuan akan diberikan segera
bagi mengurangkan bebanan
mangsa banjir ini,” katanya.

Beliau turut mengumumkan cuti
kecemasan kepada semua kakita-
ngan awam yang terkesan akibat
banjir dan menyarankan majikan
swasta turut memberikan pekerja
mereka cuti berbayar atau paid
leave dengan tidak menolak perun-
tukan cuti tahunan dan gaji.

“Berapa lama cuti itu, kaki-
tangan boleh berbincang dengan
ketua jabatan masing-masing,
termasuk kakitangan awam pe-
ringkat kerajaan negeri. Untuk
kakitangan swasta, kita minta
mereka berbincang dengan ma-
jikan. Saya tahu tiada peruntu-
kan undang-undang berkaitan
cuti banjir ini, namun ia boleh
dilaksanakan atas sifat kemanu-
siaan,” katanya.

Ismail Sabri juga menjelaskan,
kerajaan Persekutuan melalui
Kementerian Kesihatan (KKM)

akan menyediakan pasukan pe-
rubatan di pusat pemindahan te-
rutama pusat pemindahan besar
seperti PPS SK Telok Gong.

“Ada PPS yang saya lawati,
tiada pasukan perubatan, tiada
doktor dan jururawat. Jadi, pada
mesyuarat hari ini (semalam),
kita bersetuju menempatkan jur-
urawat atau doktor di setiap PPS
(besar). Kita juga akan bekalkan
ubat-ubatan, cecair pembasmi
kuman dan pelitup muka kerana
kita tahu mereka berpindah da-
lam waktu tergesa-gesa.

“Paling penting, ada saringan
COVID-19 melalui RTK Antigen
dilakukan di setiap pusat pemin-
dahan untuk memastikan semua
mangsa yang berpindah selamat
daripada jangkitan COVID-19,”
katanya menambah penugasan
doktor dan jururawat di PPS ter-
babit akan ditentukan oleh KKM.

Alam Sekitar dan Air menun-
jukkan hujan 24 jam di Selangor
kelmarin menyamai taburan se-
bulan mengakibatkan air sungai
melimpah hingga banyak kawa-
san dilanda banjir dan ia kea-
daan di luar jangka yang me-
nyebabkan kekalutan.

Ketua Polis Daerah Brickfields,
Asisten Komisioner Amihizam
Abdul Shukor, berkata mangsa
cedera ringan dan sudah dise-
lamatkan anggota bomba pada
tengah malam kelmarin.

Kejadian sama turut dilapor-
kan berhampiran Pangsapuri Te-

ratai dan Medan Selera Majlis
Perbandaran Selayang (MPS) di
Bandar Baru Selayang, dekat
Gombak, malam kelmarin.

Penduduk pangsapuri berke-
naan, Muzarina Mustapa, berka-
ta setakat ini tiada penduduk di-
laporkan cedera akibat kejadian
pada jam 9 malam itu, yang ber-
kemungkinan berpunca dari-
pada hujan lebat sejak beberapa
hari ini.

Polis turut menerima laporan
kejadian tanah runtuh di bahu
jalan berdekatan Tahfiz Al-Mu-
nawarah, Taman Melawati dan
Jalan Bunga Anggerik Dataran
Ukay, Hulu Kelang, dekat Am-
pang. Satu keluarga membabit-
kan seorang lelaki, seorang wa-
nita dan seorang bayi, selain 12
pelajar lelaki pusat tahfiz ber-
kenaan dipindahkan ke Dewan
Kampung Kemensah.

Ketua Polis Daerah Ampang
Jaya, Asisten Komisioner Moha-
mad Farouk Eshak, berkata pi-
haknya, bomba dan Majlis Per-
bandaran Ampang Jaya (MPAJ)
membuat kawalan serta peman-
tauan di lokasi kejadian.

Di Seremban, tiada mangsa

Ketua Polis Daerah Nilai, Supe-
rintendan Mohd Fazley Ab Rah-
man, berkata 20 kereta terkandas
ekoran laluan terputus dalam ke-
jadian Kkira-kira jam 9 malam itu.

