MB: Only basic info in Selangor’s aid data system

THE Sistem Smart Inisiatif Peduli
Rakyat (SSIPR) only contains basic
data such as income, job and
household information, and does
not contain applicants’ records on
aid applied for from other agen-
cies.

“SSIPR was developed based on
a one-stop centre concept to make
it easier for Selangor residents to
register, apply and check online
for the 33 IPR programmes offered
by the state government, based on
the criteria and qualifications set
by each programme,” said
Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri
Amirudin Shari.

“It only keeps the required data

to check whether an applicant
qualifies for a particular aid.

“SSIPR has no record or recipi-
ent’s aid status with other agencies
such as Selangor Islamic Religious
Department (Jais) or Welfare
Department (JKM).

“Through SSIPR, each assembly-
man’s office only has access to
data of applicants in their respec-
tive constituencies.

“This is also limited to five IPR
programmes that require an
assemblyman’s verification, such
as Jom Shopping, Kasih Ibu Smart
Selangor (KISS) and Skim Ceria,”
he explained.

Amirudin said this at the state

assembly, replying to a question
by Jamaliah Jamaluddin
(PH-Bandar Utama) on SSIPR and
an assemblyman’s access to the
system.

“A transfer of technology ses-
sion was held by the system’s ven-
dor and assemblymen in January
2021 to guide and brief them on
the application verification pro-
cess and information an assembly-
man’s office has access to,” said
Amirudin.

“A user’s manual is also includ-
ed in the SSIPR system for further
reference.”

Jamaliah then asked whether
SSIPR allowed an assemblyman’s

office to cross-check data, such
that only those who fulfil the
programme requirements could
apply for aid and to ensure there
were no overlaps in aid
application.

“The cross-checking of data is
done by the relevant agency or
exco’s office handling the applica-
tion.

“However, when we were
streamlining the data for KISS and
Peduli Sihat programmes, we did
cross-check that with data from
JKM according to certain criteria,”
said Amirudin, adding that verifi-
cation of data was bound by the
Personal Data Protection Act.

State funds for youth
development not fully used

MCO and lack of working relationship among reasons, says exco

NOT all assemblymen have fully
utilised the allocation for their con-
stituencies’ Penggerak Belia
Selangor (PeBS) team, despite each
constituency receiving a RM20,000
allocation this year.

“The state government approved
an allocation of RM2.836mil for
PeBS in 2021,” said Selangor youth
generation development, sports
and human capital development
committee chairman Mohd
Khairuddin Othman.

“The performance of a PeBS
team is evaluated through various
aspects, including implementation
of programmes.

“But the number of programmes
organised by each constituency has
been wide-ranging.”

He listed out the number of pro-
grammes organised by the respec-
tive constituency’s PeBS this year,
with Kinrara ranking highest at 15,
followed by Balakong (13) and
Bandar Utama (11).

There were also constituencies
that only had one programme thus
far, such as Rawang, Gombak Setia,
Taman Medan and Kota Kemuning,
while Sungai Burong and Jeram
had zero programmes, he revealed.

“There are no
plans to increase
the funds for now.
We want to ensure
the allocated sum
is used first.”

“As not all constituencies have
fully utilised their allocation for
this year, there are no plans to
increase the funds for now.

“We want to ensure what is allo-
cated is fully utilised first,” he said
in response to questions by
Azmizam Zaman Huri
(PH-Pelabuhan Klang) on the allo-
cation and performance of PeBS.

“It is up to the respective assem-
blymen on whether or not they are
satisfied with the PeBS’ perfor-
mance. If they are unhappy, the

assemblyman can have the PeBS
members replaced (as candidates
are nominated by the assembly-
men themselves),” Mohd
Khairuddin elaborated.

Datuk Dr Ahmad Yunus Hairi
(PN-Sijangkang) observed that
based on his previous experience,
some PeBS teams did not have
close working relationships with
their assemblymen and asked for
possible reasons.

“One reason for the low perfor-
mance the previous year was due
to the movement control order,”
said Mohd Khairuddin.

“But some PeBS team members
were not close to their assembly-
men, as the members were
appointed under the local council-
lor system before PeBS was
rebranded and restructured.

“Now that PeBS team members
are nominated by the assembly-
men themselves, I hope that both
parties will support each other and
organise programmes to benefit
youths in their constituencies,” he
said, adding that changing PeBS
candidates was possible but should
be considered as a last resort.

