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PJ mayor Datuk Mohd Sayuthi Bakar ends two-year tenure

AFTER just 25 months in office,

Datuk Mohd Sayuthi Bakar is mov-

ing on from his role as Petaling
Jaya City Council president.

The 51-year-old has been
appointed Immigration
Department deputy director of
operations.

Due to restrictions stipulated
under the movement control
order, there was no farewell event

for Mohd Sayuthi, not even a clock-

ing-out photo from Petaling Jaya
City Council (MBP)) on his last day
at work.

Councillors who worked with
him hadplenty of praises for the
Petaling Jaya mayor.

Councillor Loyis Uding, who
described Mohd Sayuthi as a strict

boss known for sticking to his deci-

sions, said there should be more

leaders like him in local councils.
“He is a strong leader. When

he speaks, people listen. He is

very careful when it comes to

money, rightly so as it comes from

Mohd Sayuthi thanked councillors
for their thoughts, efforts and
advice to make Petaling Jaya a
better city.

the rakyat.

“He is known to study the detail
of every proposal and taking out
elements that are not necessary.

“Every decision he makes takes
into account not only the best
interest of residents but also exist-
ing council policies.

“Serving under him for two
years and one month has made me
realise that these qualities ensure a
sustainable outcome,” Loyis told
StarMetro.

Councillor John Leong described
Mohd Sayuthi as “really good” as
he is knowledgeable and responds
quicky.

“It’s a joy to work with him. Due
to his efficient working style, we
don’t have many pending issues,”
said Leong.

Former councillor Sean Oon,
who is now special assistant to
Kepong MP Lim Lip Eng, had the
chance to work with Mohd Sayuthi
for the relocation of PAWS Animal
Welfare Society in April. He
described the mayor as gentleman-
ly and professional in discharging
his duties.

In a press statement yesterday,
Mohd Sayuthi said he was proud to
have been part of the city council.
He was appointed in April 2019.

“I am fortunate to be surround-
ed by many councillors who have
contributed their thoughts, efforts
and,advice towards the preserva-

tion of Petaling Jaya as a city.

“I am also thankful for the hard
work, cooperation and commit-
ment shown by the top manage-
ment and council staff.

“Without them, I would not have
been able to captain this ship in
the first place,” he said.

Mohd Sayuthi also reported that
the number of dengue cases in
MBP] for the week of May 2 to 8
had decreased by 80% to just 386
cases, from 1,976 cases for the
same period a year ago.

“I would like to remind resi-
dents to spend 10 minutes a day to
clean their surrounding areas to
ensure that it is free of mosquito
breeding grounds,” he said.

The war against dengue, he
reiterated, could only be won with
the full cooperation of residents.

Mohd Sayuthi’s replacement
has yet to be announced by
Selangor government.

WORK to mitigate soil erosion on a
hill slope along Jalan 16, Taman
Bukit Kuchai in Puchong has
begun, much to the relief of resi-
dents.

Chan Ping Hai, whose brother
lives in Jalan 16, said it was good to
see Subang Jaya City Council (MBS])
acting swiftly on the matter.

“Earlier, some officers arrived at
the site for an inspection and spent
about an hour before leaving.”

Another Jalan 16 resident who
declined to be named said many of
the rocks on the slope were visible
after a downpour last month.

“You can see that the rocks are
exposed. Luckily they are quite
large, but this also means that if
they get dislodged, the whole slope
could come down.

“Hopefully this issue will not
recur once repairs are done,” he
said.

StarMetro had on May 19,
highlighted the concerns of resi-
dents about a potential slope fail-
ure due to heavy rainfall over the

past few weeks.

They said a landslide had
occurred at the slope about two
years ago and repair works were
only completed about six months
ago.

However, residents started to

notice portions of earth slipping
again in April.

Subang MCA chairman
Lawrence Chiew, who alerted MBS]
on the matter, commended the city
council for taking the matter seri-
ously.

“The repairs will help allay resi-
dents’ worries,” said Chiew.

A spokesperson from MBS] con-
firmed that repairs would be done
by the developer who owns the
land.

“The team we sent last week
was from our Engineering
Department and they were there to
assess the situation as far as the
safety of residents was concerned.”

MBS] Zone 11 councillor Kenneth
Sam Saminathan, who visited the
site with other council workers,
said MBS] had issued a notice to
the developer on May 18 to request
that repairs be carried out.

“We are pushing them to get it
done as soon as possible as we can-
not afford to wait any longer.

“The first thing is to clear the
drains which are clogged with
debris before starting work on the
slope.

