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Sifat warak bantu

cegah wabak

SAUDARA PENGARANG.

SALAH faham terhadap tatacara beribadah di
musim wabak Covid-19 dilihat menjadi punca
jangkitan kerana menimbulkan kekeliruan
sehingga ada segelintir sanggup melanggar
peraturan, mengabaikan aspek kesihatan diri
serta tanggungjawab sesama manusia. Adakah
sikap sedemikian bertepatan dengan konsep
warak menurut Islam?

Warak berasal daripada kalimah Arab yang
bermaksud menahan diri. Imam al-Jurjani,
Imam al-Ghazali dan Imam al-"Izz bin Abdus
Salam juga turut menguraikan maksud warak
secara terperinci.

Warak dalam konteks ibadah di musim
pandemik merujuk kepada sifat komited
individu dalam melaksanakan ibadah dengan
cara meraikan norma baharu serta ketetapan
semasa yang diputuskan oleh ulil amri. Sifat
warak seharusnya berperanan membantu
dalam memutuskan rantaian wabak, bukan
sebaliknya.

Antara pendekatan yang bertepatan dengan
konsep warak adalah:

1. Merujuk pandangan Mufti
Bagi situasi di Malaysia, fatwa-fatwa
khusus mengenai ibadah dikeluarkan oleh
Muzakarah Jawatankuasa Fatwa Majlis
Kebangsaan Bagi Hal Ehwal Ugama Islam

(MKI) dan mufti di setiap negeri. Menurut al-

Ghazali, salah satu ciri warak adalah mereka
yang menjauhi perkara-perkara yang telah
difatwakan haram oleh para mufti.

Dalam era Revolusi Industri 4.0,
masyarakat semakin mudah mengakses
data dan informasi menerusi rangkaian
sistem siber-fizikal (CPS). Penjelasan
mengenai fatwa dan hukum boleh dirujuk
di laman web jabatan mufti di negeri
masing-masing.

2. Mematuhi SOP
Individu yang memiliki sifat warak
sudah pastinya berusaha sedaya upaya
mematuhi segala prosedur operasi
standard (SOP) ditetapkan demi merebut
pahala ibadah. Pendekatan berhati-hati
ini adalah bertepatan dengan kaedah
figh dar’ al-mafasid mugaddam ‘ala jalb
al-masalih, iaitu menolak mafsadah itu
adalah lebih utama berbanding mencapai
maslahah.

3. Jujur
Sifat amanah dan jujur adalah refleksi
terhadap tingkat keimanan yang
tinggi. Dalam situasi semasa ini masih
terdapat sebilangan individu yang tidak
jujur. Sesetengah ahli jemaah tidak
memaklumkan status sebagai kontak
rapat kepada pesakit positif ataupun
mengalami gejala-gejala tertentu.
Akhirnya, niat baik mereka menyebabkan
orang lain ditimpa kesusahan. Perkara ini
jelas bertentangan dengan perintah syarak
yang melarang sama sekali menyebabkan
mudarat kepada orang lain.

Kesimpulannya, warak dalam beribadah
merupakan salah satu sifat terpuji dalam
Islam. Ia bukan sahaja meningkatkan
ketakwaan seseorang malah turut
melahirkan sifat ihsan kepada orang lain.
Lebih-lebih lagi dalam mendepani cabaran
pandemik ketika ini, sifat warak sebenar
bukan sahaja berperanan menyelamatkan
diri sendiri, malah ahli keluarga dan
masyarakat sekali gus mencegah penularan
wabak dengan lebih efektif.

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WITH the rise in Covid-19 cases
over the last few months, especial-
ly in the Klang Valley, one compa-
ny says it has been getting more
requests for its disinfection servic-
es at commercial and residential
premises.

Jaya Pest Solutions and General
Services partner Jason Butt said
the requests were either as a pre-
cautionary measure or because
there had been a Covid-19 case
reported in the building.

“About 70% of our clients are
from the commercial sector, such
as convenience and grocery stores,
architecture and law firms as well
as pharmacies. Others are residen-
tial premises, both high-rise and
landed properties,” he noted.

Before the pandemic hit, Butt
said disinfection services rendered
by his company were related to
removal of dead carcasses from
rooftops, extermination of maggots
or for general upkeep of shops and
offices.

“We use benzalkonium chloride
— a kind of surface and air disin-
fectant - to disinfect both houses
and offices.

