PETALING Jaya City Council
(MBP)) issued 446 compounds for
various offences and six premises
were ordered to close from May 7
to June 28 for breaching the Covid-
19 standard operating procedure.
Also 11 warning notices were

issued and items from 16 premises
were confiscated by MBPJ.

In a media statement, the city
council said the police and
National Security Council also
carried out surveillance via CCTV
cameras located in public spaces.

The council had installed 170
CCTV units throughout the city.

“The CCTV is used to monitor if

the restaurants were operating
according to the approved time
and if customers and traders wore
face masks.

“It was also used to check if
customers scanned their
MySejahtera app when they visited
the shops, physical distancing was
followed, body temperature taken
and hand sanitiser used,” said a

MBP] spokesperson.

In addition to that, the council
with the Housing and Local
Government enforcement team
carried out SOP monitoring at
strata properties.

“MBPJ inspected the
management offices of strata
properties and checked if they had
valid documents issued by the

relevant authorities to operate,” he
said.

The council inspected 10 strata
buildings and will extend the
inspection to all 1,253 of such
buildings in the city.

“When we visited these
buildings, we shared some dos and
don’ts in the Covid-19 SOP with the
management,” he said.

FREQUENT barking noise and
smell of dog excrement are causing
discomfort among some residents
in Taman Lestari Perdana in
Bandar Putra Permai, Seri
Kembangan.

The owner of the dogs, who
declined to be named, told
StarMetro that MBS] officers had
inspected his house several times.

“I only have four dogs and I have
permit for all of them.

“I do some hoarding for dogs and
train one or two only.

“But this is only on a temporary
hasis for between two to four
‘weeks,” he said.

Management deputy director
Azfarizal Abdul Rashid said the
council received 17 complaints on
the matter.

Investigations found that the
premises was used as a shelter and
that its owner was issued a com-
pound under the Dog Licensing and
Dog Breeding House (MPS]) 2007
By-law with two warnings.

“A meeting was also arranged
between MBS] and the owner to
discuss the matter and find a solu-
tion.

“The owner had since obtained
valid dog licences and only keeps a
permissible number of dogs,” said
Azfarizal.

He added that inspections by
council officers did not find any
problems regarding smell at the
premises.
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RM75,000 worth of
aid for needy folk

Councillors utilise fund from annual allocation
to purchase and distribute essential items

FIFTEEN municipal councillors
from Sepang in Selangor spent
RM75,000 from their annual allo-
cation to buy and distribute essen-
tial items to affected people under
Phase One of the National
Recovery Plan (NRP).

Sepang Municipal Council
(MPSepang) president Datuk Abd
Hamid Hussain said the council-
lors, out of a total of 24, spent
RMS5,000 from their annual budget
for the purpose.

“They were given the approval
to use a maximum of RM5,000
from their monthly budget to
deliver items such as rice, sugar,
cooking oil, flour, milk, dry food
and face masks to the needy dur-
ing the pandemic.

“On top of that, six councillors
have used RM1,325 each this
month for rental of one additional
tent at vaccination centres in their
zones.

“The local council also approved
RMS6,000 to be donated to Masjid
Raja Haji Fi Sabilillah in Cyberjaya

by the area councillor,” he said
during the council’s full board
meeting.

To express solidarity with
Palestinians in Gaza, Abd Hamid
said all 24 councillors donated
RM1,000 each to Tabung
Kemanusiaan Selangor Prihatin.

“The councillors’ donation of
RM24,000 was topped up with
RM11,000 from local council
funds, making it a total of
RM35,000,” he said.

Separately, the local council’s
Commissioner of Buildings and
Enforcement Department also col-
laborated with Housing and Local
Government Ministry to check on
compliance with the standard
operating procedure (SOP) at strat-
ified residential buildings in the
current phase of the NRP.

Abd Hamid said only one com-
pound of RM1,500 was issued this
month, which was to a manage-
ment office for operating without
an approval letter from
International Trade and Industry
Ministry.

“We are checking if all joint
management bodies and manage-

ment committees have approval
letters for their operations, as well
as their adherence to Covid-19
prevention measures such as
monitoring of body temperature,
scanning of MySejahtera, provid-
ing hand sanitiser, closure of com-
mon facilities and physical dis-
tancing.

“On general SOP compliance
monitoring of essential services,
MPSepang issued one compound
under Act 342 (Prevention and
Control of Infectious Diseases) and
85 compounds during joint opera-
tions with agencies such as police,
army and National Security
Council,” he said.

On the dengue situation in the
municipality, Abd Hamid said the
number of cases this year until
June 27 was 227 cases, which was
an 86% reduction from the same
period last year, which recorded
1,627 cases.

“This month, there were 23 den-
gue cases reported in the munici-
pality.

“For the week ending June 27,
there were six dengue cases.
There was no fatality,” he added.
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Peanut butter among top 10 most-bought
items in Selangor’s e-commerce initiative

THE latest round of the Selangor
E-Bazar campaign, held from April
15 until May 29, recorded a whop-
ping RM954mil in a ripple effect to
the state economy.

That sum includes RM65mil in
direct sales.

Selangor government had chan-
nelled RM2mil in the form of
vouchers for the campaign that
onboarded 22,049 new e-mer-
chants and benefitted a total of
134,025 e-merchants.

This is 76% higher than the ini-
tial target of 12,500 new e-mer-
chants expected, demonstrating
that more small and medium
enterprises (SMEs) have benefitted
from the campaign.

During the movement control
order at the time, the campaign
ensured that Selangor sellers were
the top choice for consumers when
it came to fulfilling their supplies
and needs such as food, furniture
and sports equipment.

