DIFFERENT REACTIONS OVER TM ISSUE

Mixed response to
MFLs decision to end
sponsorship deal

ORRIES, unease and sup-

port. These were among the

mixed responses from some

of Malaysian Football
League's (MFL) affiliates following the de-
cision to cancel an eight-year sponsorship
contract with Telekom Malaysia (TM)
worth RM480 million.

On Friday, the MFL announced they had
ended the eight-year contract with TM
after reaching a unanimous decision in a
board meeting in Johor Baru.

FA of Selangor secretary general Dr Jo-
han Kamal Hamidon has urged MFL to
quickly find a replacement.

“It’s definitely a big blow as a lot of
teams depend on the annual grant (RM3
million for Super League and RM1 million
for Premier League),” he said.

“If the MFL is not able to find a re-
placement, then more players and coach-
es will suffer from non-payment of
salaries.”

PJ City deputy president Chandragesan
Suppiah admitted he was shocked by the
news.

“We have not been informed officially of
the problem but the impact would be ev-
eryone's concern especially when it comes
to the grant because I'm sure that's the
financial model each team depends on,”
said Chandragesan.

Chandragesan, who said his team have

not received the RM3 million, said he be-
lieves TM's decision could be due to fi-
nancial reason and not “political” as spec-
ulated by some parties.

“I don’t think so (political involvement)
because there must be some financial rea-
son to it but whatever it is, we will wait for
the board meeting soon.”

Kuala Lumpur FA secretary general
Nokman Mustaffa remained calm about
the situation as he considered other al-
ternatives.

“We have to wait and accept the facts.
We are not too worried about it because if
we don't get the grant, then we have to
find our own source of monetary means.

“If we don't receive it, then we need to
turn to our sponsor, a developer, as we
still have March and April salaries to
meet,” added Nokman.

Meanwhile, PKNS stand by MFL's board
decision. Their secretary general Md Adi
Harmizi Ariffin said: “PKNS trust the de-
cision was made after a thorough eval-
uation for the sake of local football de-
velopment.”

Adi added he is sure the other affiliates
are relieved to hear MFL chief executive
officer Kevin Ramalingam has guaranteed
that the annual grant will still be given to
the 24 stakeholders despite TM's ab-
sence this season.

Perak FA honorary secretary Tajul Has-
nan Omar said they are optimistic MFL
are working hard to overcome the issue.

TURNING ‘FAS
INTO FCS

FAM's goal to make their affiliates self-reliant

T sounds like a simple equa-

tion, FA to FC. But for some

of the FAM affiliates, there is

apprehension in turning
from a football association (FA)
into football club (FC).

For them, it is not just about the
change in abbreviation but the
fear of the consequences.

Perhaps, they don't have a good
understanding of the workings
needed to be a modern profes-
sional operation for economic
sustainability.

For FAM, the goal of transform-
ing their affiliates into FCs is to
make them self-reliant — like
teaching a man how to fish and
you feed him for a lifetime.

FAM secretary general Stuart
Ramalingam stressed that such a
move is essential as Malaysia is one
of the last countries in the world to
convert their FAs into FCs.

And their affiliates will need to
reinvent themselves by this year
in order to be eligible for li-
censes to play in Asian
Football Confed-
eration’s
(AFC) com-
petitions.

“There’s
always
that

FAM secretary
Stuart Ramali

debate whether it works or not.
But all around the world, this ex-
ercise has been implemented and
it's a two-fold process involving
FAM and the Malaysian Football
League (MFL),” said Stuart.

“As a licensing body (FAM), we
inform the clubs of this modus of
change. As they transition into
FCs, they participate in MFL's
competitions (as recipients of
privatisation from FAs to FCs).

“We will ensure they (MFL) par-
ticipate and engage in the FA to
FC exercise.

“However, this does not mean
the FAs will cease to exist but
rather they will focus on devel-
opment of the game, referees and
local leagues. They will have dif-
ferent obligations and priorities
compared to FCs,

“For example, Selangor FA will
still exist while Selangor FC will
operate as a Super League
team.”

Stuart pointed out that if not
for the “FA to FC exercise”, Perak
wouldn’t have been able to par-

ticipate in the recent AFC Cham-
pions League play-off.

Turning teams into FCs is the
first step towards privatising
Malaysian football and creating a
vibrant football industry, but
FAM are also studying the con-
sequences of this change.

For it could result in corporate
investors backing out if their
clubs fail to produce good re-
sults.

