Sobey said, “We are seeing slug-
gishness from the council’s
Planning Department.

“An employee, Zainuddin Sidek,
called on Oct 12 to obtain the cor-

respondence address to facilitate a
reply. But up till now, the commit-
tee has not received an answer,”
she said.

Sobey said since Oct 12, she
made two calls to Zainuddin and
volunteered to collect any written
reply from the Urban Planning
Department’s office.

“But I was told it would be post-
ed.

“The committee feels that MPK is
not customer-centric.

“We want MPK president Ahmad

Fadzli Ahmad Tajuddin to step in
and assure the residents that MPK
will gazette the green field to pro-
tect environmental damage, in line
with Local Agenda 21,” she said.
Local Agenda 21 is a local gov-

ernment-led, community-wide par-

ticipatory effort to establish com-
prehensive action for environmen-
tal protection and community
well-being in a local area.

MPK’s Planning Department had
proposed an 85m x 59m carpark
for 100 cars and 30m x 20m futsal

Taman Berkeley residents object-
ed to the project as it would
deprive them of a green space for
exercise and their general well-be-
ing.

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B report to MACC if offered bribes’

CIVIL servants who are offered public perception of its enforce

bribes or incentives to “look the
other way” by the public can report
the matter to the Malaysian Anti-
Corruption Commission (MACC).

“Under Section 17(B) of MACC
Act 2009, a civil servant can report
to MACC if they are offered a
bribe,” said Selangor MACC direc
tor Datuk Alias Salim.

“Members of the public who
bribe civil servants can also be
arrested and charged by MACC.”

Sectian 17(B) states that the act
of giving or offering a bribe is
equal to the offence of accepting a
bribe

Alias said this to correct the per-
ception that action would only be
taken on those who received
bribes, and stressed that the act of
offering a bribe or incentive was
also wrong.

He was speaking during an
Integrity Day event organised by
the Shah Alam City Council (MBSA)
