FORTY-ONE traders along Jalan PJS
2D/1 in Petaling Jaya received tem-
porary permits from mayor
Mohamad Azhan Md Amir during
a visit to Taman Medan.

He said the temporary permits
by Petaling Jaya City Council (MBP])
was to assist residents affected by
the Covid-19 pandemic and for the
city council to manage traders at
designated sites.

A total of 155 lots were available
for Jalan PJS 2D/1, he said, but only
41 permits were issued as these
traders were able to fulfil the
requirements.

MBP] said in a statement that
each trading lot measured 8ft x 8 ft
(2.4m x 2.4m).

There are three sessions a day —
from 6am to 10am, 11am to 5pm
and 6pm to midnight.

The temporary permit is renewa-
ble monthly for a maximum of
three months.

Each lot costs RM40 per session.

Mohamad Azhan said traders
could request for an extension and
MBPJ would study them on a case-
by-case basis.

“We may allow traders to contin-
ue if their performance is satisfac-
tory, no complaints were lodged on
their businesses and if locals wel-
come their services,” he said, add-
ing that the application could be

done over the counter at MBPJ’s
office or online.

Mohamad Azhan added that
traders were told to be mindful of

hygiene and safety, and to hire only

locals as workers.

“MBPJ’s enforcement team will
monitor the traders to ensure they
comply with the regulations and
not abuse their permits.

“Action can be taken if traders
are found to breach their permit
conditions,” he said.

Mohamad Azhan said MBPJ had
to date issued a total of 802 tempo-
rary permits.

These included 249 temporary
permits issued between June
and October this year at various
locations across 14 zones in the
city.
MBPJ Licensing Department
director Sharinaz Samsudin said to
apply or renew a temporary per-
mit, traders had to be Malaysians
with no outstanding compounds
with MBPJ.

“Those with outstanding com-
pounds have to settle them first
before MBP] will consider their
application,” she said, adding that
they were also responsible for
cleanliness and rubbish disposal at
their trading spaces.

“These permits are temporary.
The traders have to be prepared to
relocate if MBPJ] wants to widen the
road,” she added.

Egg seller Nur Rashidah Johan,
37, expressed relief at finally hav-
ing a temporary permit after sever-
al unsuccessful attempts.

Impressive progress charted in land, air and sea transportation sectors

KUALA LUMPUR: The Transport
Ministry has made impressive
achievements in the land, maritime
and air transport sectors within the
first 100 days of “Aspirasi Keluarga
Malaysia” (AKM) or Malaysian
Family Aspirations.

Minister Datuk Seri Dr Wee Ka
Siong said the ministry carried out
its 100-day AKM tasks smoothly and
stepped up its responsibilities since
Sept 1 to ensure that it achieves its
three key performance indicators
(KPIs).

“To boost the gross domestic prod-
uct (GDP) and national income, we
have to solve all the backlog - this is
a big challenge, and I set a target of
RM3.53bil.

“Within the first eight months of
2021, we obtained monthly revenue
collection of RM292.5mil per month,
but my target is to reach RM400mil
per month within 100 days from
today.

“Before the 100-day AKM, we
managed to do only 48,000 transac-
tions of motor vehicle licences a day,
but after the 100-day period, we
have increased transactions up to

96,500 a day and cleared the back
log.

“So far, 85% of the backlog has
been dealt with,” he said on Radio
Televisyen Malaysia's (RTM) Selamat
Pagi Malaysia programme yester-
day.

Bernama reported Dr Wee as say-
ing he was impressed with the
achievement of the Road Transport
Department as it had collected
RM3.34bil, an achievement of almost
95%, and he believed that the target
of RM3.53bil could be met within the
stipulated time.

He said he was also proud of mar-
itime achievements as the perfor-
mance of the Port of Tanjung Pelepas
(PTP) in Johor and Port Klang contin:
ued to improve.

“These two ports are very impor-
tant. We managed 9.85 million
20-foot equivalent units (TEUs) in
terms of loading or handling con
tainers at the PTP last year, and so
far, have reached 9.94 million TEUs.

“For Port Klang, I think we will
achieve the highest record com-
pared to the previous year because

He said he was also happy with
the transfer of the Kuala Lumpur Air
Traffic Control Centre (KLATCC)
from Subang to Sepang, Selangor.

“This is not only costly - it was
planned in 2014 but due to Covid-19,
it was disrupted as experts could not
enter (the country) and we faced
some difficulties.

“It is my responsibility to make
sure we have sophisticated equip-
ment. What I can say is that we have
some of the most sophisticated tools
in terms of airspace control, and
they provide more accurate and
optimal landings,” he said.

Dr Wee said in the past, the coun-
try only had seven airspace sectors,
but with the new KLATCC system,
this has increased to 14 airspace
sectors.

In terms of landings, he said previ-
ously there were only 78 aircraft
landings, but it could now be
increased to 108 landings per hour
using three runways at once.

