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CPTPP will not affect bumiputra rights, says Azmin

KAJANG: Senior Minister cum International
Trade and Industry Minister Datuk Seri
Mohamed Azmin Ali has reassured the peo-
ple that the Comprehensive and Progressive
Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership
(CPTPP) will not affect the rights and interests
of bumiputras if the government were to rat-
ify it.

yHe said the CPTPP has provided a cut-off
policy (leeway) to protect the rights and inter-
ests of bumiputras as enshrined under the
Federal Constitution when Malaysia signed

the agreement in 2018.

“"This provision is contained in annex II
(non-conforming measures) under the CPTPP,
which specifically mentions that bumiputra
rights and interests as guaranteed under the
Federal Constitution will remain in the agree-
ment.

“T have provided details of the provision in
annex II and I have explained to Parliament
to refute allegations from certain quarters
that we're compromising the interests of the
Malays and bumiputras, that is not true,” he

told a press conference after attending the
“Semarak Prihatin Selangor” programme at
the Kajang district police headquarters (IPD)
here yesterday.

Mohamed Azmin was commenting on Parti
Pejuang Tanahair or Pejuang president Datuk
Seri Mukhriz Mahathir’s claim that the bumi-
putra agenda would be regulated and limited
as opposed to their rights and privileges as
enshrined under the Federal Constitution
when the CPTPP is ratified.

Earlier, the minister handed over a special

ing business and positive momen-
tum in the manufacturing activities
locally and globally.

Operating profit leapt 76% to
RM40.4mil.

Profit attributable to the owners
of the parent grew by 59%, settling
at RM25.7mil.

KPS delivered a stronger y-o-y
and sequential quarter amidst a
challenging operating landscape
throughout the third quarter.

The manufacturing business
recorded 23% revenue growth y-o-
y, contributing RM319mil to the
group’s revenue compared to
RM259mil in the corresponding
quarter last year.

At RM319mil, the manufacturing
businesses that comprise Toyoplas
Manufacturing (M) Sdn Bhd,
Century Bond Bhd (CBB), CPI

KPS shows resilience

Revenue and earnings grow in Q3 amid challenges

(Penang) Sdn Bhd and King Koil
Manufacturing West LLC (KKMW),
contributed 89% to the group’s rev-
enue.

Although revenue from the man-
ufacturing business was higher
y-0-y, sales were still impacted by
the global integrated circuit (IC)
chip shortage, putting some pres-
sure on customer orders.

Furthermore, the resurgence in
the number of positive Covid-19
cases during the quarter has
restricted worker mobility to some
extent in its plants in Malaysia and
Vietnam, affecting production
capacity at CBB’s plant in Senai,
Johor and Toyoplas’ in Bac Ninh,
Vietnam.

As a result, despite the resilient
sales, they were lower than the
group’s expectations.

On higher sales from the indus-
trial tooling division, Toyoplas led
the revenue contribution with
RM154.2mil, 22% higher than the
prior-year quarter of RM126.1mil.

This was followed by KKMW,
contributing RM54mil, 88% higher
than the prior-year quarter of
RM28.8mil.

The increase was attributable to
stronger sales traction from the
new and existing customers, sup-
ported by a steady retail sentiment
and consumer demand in the
United States.

Operating at only 60% produc-
tion capacity following mobility
restriction on its workers, CBB con-
tributed a revenue of RM51.2mil,
15% lower than RM60.3mil in the
prior-year quarter.

CBB's paper, carton and offset

divisions were the primary reve-
nue drivers.

Supported more heavily by the
healthcare and communication and
IT divisions, CPI contributed
RM50.4mil, 17% higher than the
prior-year quarter of RM43.2mil.

A further RM30.5mil or 8% of the
group revenue was derived from
the trading business, represented
by Aqua-Flo Sdn Bhd.

Aqua-Flo’s contribution, which is
driven by the sale of water chemi-
cals, was relatively flat this quarter
compared to RM29.9mil in the pri-
or-year quarter because of a lower
water demand from the industrial
and commercial sectors when the
movement control order was in
effect.

The licensing b King Koil

contributed RM8.6mil.

KKLC’s contribution improved
by 15% from RM7.5mil during the
quarter under review due to high-
er licensing revenue from interna-
tional licensees.

It contributed 2% to group reve-
nue this quarter.

The remaining revenue contri-
bution of RM2.2mil or 1% to the
group revenue was from invest-
ment holding and property invest-
ment, mainly from rental income
from Plaza Perangsang.

Other income almost doubled to
RM15.5mil for the quarter under
review from RM4.7mil in the corre-
sponding quarter last year.

The increase was mainly from
property disposal to streamline
busi operation at Toyoplas,

Minister Datuk Seri Mohamed Azmin
Ali has reassured the people that the
Comprehensive and Progressive
Agreement for Trans-Pacific
Partnership (CPTPP) will not affect
the rights and interests of
bumiputras if the government were
to ratify it.

He said the CPTPP has provided a
cut-off policy (leeway) to protect the
rights and interests of bumiputras as
enshrined in the Federal Constitution
when Malaysia signed the agreement
in2018.

“This provision is contained in
Annex Il (Non-conforming measures)
under the CPTPP, which specifically
mentions that bumiputra rights and
interests as guaranteed under the
Federal Constitution will remain in
the agreement.