Di Jerantut, sebanyak 10 la-
luan di beberapa lokasi sepan-
jang Lebuh Raya Kuala Lumpur -
Karak (KLK) ditutup berikutan
banjir dan tanah runtuh pada
jam 8 pagi semalam.

Ahli Parlimen Klang, Charles
Santiago berkata, sistem perpari-
tan dan pengairan tidak mam-
pu menampung jumlah hujan
berterusan ketika ini.

“Dijangkakan tambahan hu-
jan pada Disember ialah 215 mili-
meter (mm), namun telah mele-
bihi paras dalam tempoh enam
jam. Setakat pukul 11 pagi hari ini
(semalam), kita sudah pun mere-
kodkan taburan hujan 1,100mm,”
ujarnya.

Sementara itu, Pengarah Bom-
ba dan Penyelamat Selangor,
Norazam Khamis berkata, angka
tertinggi mangsa banjir direkod-
kan di Klang dengan 2,604 mang-
sa di 17 buah PPS.

“Manakala, bagi Kuala Lan-
gat dan Sepang adalah seramai
482 individu yang ditempatkan
di sembilan PPS,” katanya dalam
kenyataan semalam.

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RM100mil for repair works

PM: Govt will also give RM1,000 to all households affected by the floods

KUALA LUMPUR: The govern-
ment will provide a post-flood allo-
cation of RM100mil for the repair of
homes and damaged infrastructure,
the Prime Minister announced.

Datuk Seri Ismail Sabri Yaakob
said due to the extent of damage
caused by massive floods that hit
several states, the government will
also contribute RM1,000 to all
affected households.

“In September this year, the gov-
ernment raised compassionate aid
to RM1,000 per household. We will
expedite payment to areas affected
by the floods in Selangor and six
other states,” Bernama quoted him
as saying after chairing a special
meeting on plans and actions to be
taken to manage the floods.

Ismail Sabri said at the same time,
government-linked investment com-
panies (GLICs) and govern-
ment-linked companies (GLCs) have
agreed to channel contributions in
the form of matching grants.

They have agreed to allocate an
initial amount of RM20mil, he said.

“Which means if it is RM20mil
each from the government and
GLICs/GLCs, RM40mil (in total), we
have back-to-back matching grants
from the government and GLCs.
This will be among the types of

aid to be c to
alleviate the burden of the flood
victims,” he said.

Ismail Sabri said to date, 103 tem-
porary evacuation centres have
been opened in eight districts in
Selangor, up from from 48 yester-
day.

He said all issues arising at these
centres such as lack of food would
be resolved immediately, with din-
ner yesterday and today’s breakfast
to be provided by the Selangor gov-

ernment. Starting today, lunch will
be provided by the Social Welfare
Department, he said.

The Prime Minister said the
Health Ministry would, in the mean-
time, provide doctors, nurses and
necessities such as face masks, sani-
tisers and medicines at the evacua-
tion centres.

“RTK Antigen screenings will be
carried out at all centres to protect
flood victims from Covid-19 infec-
tions,” he said.

He also said the issue of inade-
quate food supply and stranded
flood victims who could not be
moved to relief centres in Selangor
was considered resolved.

“As for those trapped in cars or
other places apart from homes,
action is being taken to evacuate
them,” he said.

As for sleeping places, he said the
government had obtained the com-
mitment of the Welfare Department
to provide comfortable cubicles

equipped with blankets and mat-
tresses for flood victims.

The Prime Minister also said that
the government has agreed to give
emergency leave to civil servants
affected by the floods.

“We understand their plight, so
the government agrees to give
emergency leave because of this
disaster. The affected civil servants,
when they return to work, can dis-
cuss with their respective depart-
ment heads about the leave.”

He hoped that the private sector
would do the same by providing
emergency leave to their affected
workers.

“If they (employers) agree to give
(leave), there are two conditions,
that it (leave) cannot be deducted
from the annual leave and the sala-
ry of the employees cannot be
deducted.

“If the leave is for five days, it
cannot be deducted from their sala-
ry. It should be paid leave,” he said,
adding that he would discuss the
matter with Human Resources
Minister Datuk Seri M. Saravanan.