Elizabeth Wong (PH-Bukit

Lanjan) then asked for the approv-
al process for PeBS programmes to
be simplified, either by the exco’s
office or Selangor State Sports
Council (MSN Selangor).

“For example, PeBS Bukti Lanjan
submitted an application to hold a
weightlifting and baskethall pro-
gramme in early October but until
today they have yet to receive feed-
back on whether the programme is
approved.

“So I hope the PeBS secretariat
will be more transparent on the
matter and make the application
process easier,” she said.

In taking note of the matter,
Mohd Khairuddin said he would
relay the feedback to MSN Selangor
and raise it at a later Selangor State
Executive Council meeting.

“As an interim measure, I sug-
gest that the assemblyman’s alloca-
tion be used first; MSN Selangor
will reimburse the funds later,” he
said.

“PeBS teams are also encouraged
to diversify their programmes for
youths, as many tend to focus on
sports but overlook other aspects
such as leadership and communi-
ty,” he added.
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PM to brief Cabinet on possible HSR revival

PETALING JAYA: Prime Minister
Datuk Seri Ismail Sabri Yaakob is
scheduled to brief the Cabinet
tomorrow on the possible revival of
the Kuala Lumpur-Singapore High
Speed Rail (HSR) project.

“The joint statement by the prime
ministers of both countries was
made after their meeting and it has
yet to be brought to the Cabinet.

“I anticipate that the Prime
Minister will report to the Cabinet
the outcome of the meeting

between the two of them,” said
Transport Minister Datuk Seri Dr
Wee Ka Siong when wrapping up
the debate at the committee stage
on Budget 2022 allocations for his
ministry.

Dr Wee was referring to remarks
made during a joint press confer-
ence by Ismail Sabri and his counter-
part Lee Hsien Loong on Monday
when both leaders attended the
launch of the land Vaccinated Travel
Lane (VTL-Land) in Singapore.

Lee had said that Singapore is
open to fresh proposals from
Malaysia on the HSR project and

that the transport ministries of both
nations would discuss the matter.

Malaysia and Singapore had pre-
viously announced the termination
of the HSR project.

Asked by Datuk Seri Ahmad Mas-
lan (BN-Pontian) if there was a time
frame for negotiations on the revi-
val of the project, Dr Wee said no.

“No time frame or duration has
been fixed as it was merely a state-
ment issued by the prime ministers
after their meeting,” he said.

If there were any further pro-
gress on the matter, he said other
relevant agencies would be roped

in to assist in the planning.

Dr Wee dispelled claims that for-
mer prime minister Datuk Seri
Najib Razak was present during the
meeting between Ismail Sabri and
Lee.

According to RSN Rayer
(PH-Jelutong), there had been pho-
tographs circulated on social media
showing Najib at the meeting.

Apart from himself, Dr Wee said
that among those present were
International Trade and Industry
Minister Datuk Seri Azmin Ali and
senior officers from other minis-
tries.

PETALING JAYA: Construction of
the East Coast Rail Link (ECRL) from
Kota Baru to Port Klang will now
run at full steam as Selangor has
agreed for the rail line to pass
through the northern part of the
state, as originally planned.

Known as Section C, the 170km
(excluding spur lines) stretch will

run from Temerloh to s
Pahang and under parts of the Main
Range before emerging
Gombak, where the line will then
pass Serendah and Kapar on its way
to Port Klang.

The original alignment of Section
C was proposed in 2016, but was
reviewed by the then Pakatan
Harapan government when it took
federal control after the 2018 gener-
al election.

At the time, the Pakatan govern-
ment wanted the line to go south-
wards after Temerloh, going
through parts of Negri Sembilan
such as Kuala Klawang, before pass-
ing near Nilai and through Putrajaya
before ending at Pulau Indah.

The view then was that the
rerouted Section C, also known as
the Southern Alignment, costs less,
and results in less environmental
impact, with the route through

Selangor also argued that the
Southern Alignment skips the water
catchment areas around the
Selangor River Basin, other than
leaving it with fewer land acquisi-
tion issues.

Subsequently, Transport Minister
Datuk Seri Dr Wee Ka Siong said
that the Cabinet meeting on Sept 2,
2020 had approved ECRL's return to
its original Northern Alignment.