“At this stage, we are unsure how
long the repairs will take but we
will be in communication with the
developer and make recommenda-
tions if any, as well as observe the
work quality until it is completed,”
said Kenneth.
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THE Batu Tiga state constituency mass
screening exercise at Dewan Alamanda
in Section 20, Shah Alam was
well-received by the community with
over 4,000 pre-registering for the RTK-
Ag test. This brings the tally of people
tested to well over 50,000 since the
initiative by Selangor government
started on May 8 to contain Covid-19
transmission within the community.

Virtual inspection of local
plans a preferred option

Selangor local councils make adjustments to fulfil
legal obligations by providing sufficient notice

INTERMITTENT restrictions on
public movement since last year
have thrown a spanner in the
works for many of Selangor’s local
councils, which are in the process
of drafting or exhibiting their new
local plans.

Local authorities usually come
up with a new plan after a decade
or two to detail the zoning type,
land use and planned develop-
ments in their jurisdictions.

The draft plan is normally
exhibited to the public for feed-
back, which allows councils to
fine-tune the document before sub-
mission to the state government
for gazettement.

However, the ongoing Covid-19
pandemic and movement control
order raises concerns that efforts
to get public feedback have been
hindered by people’s reluctance to
leave their homes to view the exhi-
bitions.

Following procedures

Alocal plan is important, espe-
cially in fast-growing areas, as it
provides a framework to balance
the competing interests of develop-
ment with the needs of the com-
munity.

Urban and Village Planning
Department (PLANMalaysia)
former chief director Datuk Mohd
Anuar Maidin said councils must
allow for the public inspection of
the draft for a minimum of 30
days.

Failure to do this, he said, could
render the document illegitimate.

“The exhibitions must be publi-
cised in a minimum of three local
newspapers in two languages.

“This is important to provide suf-
ficient notice to the public,” he
said.

Mohd Anuar added that the
exhibitions need not necessarily be
held physically, as they could also
be done online.

“The law does not specify what
form the exhibitions should take.

“With the ongoing MCO, the
government had encouraged all
councils to hold the exhibitions
online,” he said.

With the latest lockdown starting
today, only essential sectors and
services are allowed to operate.

Local government expert Derek
Fernandez said a number of coun-
cils had started putting their draft
plans online.

“With the draft available online,
more people can easily access it
from home on an electronic device.

“If you still have difficulty in
accessing the document, you
can contact your respective coun-
cillors, assemblymen or MP,” he
said.

Adapting to circumstances

Kuala Langat Municipal Council,
which held the public inspection
of its 2030 draft local plan from Jan
4 to 29, extended it to Feb 18 due to
the MCO.

This draft was to replace the
2020 version.

A spokesperson told StarMetro
that the council was planning to
hold another exhibition but was
awaiting approval in light of the
ongoing MCO.

(MPA]) had pushed the tabling of
its draft plan to the end of the year,
despite an initial target to have it
ready by July.

Its draft local plan 2035 would
replace the 2020 version, which
was gazetted in 2011 and went
through two amendments in 2013
and 2016.

Selayang Municipal Council,
however, decided not to extend its
one-month public inspection peri-
od that ended May 31.

Its spokesperson said the council
had taken proactive action by put-
ting the draft online at drt2030.
mps.gov.my

Then council president Shamsul
Shahril Badliza Mohd Noor hda
said they were targeting to get the
draft plan gazetted within this
year.

Deputy president Cheremi
Tarman revealed during the full
board meeting on May 28 that the
council had received over 50 objec-
tions so far for its draft plan.

Shah Alam City Council held the
exhibition of its 2035 draft plan
online for a month last year in a
bid to minimise physical contact

and interaction.

Its corporate communications
head Shahrin Ahmad said the draft
local plan was still in the public
hearing stage.

Extension warranted

Persatuan Tindakan Alam
Sekitar Kuala Langat legal adviser
Lee Chee Kwang said the ongoing
MCO warranted an extension of
the public inspection period by
local councils.

“Councils should consider giving
an extension which is twice or
thrice the usual period during the
MCO.

“This is important to give the
public sufficient opportunity to
understand the plan and forward
their objections.

“Failure to do this is tantamount
to the councils passing their draft
plan without public scrutiny,” he
said.

Lee added that uploading the
draft plans online was a good start
but said other relevant documents
such as environmental impact
assessment reports and committee

meetings should be included along-
side.

He also urged councils to adver-
tise the exhibition widely, including
on social media platforms to attract
more participation.

“This is to inform residents, espe-
cially the younger generation who
tend to rely on alternative media
for news updates,” he said.

Taman Melawati Residents
Association chairman Azhari Abd
Taharim echoed Lee’s views, saying
that the MCO provided legitimate
grounds for a longer exhibition
period.