“The solution we use is certified
by the Health Ministry. It is odour-
less, non-greasy and safe for chil-
dren and pets.

“We use a misting machine to
disperse fine water droplets with
the solution onto surfaces with
high human contact and indoor
spaces,” he said.

For commercial premises, disin-
fection is done after office hours,
on weekends or when the building
is temporarily shut after Covid-19
cases are detected.

For residential premises, Butt
said all occupants would be
advised to leave the house and
return two to three hours after dis-
infection is completed.

“The prices vary according to
several factors, such as the num-

Local authorities

Petaling Jaya City Council (MBP])
has a fixed schedule to sanitise
selected public amenities under its
purview, in place since the first
MCO last year.

“The eight public markets under
MBP] are sanitised once a week or
based on necessity (if there are
Covid-19 cases).

“The public toilets across 13 loca-
tions are sanitised twice daily,
while council buildings such as
offices, community halls and
libraries are cleaned when
required,” said MBPJ corporate
communications officer Ahmad
Iskandar Mohamad Mukhtar

From January to June this year,
he said MBP] allocated RM20,000 to
buy chemicals and disposable per-
sonal protective equipment (PPE)
required for sanitising work.

“The city council does not pro-
vide sanitisation services to schools

ber of premises to be disinfected,
number of floors, how far the
premises is located and transporta-
tion costs,” he said, adding that
prices ranged from 18sen to 68sen
per sq ft.

“My employees work in teams -
one person to operate the misting
machine and another to wipe dis-
infectant onto tables, door knobs
and electrical switches.

“Prior to carrying out disinfec-
tion, customers would be advised
to remove or cover foodstuff,
make-up items, electronic gadgets
or anything that is likely to come
into contact with their mouth or
skin,” he explained

While some pharmacies and
convenience stores would engage

or places of worship.

“We provide advice and guide-
lines to those who need to carry
out sanitisation services, based on
guidelines issued by the Health
Ministry and Housing and Local
Government Ministry,” he added.

Shah Alam City Council (MBSA)
has a daily sanitisation schedule
since last year, but work is done
more frequently in areas that have
recorded a higher number of
Covid-19 cases.

Its corporate and public relations
head Shahrin Ahmad said sanitisa-
tion was done daily at public mar-
kets after they close for the day.

“Our team also disinfects places
with higher public presence, such
as railings and sidewalks outside
banks and supermarkets.

“We occasionally get requests for
sanitisation at mosques or surau,
which we do for free as a goodwill
gesture,” he added.

his company to disinfect their
stores two to three times a month,
Butt said most customers tend to
request for a one-off exercise.

“For example, an apartment
building will engage our services
when there is a positive Covid-19
case, but will only want the com-
mon areas and affected floor to be
disinfected,” he said.

Butt’s advice is to disinfect the
whole building as people use the

same lifts and common access
points.

Similarly, Hygiene Sanitary
Cleaning Services Sdn Bhd general
manager Tan Hong Leong said the
increase in calls for disinfection
services correlated with the num-
ber of Covid-19 cases reported.

“Prior to the pandemic, our com-
pany carried out scheduled disin-
fection only for food processing/
preparation industries.

“Our core business is in contrac-
tual cleaning and maintenance
services for industrial and com-
mercial buildings, though we also
do one-off cleaning for renovation
or relocation works,” he said.

Most of Tan’s current customers
who ask for disinfection services
are from the commercial sector,
such as offices, factories, hyper-
markets and banks.

“The International Trade and
Industry Ministry’s SOP states that
premises such as offices and banks
should be disinfected at least three
times a day,” he said.

“The disinfection at production
plants has to be done before the
start of any shift. Sanitising work
is done in-house by cleaners or
assigned staff.

“For disinfection work where
there are reported Covid-19 cases,
it is best done after office hours to
let the disinfectants settle over-
night,” he added.

The charges for disinfection is
based on the total floor area.

“The larger the floor area, the
lower the rate will be in terms of
price per sq ft. It also comes down
to the type of disinfection

required,” he said.

Tan said the nominal rate was
30 to 40 sen per sq ft, but could be
lower for areas above 50,000 sq ft.

“If the space to be disinfected is
too small, a minimum charge is
applicable,” he added.

With many types of disinfectants
in the market, Tan said proper
understanding on their use was
crucial in ensuring the effective-
ness of sanitising work.

“Food processing/ production
areas or central kitchens would
require food grade disinfectants
that are safe for humans and pets.