The campaign also assisted SMEs
to generate sales and enabled con-
sumers to enjoy a moderate festive
season.

Most importantly, it is evident
how e-commerce has embedded
into daily shopping habits.

For example, peanut butter was
one of the top 10 most-hought
items, proving that consumers
were even buying food spreads
online.

The campaign was jointly coor-
dinated by Invest Selangor and
Selangor Information Technology
and Digital Economy Corporation
(Sidec) in collaboration with
Shopee and Lazada — two popular
online sales platforms in Malaysia.

Selangor Mentri Besar Datuk
Seri Amirudin Shari said the cam-
paign had once again proven that
those who digitalised their busi-
nesses obtained higher sales.

“The latest results also have
shown an increase of 163% in
direct sales and a 139% increase in
ripple effect to the Selangor econo-
my compared to the initial target
set.”

He said Selangor took pride in
being the first state government to
launch e-commerce voucher initia-
tives in assisting state SMESs to
weather the Covid-19 storm.

“We have organised four
E-Bazar campaigns, namely
E-Bazar Raya 2020, E-Bazar 11.11
Mega Sales, E-Bazar CNY 2021 and
E-Bazar Raya 2021.

“With overall investment of
RM7mil by the state government,
the four campaigns have generated
RM144.7mil in direct sales, creat-
ing a ripple effect of RM2.95bil to
the state economy.

“A total of 294,119 sellers, inclu-
sive of 74,837 new sellers, have
benefitted from the campaigns.

“This has allowed the state econ-

omy to continue to move while
creating alternative sales channels
for local businesses to survive,”
added Amirudin.

Selangor executive councillor for
industry and trade Datuk Teng
Chang Khim said the state govern-
ment was glad that more new
e-merchants were onboarded
through its latest campaign.

He noted that the results of the
most recent campaign demonstrat-
ed how e-commerce had become
the main avenue in helping SMEs
to stay afloat and ensuring the
economy remained open while
keeping everybody safe at home
during these unprecedented times.

Among the most popular sales
categories in the campaign were
home and living, health and beau-
ty, groceries, pet food as well as
automotive accessories and care
products, which saw an increase
in demand.

Meanwhile, Lazada Malaysia
chief operations officer Darren
Rajaratnam said the key to eco-
nomic recovery laid in the digitali-
sation and growth of SMEs.

“We are pleased to once again
partner with Selangor government
to empower more SMEs to take the
digital leap.

“This not only contributed to the
economy of the state but also
proves that digitalisation is a criti-
cal advantage and crucial to the

sustainability of SMEs.

“We will continue to focus on
lowering the barriers of entry for
local SMEs through our stimulus
packages and programmes, and
support the local business commu-
nity on their digital journey.”

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Online learning provides children the opportunity to learn new technological skills. FILE PIC

NEED OF A REBOOT

EARNING from history is

one of the best ways to pre-

dict what the world will be

like post-Covid-19. The end
of a pandemic prompts a revival in
multiple sectors, especially the eco-
nomic sector.

The same effects can be seen
in the Covid-19 pandemic. Global
citizens are well versed and skilled
in online shopping or even selling
products online. Economists pre-
dict that post-Covid-19, people will
spend more, take more risks and
demand more of politicians.

What about the education sec-
tor? How will the citizens respond?
Will they fall back to convention-
al schooling or leap forward to
embrace changes and technology
as an essential tool to learning?

Resortingtoonline learning dur-
inglockdown is a positive transfor-
mation for children and parents as
they can continue to learn formally
despite staying home. Both chil-
dren and teachers have gained tech-
nological skills beneficial to online
learning. These include using syn-
chronous conference tools such as
Zoom, Google Meet and Microsoft
Team, doing online assessments
suchasQuizizzand even learning to
code through apps such as Scratch.

However, the education process
is not without its limitations. As a

parent, I have witnessed how my
children, as well as their teachers
struggletolearn and teach online —
from trying out different platforms
to completing a mountain of tasks
every week.

Despite the challenges, students,
with parental support and involve-
ment, have been at an advantage.
They seem to ace in online learn-
ing. A large part of the credit goes to
the parents who help their children
with the tasks. Parental involve-
ment and assistance are essential
to online learning.

However, teachers have yet to
see how much students have gained
from online learning. This is partly
because they have not been able
to track each student’s progress.
The disruptions in learning pro-
gress tracking were consistently
brought up by tgachers involved in
a research project earlier this year.
It is difficult for teachers to assess
whether the tasks assigned were
completed by the students or their
parents.

The challenges are also experi-
enced by older students. Interactiv-
ity and interaction are among the
concerns raised. Students tend to be
passive in participating or switch-
ing on their webcams.

Besides, group tasks can over-
whelm them due to the difficulties

incommunicating with other mem-
bers. For this and other reasons, les-
sons tend to be teacher-centred, far
from the concept of 21st-century
learning.

Due to these challenges, it may
seem that the students cannot wait
to bounce back to the conventional
way of learning. However, it may
not be a strategic move. The skills
acquired during the lockdown
should be retained and polished
through regular practice.

These skills will prepare the stu-
dents for the everyday tasks outside
the school and the skills demanded
to perform tasks in the workplace.
To facilitate this, teachers must be
equipped with advanced educa-
tional technology skills.

Higher education institutions
that prepare preservice teachers
must urgently include advanced
technological skills asa component
intheir curriculum. To stay relevant
with the rapid development of tech-
nology, preservice teachers should
be able to use technology to curate,
deliver and assess knowledge.

Therefore, the education sector
needs to leap forward to transform
learning post-Covid-19.