“There are arguments of it be-
ing a short-term thing because a
club can close down any time.

“It has happened before to
clubs such as Felcra, Public Bank,
MBPJ and Sime Darby. Felcra
were promoted to the Super
League and then they closed

shop.
“Does that allow clubs to get
out of football easier?” he
asked.
Another argument would
be how will the FAs sur-
vive on their own follow-
ing the conversion?

“We need to protect
our affiliates and teach
them to survive and
provide them with the

tools to gain more sta-

bility,” said Stuart.
“After we launched
the F:30 Roadmap,
we launched ACE
which is an affiliate
support system that al-
lows our affiliates to fill
L3 out a form for the pro-
grammes they are inter-
ested in learning to help

the transition.

“As we detach FAs
from FCs, FAM will pro-
vide support services
to ensure the land-
ing is soft for our
FAs,” said Stu-
art who al-

so gave an example of the sit-
uation involving FAM and MFL.

FAM felt the pinch when their
biggest asset, the MFL, “separat-
ed"” from them last year to go fully
professional.

The national association have
to learn to survive by creating
new assets like the launch of last
month’s Malaysian Premier Fut-
sal League.

By creating their own assets,
FAM have a sustainable plan.
They are also responsible for the
costs in running the national
teams (including the men's and
women'’s futsal teams) which
don’t come cheap.

On the conversion of FAs to
FCs, Stuart sai
won't be like how FAM-MFL have
become. It could work as a hybrid
at first until they (FAs) are ready
for a total detachment.”

FAM hope to see the FCs be-
come privatised entities whereby
individuals or corporations could
own the clubs which in turn lead
to strong sponsorships and
healthy revenues.

Forinvestors, buying into an FC
is more viable than having to go
through political red tape, as has
happened in state-run FAs,

Although FCs operate like com-
panies and have to pay taxes,
such a set-up could help erad-
icate issues like non-payment of
players’ salaries which has
marred the M-League.

“FCs would be stable than FAs
because they can get investors
and grow the game professionally
whereas FAs are too govern-
ment-linked and may see a
change of presidents every four
years. So, there is not continuity.

“Because of this ‘short-term’
outlook, some FAs don’t even
have their own field, stadium,
academy, development centre or

youth centre, and they are unable
to make long-term investment
plans.”

Stuart said a good example of
the privatisation of a Malaysian
football club would be QI Group's
investment in the PJ City team.

“It's great to see new money
coming in (PJ City team). It would
have been easier to take over an
established team like Perak who
come with their own fan base, But
they (Q1 Group) prefer to build up
their own ‘baby’. This brings in
the opportunity for new money to
come into football to help the
professional game grow,” said
Stuart.

And Johor Darul Ta'zim (JDT)
should be an inspiration to oth-
ers. The Southern Tigers, who
are run professionally like a busi-
ness, have done Malaysia proud
by playing at the highest level in
the continent - the Asian Cham-
pions League. So far, their per-
formances against giants
Kashima Antlers of Japan and
Gyeongnam FC of South Korea
are creditable.

Brazil's three-time World Play-
er of the Year, Ronaldo also
praised JDT's facilities when he
visited them in Johor Bahru last
week.

JDT, who have won the Super
League title consecutively in the
past five seasons, are not only
focused on results on the field.
They strive for financial sustain-
ability, with the main goal of pro-
moting the JDT brand and ven-
turing into commercial activities
like marketing and merchandis-
ing.

Football, if played properly in
the boardroom, can be a good
business. Manchester United,
Liverpool, Barcelona, Real
Madrid and other successful FCs
will tell you that.

Electoral cooperation for the Rantau
by-election on April 13 does not cut it as
tangible proof of a functioning alliance,
by my book. We have seen in the Camer-
on Highlands and Semenyih by-elections
that Umno and PAS are capable enough in
maintaining a strategic polls partnership.

In Rantau, the same modus operan-
di will be deployed. You can bet that the
battle plans will be rolled out on a more
upbeat tempo, considering that the candi-
date is Umno bigwig Datuk Seri Mohamad
Hasan himself.

Surely Umno and PAS have more to of-
fer that they want to show to the country
— something solid.

Mohamad could have possibly offered
just that when he said that Umno wants
to form coalition governments in the four
states run by the opposition.

Umno governs Perlis and Pahang while
PAS controls Kelantan and Terengganu.
Mohamad wants the administration in all
four states to be called a “united ummah”
government.