“As we combine technology and
optimise what we can integrate, it
becomes an entity that benefits us in
terms of global competitiveness. We
are preparing for the aviation sector
to return to pre-Covid-19 levels.

“This is not an easy task. and 1
thank the Civil Aviation Authority of
Malaysia (CAAM), which has been
working hard to achieve the target
since September,” he said, adding
that the KLATCC would be launched
by Prime Minister Datuk Seri Ismail
Sabri Yaakob on Dec 1

“In 2019, during the previous gov-
ernment, CAAM was downgraded
from Category 1 to 2 by the US
Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA), and when I became Transport
Minister, my intention was to get it
back to Category 1.

“This is very important because it
will affect our aircraft maintenance,
repair and overhaul businesses.

“We want to get things right, and

CAAM aspires to get back to Category
1 certification,” he said, adding that
all the weaknesses found by the
FAA in 2019 had been resolved, and
a group of experts from the US agen-
cy will visit Malaysia to conduct an
audit on Dec 6.

“We hope that within five days of
their audit, we will return our avia-
tion sector to Category 1 - this is a
shared dream that will enhance the
competitiveness of the Malaysian
aviation sector,” he said.

Meanwhile, Dr Wee said he held a
positive and fruitful meeting yester-
y afternoon with Selangor Mentri
Besar Datuk Seri Amirudin Shari
and Selangor State Secretary Datuk
Haris Kasim on the East Coast Rail
Link (ECRL) project and other mat-
ters important to the state.

“We were able to agree on various
outstanding issues related to the
ECRL and find the best balance mov-
ing forward to ensure the project’
can progress successfully and bring
the best value for Malaysia. We will
have more information as soon as
our offices iron out the details,” he
added in a Facebook post.

Berjaya Land to seek leave from the Federal Court on COA decision to
cancel Selangor Turf club plan

KUALA LUMPUR (Nov 22): Berjaya
Land Bhd, controlled by tycoon Tan Sri
Vincent Tan, is still fighting hard to un-
dertake the Selangor Turf Club (STC)
project that was mooted 17 years ago in
2004, despite the hurdles along the track,
including lawsuits.

Berjaya Land said it will seek leave from
the Federal Court on the recent Court of
Appeal (COA) decision to cancel its STC
plan. This case for the company against
the Selangor state government — that had
gone through two administrations since
this went to the courts — had been on-
going since 2016.

“Berjaya Land Bhd is a responsible cor-
porate citizen and will always be guided
by the rule of law. While we respect the
decision of the Court of Appeal, the com-
pany will apply for leave to appeal to the
Federal Court to set aside the decision
of the Court of Appeal and restore the
decision of the Shah Alam High Court
of Nov 9, 2017,” Berjaya Land told The
Edge when contacted on the latest court
decision on the matter.

Last week, Sinar Harian reported that the
Selangor state government had succeeded in
its appeal to cancel the implementation of
the proposed construction of STC, includ-
ing construction of an Equestrian Sports
Center (ESC) in Bukit Tagar, Hulu Selan-
gor, that has one of the largest horse racing
gambling establishments in Asia.

Berjaya Land to

Citing lawyer Datuk Kamaruzaman
Arif, the report said, the COA’s decision
on Nov 3 set aside the Shah Alam High
Court order dated Nov 9, 2017 which al-
lowed judicial review of Berjaya Land and
two others against the Selangor state gov-
ernment and one other party.

“The panel of judges of the Court of
Appeal found that there was no legitimate
expectation for the respondent,” the report
cited Kamaruzaman as saying.

According to him, the unanimous de-
cision was made by a three-judge pan-
el of COA chaired by Datuk Lee Swee
Seng, who also ordered the respondents
to pay RM20,000 to the Selangor state
government.

In March 2016, Berjaya Land and two
related companies — Berjaya Tagar Sdn
Bhd and Berjaya City — had initiated
the legal action against the Selangor gov-
ernment, Country Planning Department
(JPBD) and six other state agencies.

Berjaya Land announced in Novem-
ber 2017 that it had won a judicial review
application against the Selangor govern-
ment and the Selangor Town and JPBD,
paving the way for the relocation of STC
to BukitTagar.

In 2004, BerjayaTagar had entered into
an agreement with STC for the acquisition
of three parcels of leasehold land meas-
uring a total of 245 acres in Sungai Besi
for RM 640 million, of which RM35 mil-
lion will be paid in cash and the balance
of RM605 million will be satisfied by a
transfer to STC of 750 acres of land in
Bukit Tagar with a newly built turf club.

Berjaya Tagar had proposed to acquire
the Bukit Tagar land from Berjaya City, a
subsidiary company of Berjaya Corpora-
tion Bhd, and to appoint Berjaya City as
the turnkey contractor of the new turf club.

However, Berjaya LLand had not re-
ceived the necessary approvals due to a
change in the Selangor state government
after the 2008 general election.

At the time of writing, Berjaya Land
is down half sen to 23 sen, valuing the
group at RM1.18 billion. Year-to-date, it
has risen 21%.