“I have provided details of the
provision in Annex Il and | have
explained to Parliament to refute
allegations from certain quarters that
we're compromising the interests of
the Malays and bumiputras, which is
not true;" he told a press conference
after attending the Semarak Prihatin
Selangor programme at the Kajang
district police headquarters here
yesterday. — Bernama
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Export value expected to hit RM1.2 trillion this year

KAJANG: Malaysia’s export value is
projected to reach RM1.2 trillion this year,
Senior Minister cum International Trade
and Industry Minister Datuk Seri Mohamed
Azmin Ali said.

He said the goal set out under the 12th
Malaysia Plan (12MP) is for export value to
hit RM1.24 trillion but it can be achieved
fou_r[zears ahead of the target.

e minister said it was more gratifying
when the country recorded RM114 billion
worth of exports for the period of October

this year, which was the highest value ever
accomplished.

“This proves the government’s move to
reopen the borders of districts, states and
the country has brought back confidence
among local and foreign investors to
continue investing in the country,” he told a
press conference after attending the
“Selangor Semarak Prihatin” programme at
the Kajang District Police Headquarters
here yesterday.

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Selangor’s Budget 2022 focuses on
Covid-19 recovery, economic revitalisation

The state govt will work with
the federal govt to develop a
plan to deal with Covid-19,
MB says

SELANGOR'S Budget 2022 will see
a deficit of RM293 million compared
to last year’s budget, with a deficit of
RM123 million as part of the state
government's effort to strengthen
the economy post-pandemic

Selangor Mentri Besar (MB)
Datuk Seri Amirudin Shari also
said that the budget is also aimed
to withstand future challenges, not
only from the pandemic.

The RM2.34 billion budget will
see that up to RM1.22 billion alloca-
tion for administrative expenses
was aimed at covering emoluments
amounting to RM446.73 million,
services and supply amounting to
RMS530.81 million, assets amount-
ing to RM11.79 million, fixed pay-
ments of RM191.14 million and
RM39.53 million for other expenses.

“The service and supply
expenses are the biggest compo-
nent covering 43.51% of the state’s
administrative expenses,” Amiru-
din said.

The MB also said the state esti-
mated that RM2.05 billion can be
collected in taxes next year.

In his speech, he highlighted
that the pandemic has had a sig-
nificant impact on the lives of

Malaysians and that there are
many challenges facing the coun-
try, including the need to over-
come the economic crisis.

He said the state government
will continue to provide support to
the people and businesses affected
by the pandemic, and that the state
government will strive to ensure
that the people are able to return to
normalcy as soon as possible.

“We must not be complacent.
Now we can see that the Covid-19
pandemic cannot be eradicated just
like that and we are in the process
of moving into an endemic phase,
as | emphasised in this hall in
August of this year,” Amirudin

said in his Budget 2022 speech

He added that the state govern-
ment will work with the federal gov-
ernment to develop a plan to deal
with Covid-19, specifically in terms
of the economy and the people.

The MB said the state govern-
ment will still maintains the
momentum of the state’s strong
financial position and remains
resilient, complemented by com-
prehensive analyses and arrange-
ments that must take into account
the benefits of three main things:
The people, the business commu-
nity and state economic develop-
ment.

To manage the budget effec-

tively, the state government has
implemented a periodic review of
the budget, including the imple-
mentation of expenditure control
initiatives. The state government
also monitors the progress and
performance of its departments,
agencies and statutory bodies on a
monthly basis.

“This expenditure control instru-
ment will be more inclusive and
effective if each department also
optimises human resources with
the principles of doing more with
less, work process automation and
efficient financial management
without compromising perfor-
mance, productivity and quality of
service delivery,” he said

“The state government has
decided to establish a control
instrument to control expenditure
by limiting the rate of managing
and development expenditure in
2021 per department to a maximum
of 95% and 75% only. This proves
that the state government is always
ready when faced with economic
uncertainty.”

The theme of the budget, “Kita
Selangor: State Withstanding Tests,
Raising Human Dignity”, focuses
on five key areas, namely, driving
high-impact economic growth and
improving delivery efficiency,
developing a caring society and
social wellbeing, strengthening
Selangor’s public health agenda,
ensuring a green environment
and sustainable development, and

optimising smart technology and
digitalisation

Amirudin noted that the closure
of the economic sector due to the
Covid-19 situation has had signi-
ficant implications and hampered
the economic growth of the state.

“Thus, the state government will
give an exemption initiative of
100% to the development charge of
RM500 for the construction of
affordable homes. The facility will
be implemented and expanded in
2022 to include the entire state of
Selangor.

“In addition, the 100-day land
approval policy, which previously
required the payment of a land
premium. deposit of 150% of the
estimate, will be reduced to 100%,”
he added

A total of RM15 million will be
allocated for the Selangor Interna-
tional Business Summit 2022, with
an allocation of RMé million for
high-tech industrial broadband. A
total of 145 acres (58.68ha) of state
government land and 86 acres of
land owned by Selangor State Devel- ,
opment Corp will be used to develop
a workers' housing complex.

For the year 2022, Landasan
Lumayan Sdn Bhd, through its
associate company, Landasan
Lumayan Berjaya Sdn Bhd, will
launch the construction of 2,000
affordable housing units and 1,400
freehold housing units with an esti-
mated gross development value of
RM1 billion.