“Exhaust all options on existing
platforms and only take to social
media if the issue remains unad-
dressed,” he said, adding that peo-
ple should not make libellous state-
ments online as this could result in
a defamation suit.

Ampang Jaya Zone 23 councillor
Mohamad Samat said it was impor-
tant for local councils to have a
strong social media presence.

“Local authorities must be
dynamic and creative in disserni-
nating information to the public.”

Mohamad said it was unfortu-
nate that there were times local
councils were exposed to slander
online as it was difficult to counter
lies online.

‘Councils must keep channels
of communication open’

Stakeholders say local authorities need to be more
adept at handling complaints on social media

Kajang Municipal Council (MPKj)
is a local authority that widely uses
social media to better connect with
ratepayers.

Its official Facebook page has
37,000 followers, while its Twitter
and Instagram accounts have 2,300,
and 910 followers, respectively.

MPKj public relations head
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Kamarul Izlan Sulaiman said these
platforms allow it to better commu-
nicate programmes and initiatives
to the public.

“Before social media, many peo-
ple were not aware the many activi-
ties we conduct.

“Now, we post notices of all our
activities online, such as waste col-
lection, fogging, road repairs and
tree-pruning,” he said.

Kamarul said MPKj viewed
online comments as an opportunity
to improve its services, but encour-
aged ratepayers to submit com-
plaints via appropriate channels.

These include calling the council’s
hotline 1-800-88-6755, emailing
aduan@mpkj.gov.my, using the
iKajang app or going to its website.

Selayang Municipal Council
(MPS) also has 37,000 followers
on Facebook, while its Twitter and
Instagram accounts have 2,500, and
2,100 followers respectively.

MPS Corporate Department dep-
uty director Ahmad Fauzi Ishak
said these platforms were the main

medium for council-related
updates, apart from the official
website.

“They make sharing information
easier,” he said and echoed others
in urging ratepayers to go through
the proper channels.

“Our Facebook administrator will
help by giving the contact details of
relevant departments,” he said.

How should local authorities deal
with the increasing scrutiny, and
sometimes ridicule, on social
media?

Former Kuala Lumpur mayor
Datuk Seri Nor Hisham Ahmad
Dahlan, who had also previously
served as Subang Jaya Municipal
Council president, stressed that
councils should implement policies
without fear or favour.

“Never compromise on issues
involving infrastructure and basic
amenities.

“If the area is not for trading,
then make sure there are no traders
there,” he said.

Nor Hisham, said there was no
need for local authorities to seek
popularity on social media.

“Our task is to serve everyone
regardless of their race, religion or
political affiliation.

“What's important is that we
explain our actions clearly to the
public,” he said.

Petaling Jaya city councillor
Derek Fernandez said restoring
local council elections would better
address concerns among ratepay-
ers.

“This ensures accountability as it
allows voters to remove a person
whose performance is unsatisfacto-
ry,” he was quoted to have said in a
radio interview.

However, Housing and Local
Government Minister Datuk Seri
Reezal Merican Naina Merican said
that the government had no plans
to revive such elections due to the
high costs.

He told Parliament in a written
reply on Dec 8 that a local council
election would cost RM2mil each, or
RM302mil for all 151 councils
nationwide.

Fernandez, however, said this
was a small price to pay to ensure
democracy at the local level.

While people commonly use
social media to spread or exchange
information, many say they will still
look to news organisations for relia-
ble information.

In Sungai Buloh resident Mohd
Adzlan Zamiri’s opinion, main-
stream media plays a crucial role to
clear confusion.

“Often, viral videos and posts on
social media do not tell the full
story and tend to attract emotional
responses.

“Newspapers, for example, help
to balance the narrative by provid-
ing a fuller account,” the 36-year-
old said.

Chris Seto, a managing director at
anews and advertisement monitor-
ing company, said while social
media had done much to help peo-
ple connect, it had also allowed fake
news to flourish.

“Social media platforms help to
disseminate important information,
especially when the Covid-19 pan-
demic first struck.

“People went online to learn
more about the standard operating
procedure, but the information was
incomplete, leading to more confu-
sion.

“In the end, people still went to
the mainstream media to fact-check
the information and get a clearer
picture,” he said.