This alignment would comprise
new ECRL stations at Temerloh,
Bentong, ITT Gombak (passenger
transfer to or from the Kelana Jaya
LRT line), Serendah Baru (inter-

change for KTM line), Puncak Alam
(provisional), Kapar (provisional),
and Jalan Kastam (interchange with
KTM line), before branching into
both North Port and West Ports on
dual gauge tracks that allow both
ECRL and KTMB rolling stocks to
share the same right-of-way.

Estimated at RM50bil, the 665km
ECRL reached a 25% progress rate
as at October, after construction
began in August 2017, and is expect-
ed to be completed by December
2026, with some portions ahead of
schedule, while the rest largely
remain on schedule.

On Nov 2, Dr Wee told Parliament
that having Section C of ECRL pass
through northern Selangor will
solve the congestion experience on
the KTM line from the north of the
peninsula to Port Klang.

This stretch from Padang Besar
via Butterworth to Port Klang sees
heavy use by cargo trains, which is
the only portion of KTM’s opera-
tions that is profitable.

However, cargo trains typically
have to give way to passenger train
operations such as the ETS from
Gemas to Padang Besar, along with
regional Komuter trains, thus creat-
ing scheduling bottlenecks for cargo
trains.

Dr Wee said the Transport
Ministry had held many engage-

ment sessions involving 17 depart-
ments and agencies from the
Selangor government, and 12 agen-
cies and departments from
Putrajaya since June last year, to
refine the proposed technical solu-
tions on social and environmental
issues raised by Selangor over the
Northern Alignment for Section C.

Dr Wee said then that in general,
all agencies and departments at the
state and federal levels had no
objections against the proposal to
revert the ECRL to its original
alignment, and had warned that
should an agreement with Selangor
fail to materialise by end of this
year, Malaysia will potentially face
late claims form the main contrac-
tor, China Communications
Construction Company Ltd (CCCC-
ECRL), at the rate of RM1.25mil a
day.
To formalise the Northern
Alignment for Section C, a supple-
mentary agreement will be signed
today between the project owner, a
Finance Ministry-owned entity
called Malaysia Rail Link Sdn Bhd
(MRL), and CCCC-ECRL.

The signing is expected to be wit-
nessed by Dr Wee, China’s
Ambassador to Malaysia Ouyang
Yujing, CCCC president Wang
Haihuai, and Selangor Mentri Besar
Datuk Seri Amirudin Shari.

As the official airline partner,
Lau said Malaysia Airlines, togeth-
er with Firefly, MHholiday and
Journify, were committed to play a
significant role in reviving
Selangor’s tourism and the overall
industry by extending promotional
offers to travellers.

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Invest Selangor cautiously
optimistic for next year

»» State investment arm CEQ says Covid has brought new

challenges, especially to supply chains of many industries

SHAH ALAM: Invest Selangor Bhd, the
investment arm of the state government,
remains cautiously optimistic on Selangor’s
economic outlook for 2022 as Covid-19 has
brought many new challenges, particularly
to the supply chains of many industries.

CEO Datuk Hasan Azhari Idris said the
limited supply of raw materials, parts and
components - especially in the electrical
and electronics industries - has stalled the
delivery of new orders in many electronic
items globally.

“However, we remain positive but
cautious in projecting the state’s economic
growth for 2022, he told Bernama yesterday.

Hasan Azhari said Selangor is the biggest
contributor to Malaysia’s gross domestic
product (GDP), with an average of 24% a
year, and therefore the state’s economic
growth has a direct impact on the nation’s
overall economic growth.

Last year, the state recorded slower
economic growth of 2.09% amid the overall
national GDP contraction of 5.6% due to the
pandemic and the movement control orders.

Hasan Azhari said despite the pandemic
that started in early 2020, Selangor managed
to secure top spot as Malaysia’s best
investment destination for the manufacturing
sector, with a total of RM18.4 billion worth of

investments last year.

“For 2021, our initial target for approved
investments in the manufacturing sector is
RM12 billion. However, we are re-evaluating
this as the unpredictability of the pandemic,
the spread of the new variants and
prolonged restrictions of economic and
travel activities affected a lot of our plans.

“Our hope is that things will ease up in
2022, and that we will be able to plan our
engagement and promotional activities
better,” said Hasan Azhari.

Recently, Mentri Besar Datuk Seri
Amirudin Shari said according to the
Malaysian  Investment Development
Authority, Selangor recorded a higher
investment value of RM4.64 billion from
January to June 2021 (H1'21), compared
with RM3.39 billion in H1'20, while the
number of manufacturing projects approved
was 122, similar to last year. - Bernama