He said the Ampang Jaya Rimba
Collective comprising resident
associations and local non-govern-
mental organisations had submit-
ted an 85-page proposal to MPAJ on
its draft plan.

He also said that the coalition
was still awaiting a reply from the
council on the matter.

When contacted, an MPA]
spokesperson said it had yet to
exhibit its draft plan and was still
in the process of getting public
input.

Azhari said MPA]J should consid-
er holding an online town hall
meeting to show that it was serious
about the matter.

“Maybe they can do it for a peri-
od of two to three days starting on
Friday.

“I'm sure people will partici-
pate,” he said.

Listening to public

Mohd Anuar pointed out that the
right to extend the exhibition was
spelled out in Section 13 of the
Town and Country Planning Act
1976.

“If a council receives too many
objections, it could consider an
extension.

“But it must put notices in
newspapers again,” he saider

Fernandez said councils could
extend the public inspection period

Fernandez says local councils
could extend the public exhibition
period at their discretion by up to
a month.

at their discretion for up to a
month.

“It depends on how many people
are requesting for it.

“If there is a widespread call by
resident associations, councillors,
assemblymen and MPs, then the
request should be granted,” he
said.

Fernandez, who is also a Petaling
Jaya councillor, noted that the MCO
could have affected public partici-
pation in the draft plan exhibition.

“If there had been no MCO, per-
haps more residents could have
met for discussions.

“Now they have to use messag-
ing apps such as WhatsApp,” he
said.

Once an exhibition period is
over, a public hearing committee
comprising state executive council
members and PLANMalaysia
representatives would call up
complainants to go over their con-
cerns.

“The hearing committee would
vet the objections and make the
necessary changes to the draft
before sending it to the state plan-
ning committee.

“The planning committee gener-
ally approves what the hearing
committee sends.

“The draft will then be sent to
the state executive council meeting
for approval,” said Fernandez.

Once a local plan is gazetted,
Mohd Anuar said councils could
still amend certain parts of the
plan such as changing the zone
type to facilitate development.

He stressed that when this hap-
pens, councils needed to hold
another public exhibition to avoid
conflicts with relevant stakehold-
ers.

“Some councils may be unaware
of this and the public themselves
may not know about the change,”
he said.

Mohd Anuar added that
aggrieved parties could bring their
dissatisfaction regarding amend-
ments to the appeals board under
the state PLANMalaysia.

“There had been instances
where the board revoked amend-
ments made by councils for failing
to follow the proper procedure,”
said Mohd Anuar, adding that the
department monitors the imple-
mentation of local plans by coun-
cils.

“PLANMalaysia also provides
expertise to councils while also act-
ing as the secretary to the planning
committee,” he said.
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Businesses and industries can apply for letter to operate through Miti

PETALING JAYA: All approvals for
businesses and industries to -oper-
ate during the nationwide lock-
down will be issued through a one-
stop centre manned by the Inter-

national Trade and Industry
Ministry (Miti), says the National
Security Council (NSC).

Miti will then check with the rele-
vant ministries on the essential
businesses and industries which
have requested approval to operate
during the lockdown (June 1 to 14),
before issuing them with a letter to
do so.

Earlier yesterday, all ministries
put in charge of certain essential
sectors were swamped with
requests for approval to continue
with operations.

Businesses and sectors which
were allowed to operate during the
lockdown spent hours trying to
figure out which ministry they
were supposed to apply for per-
mission.

Websites of ministries overseeing
the .bulk of essential businesses,
such as the Domestic Trade and
Consumer  Affairs  Ministry
(KPDNHEP), were also inaccessible
yesterday.

With this one-stop centre under
Miti, businesses and industries
need not go to different ministries
to apply for approval to operate, as

was decided initially by the NSC
last Sunday.

“In line with the implementation
of MCO Phase One, all approval let-
ters issued by Miti prior to this will
be considered invalid from June 1.

“NSC has decided today to set up
a one-stop centre manned by Miti to
issue approval letters upon confir-
mation from ministries which
monitor those sectors.

“New applications for work-relat-
ed travel must now be resubmitted
to the Covid-19 Intelligent Manage-
ment System (CIMS) 3.0, which will
be manned by Miti and involve all
the ministries in charge of monitor-
ing the 17 essential services sector,”
stated the NSC statement.

Senior Minister Datuk Seri Azmin
Ali said Miti is capable of issuing the

new operating approval letters
within a short time.

“Our approval is very fast and
CIMS has been running very
smoothly since 8pm on Sunday,
having been put in place for the
past MCOs.

“As all those who had registered
with Miti during MCO1 and MCO2
are already in the system as of last
year, this time they just need to go
online and download the new
approval letter.