“Stronger disinfectants are used
for toilets, offices and warehouses.
But they are still safe for humans
as long as nobody is inside the
premises when disinfection is car-
ried out.

“However, all disinfectants used
must meet the minimum required
concentration of approved active
ingredients to kill viruses such as
Covid-19.

“We use a solution that has 0.1%
benzalkonium chloride that is
approved by the Health Ministry,”
he said, adding that the company’s
sanitising methods included wip-
ing, spraying and fogging.

“High touch surfaces such as
door handles and bells, switches
and shared office facilities like
photocopy machines, pantry and
toilets require special attention
and more frequent cleaning.

“We usually recommend apply-
ing a long-lasting disinfectant that
remains effective even after
repeated use and cleaning,” Tan
said.
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Massive inoculation exercise to start Monday for state with highest cases

KLANG: Selangor, the state with
the most number of infections and
deaths, will embark on a massive
vaccination exercise on Monday
targeting workers, especially those
from the manufacturing sector.

The Selangor Covid-19 Vaccination
Programme (SCVP) is being touted as
the answer to returning the state to
some sort of normalcy.

The nation’s most industrialised
state, which is highly dependent on
manufacturing and other indus-
tries, has been crippled by the suc-
cession of movement control orders
since last March.

Selangor executive councillor in
charge of investment Datuk Teng
Chang Khim said the SCVP would
help kickstart the state’s economic
recovery.

“This will substantially reduce
the risk of workers getting infected
and it would be less restrictive for
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production operations to return to
capacity.

“Factories can also return to their
previous capacities as soon as a
substantial number of their employ-
ees have been vaccinated,” he said.

According to Teng, the state was
still in the process of coming up
with an exit plan which would
determine the number of workers
to be vaccinated in every company.

“In order to know how many peo-
ple should be vaccinated in a single
establishment, we have to first find
out how fast the vaccination pro-
cess can be carried out,” said Teng.

Five large vaccination centres
(PPV) are to open next week to
speed up the vaccination process.

The PPV are Tropicana Gardens
Mall Convention Centre, EVO Mall
Bangi, Aurora Place Bukit Jalil,
PKNS Sport Complex Kelana Jaya
and De Palma Hotel Shah Alam.

Malay Businessmen and
Industrialists ~ Association  of
Malaysia (Perdasama) president
Mejar (R) Datuk Abdul Rahim Saad
applauded the move and said the
nation’s economy urgently needed
to get back on its feet.

“Many manufacturers have
signed contracts to manufacture and
deliver products but cannot fulfil
orders because they cannot run at
full capacity yet due to the restric-
tions imposed,” said Abdul Rahim.

Besides enabling companies and
industries to go back to their usual
schedules and capacities, the SCVP
would also bring back investor con-
fidence, he added.

The SCVP initiative, set to comple-
ment the Federal Government’s
national immunisation programme,
will kickstart at various locations

that will function as PPV, and regis-
tration is open to all companies, not
only in Selangor, but throughout
Malaysia.

It is believed that employers will
be charged about RM350 for two
doses of the Sinovac vaccine admin-
istered to each worker.

Registration is expected to be
opened to individuals at a later date
and it is believed that vulnerable
groups such as senior citizens and
youngsters, as well as members of
the B40, will be given priority.

A state government source said
these individuals will be vaccinated
for free.

It is yet to be known if others who
do not belong to vulnerable groups
or the B40 category can also register
to get vaccinated, and if they will
need to pay if allowed.

The PPV will be managed by
Selcare, which is the administrator
of the state government’s health-
care programme Skim Peduli Sihat.

Other than the PPV, vaccinations

will also be available at community
halls in Batu Caves, Ampang,
Kajang, Cyberjaya, Banting and
Bestari Jaya.

Selcare clinics in Subang Jaya,
Klang, Puchong, Shah Alam,
Petaling Jaya and at the Skypark in
Subang will also be used to adminis-
ter vaccines.

In a joint press conference with
the Federal Government’s vaccina-
tion programme coordinating
minister Khairy Jamaluddin recent-
ly, Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk Seri
Amirudin Shari said it was crucial
to focus on the state’s industrial
sector and its workers.

“We have to give focus to the
industrial sector as it is found to be
one of the main contributors
towards the spread of the disease.

“Secondly, as an industrialised
state, we have to protect our busi-
nesses from collapsing as when
these industries fail, employers will
incur losses and workers will also
probably be out of jobs.”