Another name, I suppose,would be UG,
for unity government. UGs have been much
talked about since BNfUmno lost the Sel-
angor state government in 2008.

Umno and PAS need something tangible

Hence, this proposal by Mohamad
would give the country the opportunity
to see what a UG looks like,and more im-
portantly, how it can work, besides show-
ing that the Umno-PAS marriage is made
in heaven and is one that will last till the
end of time.

But like in any marriage, there must be
sincerity and sacrifices to make it work.

Long-time PAS watcher Mohamad
Sayuti Omar, who has written dozens of
political books, in particular about PAS,
has come up with a formula that he says
Umno and PAS should implement to cre-
ate a merged entity.

Writing in his blog, Sayuti suggested
a formula that he dubs Formula 2,2,2,1.1t
requires Umno to reshuffle its state excos
in Pahang and Perlis and PAS doing the

same in Kelantan and Terengganu.

In Kelantan,says Sayuti, PAS can appoint
two of the eight Umno state assemblymen
and, to “show its openness, PAS should also
offer the post of deputy menteri besar to
Umno”,

As for Terengganu, PAS can also give
Umno two exco positions — important
portfolios — to “prove its sincerity”, he
adds. Umno has 10 representatives in the
Terengganu state assembly.

As the veteran political writer sees it,
Umno must also be willing to reciprocate.
In Pahang, PAS has eight seats in the state
assembly, and Umno can appoint two as
state exco members.

“In Perlis, with the small numbers in
the state assembly, it would be sufficient
for Umno to give PAS an exco position,”
says Sayuti.

That, he says, explains his 2,2,2,1 for-
mula: PAS to give two exco seats each in
Kelantan and Terengganu to Umno, and
Umno to give two exco positions in Pa-
hang and one in Perlis to PAS.

Whether the parties agree or not, that
is one way of showing their sincerity in
wanting to foster a unity government. It's
all about accommodation.An Umno-PAS
unity government must have an exco line-
up comprising state assemblymen from
both parties.

But before going further, news portal
Malaysiakini has reported that a senior
PAS leader has downplayed Mohamad's
plans to form unity governments in the
four states.

The senior leader is none other than PAS

vice-president Datuk Iskandar Samad. He
was quoted as telling the media that “it
is too early” for the two parties to discuss
the proposal as “we have just cooperated
at the level of by-elections and we have
not discussed anything else”,

According to him,“preparations are be-
ing made to face the Rantau by-election”
to be held in mid-April.

That’s not being enthusiastic,is it? Rath-
er like pouring cold water on the proposal.

Perhaps Umno should get the ball roll-
ing by carrying out an exco reshuffle in
Pahang and Perlis and make way for PAS
state assembly members to be made exco
members. After all, the idea of a unity gov-
ernment,or “unity ummah” as Mohamad
describes it, came from Umno. Alright, it
came from Mohamad, not the party per
se. But then, he is currently the top man
in Umno.

Anyway, that would mean current
Umno exco members sacrificing their
positions. I wouldn't want to comment
on whether such a move would go down
well in the party, let alone those directly
involved lest I be accused of jumping the
gun, or something worse.

However, there is another way to do it,
which is to increase the number of port-
folios. More portfolios means more exco
members,albeit a bloated state exco.Umno
and PAS would be happy, but it is simply
not viable. =]

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Setia Alamsari undergoes rejuvenation process

he township of Setia Alamsari in Ban-

gi has been undergoing a rejuvena-

tion process since its new sales gallery

was moved to the township last year.

In an interview with City & Country,

S PSetia general manager (niche develop-
ment) Soh Wai Fong says Setia Alamsari was ini-
tially developed by its er company, [&P Group
Sdn Bhd, under the name Alam Sari.

Soh explains that Setia Alamsari has two parts.
1&P Group started developing on the first 432.5-acre
parcel in 2007, 1n 2017,5 P Setia bought a 342.5-acre
site (now the southern part of the township) and
acquired 1&P Group.

“We subsequently rebranded it Setia Alamsari
— the name ‘Alam Sari” had been there for 10 years,
50 we kept the name and added the brand ‘Setia’,
The merging has resulted in a freehold township
of 775 acres in total,” he adds,

“In tandem with the rebranding, we did a lot
of things on the ground and the main thing is
that we relocated the sales allery from Bandar
Baru Bangi to the township. We wanted to have
a presence in the township — when potential
buyers come to the sales gallery, they can visit
the township. Also, we can get feedback from the
residents [at the gallery].”