Seto added that print media was
a more credible source of informa-
tion as the news is verified.

Selangor Sultan moved by plight of the people

PETALING JAYA: Selangor Ruler
Sultan Sharafuddin Idris Shah has
expressed his sadness and grief
over the floods that hit the state fol-
lowing a continuous downpour.

“I was informed that many loca-
tions were affected and cut off due
to flooded roads, as well as residen-

tial areas hit by unusual floods,” he
said in a statement yesterday.
Sultan Sharafuddin said he had
seen pictures and videos of affected
areas and was also concerned about
the difficulties faced by the people.
“I was moved to see the spirit of
cooperation shown by community

members and support groups who
are helping each other.

“I want the responsible authori-
ties to expedite assistance to all
affected areas,” he said.

The Selangor Ruler added that he
had also directed the Selangor Zakat
Board to continue providing assis-

tance to flood relief centres and
identify those in need of critical
help.

He also called for a more compre-
hensive action plan to be updated,
especially when faced with unex-
pected weather phenomena, so
quick action can be taken.

KUALA LUMPUR: Things were not
looking good at all for the affected
people in the seven flood-hit states
yesterday, with Perak being the lat-
est to be inflicted.

Reports trickling in by noon said
the floods were also worsening in
Kelantan, Terengganu, Pahang,
Selangor, Negri Sembilan and
Melaka.

Altogether, over 34,000 people
had been evacuated from their
flooded homes to relief centres by
yesterday afternoon.

Prime Minister Datuk Seri Ismail
Sabri Yaakob, who on Saturday
night ordered the rescue of strand-
ed people and supplying them with
food as the top priority, went down
to the ground on Sunday.

He visited two relief centres — SK
Johan Setia and SK Telok Gong - in
Klang, Selangor.

Bernama, citing a statement by
the Office of the Selangor Mentri
Besar, reported that 6,242 people are
being housed at 80 relief centres in
the districts of Klang, Kuala Langat,
Petaling, Sepang, Kuala Selangor
and Hulu Langat in Selangor.

The Meteorological Department
(METMalaysia) has issued a red
alert, forecasting heavy rain in eight
Selangor districts.

In PAHANG, Bernama reported
that according to the Social Welfare
Department’s Disaster Info App, the
number of flood victims in Pahang
had risen to 19,344 people at 214
evacuation centres last night.

Bentong District Police chief Supt
Zaiham Mohd Kahar confirmed
that no deaths or injuries were
reported in the Saturday landslide
along the Kuala Lumpur-Karak
Expressway.

An inspection found six vehicles
at the landslide area and these were
in the process of being towed away.
This may take some time bhecause it
is still raining, he said.

The northeast monsoon-related
floods have claimed one life in the
state while two people are feared
drowned after being washed away
by swift-flowing waters.

In KELANTAN, the number of
evacuees increased to 3,877 from
903 families housed at 43 centres.

State Civil Defence Force Disaster
Management and Operations
Division officer Capt Mohd Hanif
Omar said 22 of the centres were in
the Kuala Krai district, 15 in Gua
Musang and two each in Jeli, Tanah
Merah and Pasir Mas.

In TERENGGANU, the number of
evacuees rose to 326 from 101 fam-
ilies in the Dungun and Kemaman
districts.

In PERAK, a relief centre was
opened at SM Abdul Rahman Talib,
Batu 4 Changkat Jong, Teluk Intan,
yesterday morning to house 26
evacuees from eight families.

A spokesman said the evacuees
were moved in stages after Sungai
Bidor burst its banks.

In NEGRI SEMBILAN, the number
of evacuees rose to 465 from 110
families while in MELAKA, the num-
ber rose to 595 from 121 families.

Victim disappointed there was no aid for flood-prone area

PETALING JAYA: Stunned by the
rapidly rising water, a 65-year-old
chef and his family could only
watch in dishelief from the upper
storey of their home as their vehi-
cles were submerged.

Panir Selvam, who lives in Taman
Sri Muda, Seksyen 25, Shah Alam,
said the ground level of his house
was completely inundated, adding
that he could see his dining table,
refrigerator, washing machine and
other household appliances floating
in the water.