“There is no need for new regis-
tration if one already had an
approval letter from the last MCOs,”
said Azmin.

However, he added that Miti will
still check with the relevant minis-
tries before issuing such letters to

ensure only those permitted by the-

NSC can operate during the lock-
down.

The approval to operate will
affect a workforce of 16 million peo-
ple in the public and private sec-
tors.

According to Azmin, the services
sector, which includes retail of
essential products and services and
its supporting industries, alone has
a 4.38 million workforce.

“Manufacturing is the next sector
with the biggest workforce of 2.26
million, followed by construction at
1.36 million.

“The agricultural sector has a
468,000 workforce while' mining
and quarrying has a workforce of
79,000,” he stated.

During the current lockdown,
NSC has ordered 40% of the work-

force to work from home.

“For the manufacturing sector
alone, that means only 900,000 of
them work from home but the rest
will need approval letters to be
able to operate, as well as to travel
to and from their workplaces,” said
Azmin. :

The deputy secretary-general at
Miti for industry, Datuk Seri
Norazman Ayob, said evaluation for
new registrations for approval to
operate will be on a case-by-case
basis.

“For those already registered
under the sectors approved as
essential, approval is instantaneous.

“For new registrations, evalua-
tion will depend on documents sub-
mitted by the companies,” said
Norazman,

He said for the manufacturing
sector, companies need to submit
documents to show they are indeed
manufacturing companies by either
providing the manufacturing
licence number, Companies Com-
mission of Malaysia (SSM) number
or local authority licence number.

In a statement issued late yester-
day, Miti stated that businesses
which are allowed to operate but
have yet to get approval may apply
through notification.miti.gov.my

“Workers who need to travel for
work may do so using the operating
approval letter from CIMS, and a
letter from the employer or a work-
ing pass,” said Miti.
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KUALA LUMPUR: There has been no system
manipulation by SELangkah in the issue of
AstraZeneca vaccine registrations under the
ImuniSel outreach campaign, as claimed by
some parties.

National Covid-19 Immunisation
Programme (NIP) coordinating minister Khairy
Jamaluddin and Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk
Seri Amirudin Shari said in a joint statement

that ImuniSel was an initiative by the Selangor
government to allow registrations offline for
those who have difficulty accessing digital
registration.

According to the statement, individuals who
registered for the vaccine through ImuniSel had
also registered for the NIP. However,
AstraZeneca vaccine slot bookings were made
voluntarily or opt-in basis, upon each

individual’s consent.

“Registration for the AstraZeneca vaccine
requires a different consent compared with
other vaccines that are offered under the
mainstream national immunisation
programme.

“However, as the registration for the
AstraZeneca vaccine was made through
ImuniSel, there were some who have had their
vaccination appointments under the national
immunisation programme replaced by a new
appointment for the AstraZeneca vaccine.

“To overcome the issue, ImuniSEL has
agreed to hand over the name list of individuals
who had registered the other day to the CITF
(Covid-19 Immunisation Task Force) to get
approval for the AstraZeneca vaccine.

“For those who are affected by the replaced
appointment date and do not agree with it can
have their original appointment back”

Amirudin and Khairy said CITF had also
informed them that there were individuals who
received their AstraZeneca vaccination
appointments through registrations done by
other parties, including family members and
employers.

Amirudin and Khairy also held a discussion
yesterday at the Malaysia International Trade &
Exhibition Centre vaccination centre to find
ways to resolve the issue and make plans to
increase the daily vaccination rate in Selangor.

The state government said it would
implement the AstraZeneca registration for
individuals registered under the campaign.

On plans to increase daily vaccinations in
Selangor, it said mega-scale Covid vaccination
centres will be opened at several locations in
stages beginning from the second week of June.

However, the defend-
ant (Azmin) is to pay RM1,000 to the
plaintiff as costs. The parties agreed to
have the terms of settlement to be con-
fidential,” Yap told The Edge.

The settlement was recorded before
Sessions Court judge Lailatul Zuraida
Harron @ Harun when the case was
called up at 3pm.

On May 24, the hearing of YHA Trav-
el’s suit against Azmin and his children
over unpaid travel bills was deferred fol-
lowing some “positive developments”.

It was reported on April 26 that the
RM102,560 suit against Azmin’s chil-
dren was going for mediation, while the
suit against the senior minister would
proceed.

The three children are Farah Affifah
(involving a claim of RM3,880), Farah
Amira (RM6,400) and Mohamed Ameer
Shazrin (RM92,280).

September after another daughter, Fa-
rah Syazlina, paid her dues of RM8,510.