S P Setia has also started upgrading the land
scape in the township, including along the roads
and the three lakes that had been retention ponds.
“The three lakes had not been maintained for a
while and there are wild plants, so we are clean
ing up the place now and we will do the landscap-
ing to turn it into a recreation area where people
can jog or fish,” he says.“The whole area is eight
acres. There will be a jogging track, a treehouse

for children, fitness stations and a water pavilion.

These amenities will provide healthy recreation
activities for the residents as well as the people
from the surrounding areas. We target o complete
the works by the middle of this year."

The developer is also looking at improving ac
cessibility and upgrading the roads. It recently
completed a new link at the eastern side of the
township and is awaiting approval from the Ka
jang Municipal Council (MPKJ) for its opening.

The new link will connect the residents to Jalan
Bangi Lam 1d Semenyih, cutting the travel time
by 20 minutes, according to Soh. He foresees that
it will bring more people into the township.

There is also an upcoming link in the southwest
that will link the township to Bangi Avenue and
Bukit Mahkota.Soh adds that earthwork is being
done and completion is scheduled for end-2020.

The developer is looking to upgrade the road
leading to the UKM KTM station 2km away in a
collaboration with MPKJ.

Mostly residential

Soh notes that Setia Alamsari — which has a total
gross development value (GDV) of RM5.3 billion —
will have mostly residential properties and very
limited commercial units. It is targeted at fam
ilies and investors seeking capital appreciation,

“The commercial component will be those retail
units located under the upcoming serviced apart
ment developments and there won't be standalone
shops. The population in the township is small, so
it is difficult to cater for any form of commercial
activities,” he adds.

Since 2007, total of 748 units have been launched
and handed over in Seti nsari — representing
about 20% of the land area. These units are semi
detached and terraced homes.

Soh explains that § P Setia will offer new prop-
erty types such as bungalows, apartments, cluster
homes and superlink homes in the township.There
will also be three Rumah Selangorku schemes and
six serviced apartment projects,

Upon its completion within 10 years, the town-

ship will have 6,500 units with an estimated pop-
ulation of 26,000, 0n the basis of four persons per
household.

S P Setia also has two projects in the neigh
bouring Semenyih — Setia Ecohill and Setia
Ecohill 2. Soh notes that to set Setia Alamsari
apart from the townships in Semenyih, they
have different target markets that result in dis-
tinctive designs. “The properties at Setia Ecohill
and Setia Ecohill 2 have modern designs, while
we offer a contemporary tropical design in our
products at Setia Alamsari.”

“Another feature of Setia Alamsari is that it is
next to Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia, which
has 2,700 acres of land. Some 90% of the land are
greenery, so there will always be a green lung next
to the development,” says Soh.

Since the relocation of the sales gallery last
September, S P Setia has launched and previewed
four landed property phases in Setia Alamsari
Avis 1,Avis 2,Clover and Middlemist.The RM35.8
million Avis 1 offers 48 units of 2-storey terraced
houses with built-ups of 1,826 to 1,924 sq ft (land
area: 22ft by 8oft). To be completed by end-2020,
these units are priced at RM668,000 to RM1.053
million.

Avis 2 — with a GDV of RM47 million — offers
61 units of 2-storey terraced houses of 1,953 to
2,199 sq ft (land area: 22ft by soft). These units are
selling at RM709,000 to RM1.031 million and are
scheduled for completion in early 2021,

Clover is a RM34.3 million development with
28 units of 2-storey semi-detached houses Witha
built-up of 2,597 sq ft (land area: 40ft by 80ft), these
units are priced from RM1.183 million to RM1.354
million. They will be completed by end-2020.

Middlemist is a premium product featuring
2-storey semi-detached houses. All eight units
will have a double frontage fagade with park and
lake/waterway views. With a built-up of 2,895
sq ft (land area: 40ft by 8oft), the units will have
living rooms that are located at the back. They
are selling at RM1.577 million to RM1.79 million.

“We are selling these projects without a show
unit and since some of these units are above
RMI1 million, we expect sales to be slower. In
March or April, we will launch another semidee
project, as well as the township's first bungalow
and superlink house project.

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City council to visit proposed development site in PJ

PETALING Jaya City Council (MBP]) has
agreed to the site of a controversial
posed mixed project

The 30 teams would be comprehensive in
their further checks.”