He said his son’s car, which was
not even a year old, was underwa-
ter as well as their other vehicles.

“It started at 4pm on Saturday
when the water rushed into the
house. Just like that, the entire area
was flooded.

“It was like a sea. We could hard-
ly save anything.

“We’ve lost everything - our cars,
household appliances, everything,”
he said yesterday.

As the water gushed into their
house, Panir said he took shelter on
the upper floor together with his
wife, son and sister.

He said as at 4pm yesterday, the
water level was slowly subsiding
and the rain had stopped.

However, he expressed his disap-
pointment at the lack of aid and
support from the authorities.

“No one came to help us. No one
sent any food aid. The only ‘help’ I
saw was a Bomba team on a bhoat
that was looking for a pregnant
woman.

“I could hear children crying and

women shouting for help this morn-
ing. I hope the authorities will come
save them because I cannot do any-
thing. T can’t even get out of my
house,” he said.

Taman Sri Muda is known to be a
low-lying area and has been prone
to floods for years.

Panir said the area faced its worst
flooding 22 years ago in December,
followed by frequent flooding
where the water levels only reached
the ankle or the knee.

He lamented the fact that despite
knowing this, the government did
not do anything nor had there been
any mitigation plans to prevent
flooding.

“This time, the water reached
unimaginable levels. The govern-

ment knows this area is prone to
flooding but after so many years,
nobody has done anything.

“This area is in a well-planned
city. It’s middle-class; it’s not a slum.
The area is 2m lower than the rest
of the locality,” he added.

On Twitter, the topic of Taman Sri
Muda also trended with numerous
people seeking help after they were
stranded in their homes for more
than 24 hours without food.

Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri
Amirudin Shari, in a tweet at
5.45pm yesterday, said he had taken
note of the critical situation in the
area.

“All suitable assets such as boats
have been mobilised to assist in the
evacuation process of the flood vic-

tims. I understand that the number
of military personnel too has been
increased to assist in this effort,” he
said.

The Malaysian Armed Forces has
been actively carrying out opera-
tions to rescue members of the pub-
lic who were trapped and said they
were ready to expand aid to other
affected areas.

As of last night, rescue efforts
were ongoing as hungry flood vic-
tims waited atop their rooftops in
the cold and dark.

Meanwhile, yesterday, after the
floods, Klang Valley residents who
tried to return to Klang or Shah
Alam found themselves stranded
on the roads while hundreds of
shoppers and tenants were strand-
ed at Aeon Mall Shah Alam.

PLUS Malaysia Bhd, which oper-
ates the New Klang Valley
Expressway, said more than 226
victims were rescued.

Some roads leading to KL
International Airport were closed
while there were people stranded
on the Shah Alam side of the Federal
Highway.

The mall provided food and sup-
plies for the stranded folk.

As a safety measure, Tenaga
Nasional Bhd shut down 433 power
substations.

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Major floods

PETALING JAYA: Air Selangor has
shut down two water treatment
plants while a third is operating at
partial capacity because of the
floods.

As a result, a total of 472 areas in
three regions - Petaling, Kuala
Lumpur and Hulu Langat - are
experiencing unscheduled water
supply disruptions, it said in a state-
ment yesterday.

With many major roads closed
due to the worsening flood situation,
alternative water supply assistance
to consumers and critical premises
through tanker trucks could not be
mobilised, Air Selangor added.

At LRA Langat 2, a power outage
at the Semantan inlet resulted in
cessation of water supply at the
plant.

LRA Cheras Batu 11 had to be shut
down temporarily due to flooding.

At LRA Sg Langat, an increase in
water turbidity level resulted in the
plant operating at only 40% of its
daily production capacity.

Users may get a list of areas
involved through the website https:/
hentitugas.airselangor.com/ and the
Air Selangor application.

In Seremban, water supply to a
few districts in Negri Sembilan has
also been disrupted after operations
at several water treatment plants
had to be stopped or reduced due to
a combination of factors caused by
floods.

State water concessionaire
Syarikat Air Negri Sembilan (Sains)
said heavy rains had also caused
landslides and the deterioration of
raw water quality at some plants
which led to its temporary closure.

Power supply at several plants
had also been cut.

The Linggi water treatment plant
had to be temporarily closed for a
cleanup after debris was brought in
by the massive floods at the water
intake point.

Some 48,000 accounts in parts of
Seremban, Rembau and Port Dick-
son were affected.
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‘You just can’t blame the rain’

Selangor slammed for poor development planning, lack of foresight

KLANG: Selangor’s flood mess is
due to poorly planned development
having an adverse effect on the sur-
roundings, says an environmental
activist.

Association for the Protection of
the Natural Heritage of Malaysia
(Peka) president Puan Sri Shariffa
Sabrina Syed Akil said that because
of this, the state would face the
threat of severe flooding whenever
there were downpours.

“The Selangor government is just
interested in development and does
not care if it is done sustainably.
Hills are cut down and trees simply
felled,” she alleged.

Shariffa Sabrina said some
state-appointed contractors, to cut
costs, also paid little heed to drain-
age and flood mitigation facets.

“Then when serious flooding
occurs, they blame the rain. Why
blame the rain? This is the kind of
weather we have always had,” she
pointed out.

People’s Legal Team founder
Dinesh Muthal said the severe
flooding in Selangor was akin to a
state of emergency and the govern-
ment not declaring it as one was
irresponsible.

“The worst flooding in Klang and
Shah Alam are in areas where most
of the residents are from the B40
category.

“There must be many of them
already starving and to make mat-
ters worse, the power supply is also
affected.

“They will be completely cut off
when their mobile phones run out
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of battery,” he added.

Dinesh said the authorities must
not ignore the fact that Covid-19
was still a big threat and that there
might be infected people trapped in
their homes.

Damai  Disabled  Persons
Association president V. Muru-
geswaran said he had received
many calls about disabled and bed-
ridden people trapped at home in
Klang and Shah Alam.

“A friend asked me if I could lend
a wheelchair to a person whose
electric wheelchair had malfunc-
tioned, with the manual wheelchair
soaked in water,” he said, adding

that the disabled person was
trapped at home and unable to
move.

He urged the authorities to act
quickly, saying the disabled, bedrid-
den as well as the elderly and infirm
were the most affected lot.

“This is a serious situation as peo-
ple are sitting on the roof of their
homes. The disabled and bedridden
or elderly cannot save themselves
by moving upstairs or climbing on
rooftops.

“Please buck up,” said Muru-
geswaran, adding that he was also
concerned about those living alone.

A WEEK is a long time in politics.
On Tuesday, a long week in
Malaysian politics began.

A new political landscape

A slew of new entities promise to enliven Malaysian politics next year.

The Sabah-based Parti Warisan
officially spread its wings in
Peninsular Malaysia on Friday.

Parti Pribumi Bersatu Malaysia
(Bersatu) is having its annual
general meeting this weekend.

Yesterday was the Sarawak polls.
Today, a party, led by
Kamarazaman Yaakob, who is the
older brother of Prime Minister
Datuk Seri Ismail Sabri, will
officially change its name to Parti
Kuasa Rakyat.

On Tuesday, a multiracial party,
Parti Bangsa Malaysia (PBM), will
be launched.

It's a busy week in Malaysian
politics, and I've not even included
daily behind-the-scenes political
intrigues. For example, Ismail Sabri
is engaged in simultaneous but
separate political tarik tali (tug of
war) with Team Datuk Seri Najib
Razak of Umno and Team Tan Sri
Muhyiddin Yassin of Bersatu.

The buzz on the PM’s political
tug of war with the two teams
intensified when the Backbenchers
Club, led by its chairman Datuk
Seri Tajuddin Abdul Rahman of
Umno, pledged its full support for
the Prime Minister to lead the
country until Parliament ends in
2023.

In this one week, five political
entities have entered or are enter-
ing the national political landscape.

If Muda is finally registered,
Syed Saddiq will have a platform
and will not need to rely on using
the logo of a friendly ally such as
Warisan.

Warisan is on a collision course
with its GE14 Pakatan Harapan
allies. In his speech to launch the
party in Peninsular Malaysia,
Warisan president Datuk Seri
Shafie Apdal said the Chinese
wouldn’t die in Malaysia without
DAP. The party will take on PKR
and DAP in some of their
strongholds.

The outspoken liberal Siti’s foray
into politics is exciting the
Opposition crowd who are fed up
with Pakatan. Some of them texted
me via WhatsApp, saying they
wished she would take on DAP
National Publicity Secretary Tony
Pua in his Damansara
parliamentary seat.

The buzz on Parti Kuasa Rakyat
fizzled after its launch on Oct 10.
The party needs to make some
noise, if not it will end up like Parti
Sosialis Malaysia or Parti Rakyat
Malaysia (does it still exist?).

The Bersatu AGM may be an
opportunity for its warring leaders

to consolidate. The party has two
main factions: Team Datuk Seri
Hamzah Zainudin and Team Datuk
Seri Azmin Ali. It seems Home
Minister and Bersatu secretary-
general Hamzah knows what
International Trade and Industry
Minister Azmin did last summer in
Sandakan, Sabah.

As it is not launched yet, PBM is
an unknown entity. A PBM insider
told me that the party, which has
“Bangsa Malaysia” in its name, will
be a grassroots-powered multira-
cial party.

“About 50,000 Pertubuhan
Penggerak Komuniti Negara mem-
bers will join PBM and turn it into
a political power. We will evolve
into a new force to rock the nation
with our soon-to-be-revealed big
agenda,” said the millennial, who
did not want to be identified as she
is not authorised to speak to the
media.

“We will be the new political
force supported by women, millen-
nials and zoomers. We aim to be
the big voice of Malaysian politics
and not play second fiddle to any
other political party. PBM is our
chosen platform. Make no mistake
about that.”

The big question is who will lead
PBM. I'v heard speculation that it

will be led by a woman MP. If it is
true, she’ll be the only female party
president - currently, men lead all
the major parties in Malaysia.

“When the King met the party
leaders to get their opinion on
Malaysia’s politics, all of them were
men. No one represented the views
of the women and also the
millennials and zoomers,” the
millennial said.

According to the PBM insider,
seven MPs and 15 assemblymen
will eventually join the new party.
There are reports that Julau MP
Larry Sng will be PBM deputy
president, and Tebrau MP Steven
Choong will join the party. Both are
independent MPs who are pro-
Bersatu.

Sng, it seems to me, is a misun-
derstood politician. Some see him
as a “jumper” for leaving PKR to be
an independent MP supporting the
government of the day. Many for-
get or don’t know that Sng won his
Julau seat as an independent and
then joined PKR that was part of
the government of the day.

Muda, Gerak Independent,
Warisan (rebranded from Parti
Warisan Sabah), Parti Kuasa
Rakyat and PBM are new entities
in the national politics landscape.
Bring it on.

EAVY rain since Friday

saw flash floods sub-

merging highways,

overflowing rivers and
thousands of flood victims evac-
uated to relief centres in several
states.

Pictures of inundated roads
and residences have been up-
loaded on social media and Me-
teorological Department (MET
Malaysia) director Muhammad
Helmi Abdullah warned that
heavy rains would continue in
Kelantan, Pahang, Kedah,
Penang, Perak, Terengganu, Se-
langor, Negri Sembilan, Melaka,
Kuala Lumpur and Putrajaya.

He said the continuous rain
was caused by the monsoon’s
cold surge and tropical depres-
sion.

The tropical depression was
formed in the South China Sea
and entered Pahang on Thursday
night.

“Until Sunday (today), we ex-
pect Gua Musang in Kelantan
and Cameron Highlands, Jeran-
tut, Kuantan and Maran in Pa-
hang to be the hardest hit by the
heavy rain.

“However, as the northeast
monsoon is expected to end to-
day (yesterday), the weather is
predicted to ease.”

and the New Klang Valley Ex-
pressway (NKVE) have been
flooded since early yesterday.

Twitter users said several
routes on the Federal Highway
had been flooded since 8am, re-
sulting in severe traffic conges-
tion from Kuala Lumpur to Shah
Alam.

The Malaysian Highway Au-
thority (LLM) said the Setia Alam
northbound junction from
Setia Alam to Shah Alam on the
NKVE had been temporarily
closed.

LLM said the closure was due to
floodwaters on the route, which
blocked all lanes of the intersec-
tion.

A similar situation also oc-
curred at the Kemuning Toll
Plaza at Km27.60-27.30 west-
bound, which saw only the right
lane accessible to vehicles.

One of the flooded highway lo-
cations is the NKVE El between
Km8.3 and Km8.8 northbound of
the Setia Alam-Shah Alam
stretch and this has resulted in
the closure of the Shah Alam
Junction.

An LLM spokesman said: “Also
closed is the Bukit Raja and Shah
Alam Toll Plazas.

“PLUS has opened an emergen-
cy lane at Km7 for motorists com-
ing from Bukit Raja and KmS8 if
they are coming from Subang.”

Also affected, he said, was the
North-South Expressway Central
Link (ELITE) (E6) at Km3 south-
bound, from Shah Alam to
Seafield.

The spokesman said the main
route linking ELITE to NKVE and
the Guthrie Corridor Expressway
(GCE) was also closed.

At the New North Klang Strait
Bypass E30 Elevated Inter-
change, he said water rose be-
tween Kmll and Km12 of the Ka-
par to Bukit Raja route.

“All the lanes are flooded due
to prolonged heavy rains and

high tide.”

A total of 1,011 residents in
Klang and parts of Shah Alam
were evacuated at 10.30am yes-
terday.

Selangor Menteri Besar Datuk
Seri Amirudin Shari said the state
District Disaster Management
Unit had opened 17 temporary
evacuation centres to house flood
evacuees.

He said Team Selangor volun-
teers and Selangor Volunteer
members were on the ground to
distribute emergency aid to vic-
tims and their families.

It was reported earlier that
floodwaters began to rise in Shah
Alam around 9pm on Friday
night.

Several houses in Taman Sri
Muda, Kota Kemuning and the
stretch along the Shah Alam Ex-
pressway towards Klang were al-
so flooded.

Bernama also reported that
three temporary evacuation cen-
tres had been activated in Klang
after several settlements, espe-
cially in Port Klang, were inun-
dated.

Selangor Fire and Rescue De-
partment director Norazam
Khamis said up to 10pm on Fri-
day, 113 flood victims had been
taking shelter at three evacuation
centres in SRA Kampung Delek,
SRA Pulau Indah and SK Telok
Gong, based on the information
from district Disaster Manage-
ment Committee.

“Areas in Klang submerged un-
der Im of water include Kampung
Nelayan, Teluk Gong and Port
Klang, and 106 victims were af-
fected when water overflowed

from a sewer and drains.”

In George Town, Deputy Envi-
ronment and Water Minister
Datuk Mansor Othman said all
agencies under the ministry had
been placed on high alert to face
floods in several states following
continuous downpour.

Mansor said MET Malaysia had
issued flood warnings in several
low-lying areas in the east coast,
central and northern regions of
Peninsular Malaysia.

“We have also directed the

agencies to furnish information
on flooding to the National Dis-
aster Management Agency so
that immediate action can be
taken by the authorities.”

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472 areas to face water cuts

KUALA LUMPUR: A total of 472 areas in Petaling, Kuala
Lumpur and Hulu Langat will experience unscheduled
water supply disruptions due to floods in several areas in
the Klang Valley.

Air Selangor Sdn Bhd (Air Selangor) said in a statement
yesterday two of its water treatment plants had to stop
operating, namely the Langat 2 plant due to the shutting
down of power supply to the water inlet section at
Semantan, and the Cheras Batu 11 plant, due to floods.

In addition, the Sungai Langat plant could only operate
at half capacity due to murky waters, resulting in it being
able to only produce 40% of its usual daily capacity.

Air Selangor said it could not mobilise its tanker trucks
to provide alternative water supply assistance to
consumers and critical premises in the affected areas
because several major roads had been closed due to the
escalating flood situation.

It also said that it could not estimate when the plants
would resume full operations, adding that it would provide
information from time to time and consumers could get a
list of areas involved through the website
https://hentitugas.airselangor.com/ and the Air Selangor
mobile app.
